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The Mails.
It is stated that the abolition of the frank¬

ing privilege bts already effected * consider¬
able saving to the Government. We are

agreeably surprised to learn this fact ; for:
since contracts for carrying the mails are

made only once In four years, and as almost
all the present contracts were entered Into
under tbe belief that the contractors would
have to carry tons upon tons of free mall

matter, we bad not expeeled any great saving
to be manifest until after the next letting of

contracts. It will take at least four years to

make plain the advantages that are to result
from tbe abolition of this outrageous privi-
lego.
But the postal system needs other changes.

It is defective as to newspapers. Already
the law requires the postage upon all letters
to be prepaid. So as to transient newspapers
and all other mailable matter except news¬

papers regularly sent through the mails.

Stamps pay the postage upon letters, or upon
a psir of spectacle®, or upon any mail mat¬
ter of the class which includes everything
but manuscripts and Utters and regular news-
jwpcrs ar.d periodicals. All this is well
enough. The man who wishes to send a tran¬

sient newspaper, or a letter, or a grape-vine,
or anything else, through the mails has only
to put stamps enough upon his package .to
insure its transmission to the person for
whom it is designed. .Neither the postmas¬
ter at the office of transmission nor the post¬
master at the oflke of delivery has any trou¬
ble worth mentioning. The thing is put iuto
a bag, and when it reaches its destination,
is taken out and delivered. No account of
the transaction is kept at either end of the
line. No clerks are employed to charge a

man with a quarter's postage or to credit
him with having paid it. The business is
done wilh the minimum expenditure of
time and trouble.
And how many dorks are there employed

in the United States in kefping the accounts
we have just alluded to? HOw much of the
compensation allowed to country postmas¬
ters is allowed because they Lave so many
small accounts to keep? And bow many
thousands of dollars are lost to the Depart¬
ment because of the impossibility of collect¬
ing all these little accounts and of keeping
out of the mails transient newspapers which
pass as if sent to subscribers? How much
trouble and vexation, too, do these Httle ac¬

counts not cause? In a word, the credit
system ought to be abolished. Everything
that passes through the mails should pay its
way. And the pr<*ence of mail matter iu
the mail-brigs should be conclusive evidence
that all the postage is paid upon it, and that
when it arrives at its destination it may
be delivered immediately. The postmaster
ought not to huve to bold on to a newspaper
until be can open an account and charge the
postage and then credit the same before lie
can deliver if. Nor ougbt he to be com¬

pelled either to refuse fo send a paper by a

messenger because the postage is not paid,
or to violate the Jaw by seudiag it.
"What is the remedy for all this trouble, ex¬

pense, and labor? Simply a law requiring
postage upon all newspapers to be paid by
the pound at the office whence sent. Each
editor would seDd his wheelbarrow load or

wagon load or wagon loads of packages to
rtie office, and, causing the whole to be
weighed, pay the postage in a lump each

ilny, or weekly, or monthly, if the Depart¬
ment cho.se to allow it so to be done.as it
might safely do, seeing that if the editor
iailed to pay at the appointed time his pa¬
per-would be excluded from the mails. The
postage is now one dollar and twenty cents

per annum upon the Daily Dispatch, and in
exact proportion upon papers published
semi-weekly or weekly. It is easy to ascer¬

tain how much 312 sheets of a newspaper of
aveiage size weigh. Let us suppose that
they weigh twenty pounds. Then, if the
rates of postage are to remain as high as

they now are, the editor will have to pay six
cents a pound, or six dollars a tuudred
pounds, postage upon his packages of news¬
papers. No stamps will be required
lor these papers. Scarcely any time or trou¬
ble will be required at the post-office. The
wagon drives up. Tkc bags are weighed.
The postage is paid. The entire lot is at
onc^e ready without any further ado, not
only to be sent away, but when it reaches
its thousands of destinations will be ready
for immediate delivery. The postage paid
uow by thousands will then be paid by a

siugle person or firm. The revenues of the
Department will be increased. A large
number of employes may be dismissed.
A.ud nobody will be iDjured. What says
Mr. Cbkswell ?
And to that Ohio editor who has furnish¬

ed the only argument why newspapers
should be sent free within the counties
o bere published, we would say that our law
would require the doable sheets of New
York and other cities to pay postage in pro¬
portion to size.

No man who parted his name in the middle
or owned three front names was ever elected
President of the United States.

Since the object oftbfrlet-
ter seems to be to prodoce the impression
that the Superintendent of Public Instruc¬
tion has few or no powers, we mightcontent
ourselves with replying that an officer who
has no power cannot possibly fear that he
wlU lose any.
Dr. Rr*TMKK seems to anticipate our argu¬

ment. He knows well that be is, and in the
nature of things must be, the Board of Edu¬
cation. The Attorney-General has euough
to do to fill his own^office, and so has the
Governor. They- might, in a case where
gross favoritism or a great wrong was ap¬

parent, overrule the Superintendent of Pub-
l lie Instruction ; but in almost all cases tbey

j will, as to the working of the public-school
system, allow him to have bU own way.
The place of meeting is his office ; not the
Governor's nor the Attornif'-GeneraPs.
Meetings may be called whenever he (or
tbey) pleases. lie has to call t hem, of course.

So the Senate nomiually supervises appoint¬
ments and removals; but who does not
know that in nine cases out of ten bis will
is not even called in quesHon ?
The Board ot Education appoints three

school trustees in each school district in
the State. Dr. Kcffnek docs that, we im¬
agine. There can be no teacher of a public
school in Virginia who does not hold a certi¬
ficate of bis fitness for teaching from the
county superintendent; and this county su¬

perintendent Is appointed by the Board.
But we will not argue the question now.

117. If the law there appejring does not
show that' the Superintendent of Public
Instruction is tbe most influential man in
Virginia, we are greatly mistaken.

Mr. Editor,.la yesterday Dispatch you

quote something from (be Richmond corre¬

spondent of the Alexandria Sentinel, ana
then say:
"We avail ourselves of the appearance of

the above paragraph to express our opinion
that Dr. Kufl'ner is capable, faithful, and
efficient, and will probsbly retain his office
as long as be desires to do so if he will con¬
sent to deprive himself of what members
doubtless consider too much power. We
regard him as a model Superintendent of
Public Instruction; but neither to him nor
to any other man would we be willing to en¬

trust the wielding for rnauy successive years
of Buch influence as now belongs to bis
office. In ten years be would be able to rule
the Virginia Legislature as Tom Scott is said
to have ruled" that of Pennsylvania."
In reading these remarks on my poor self

I cannot say whether I felt the m«re fluttered
or alarmed. 1 have never thought much ot

myself as an officer, atid it never occurred to
me that I was a dangerous character. If I
be the latter, I ought to be shorn ; but per¬
haps there is sonic rni*fake on this point. A
great deal more power has been acribed to

my office than I ever discovered. I have no

putrouage to bestow. not a particle. I ap¬
point nobody.not even my owu two hard-
worked and poorly-paid clerus. And in this
respect I have less power than any other
head of department, and less than the clerks
of the Senate and House of Delegates.

I handle no public money, appropriate no

money, and draw no drafts on the Treasury
for any purpore whatever. I occasion no

expenditure that is not allowed by the Board
of Education.

I have no power of command except in
tlie way of general interpretations of the
law, and of practical instructions as to carry¬
ing out the school laws and regulations, ail
of which are published before the eyes of
the world. Beyond this I cannot control
the action of any one connected with the
school system. Cases may be brought to me
by way ot appeal ; but any decision whteh
I may render is liable to reversal by the
Board of Education.
Then, il I appoint and remove nobody,

control nobody, and handle no money,
wherein do I threaten the public liberties *?
But some say that I control the Board of

Education ! I am only one of three mem¬

bers, and if it could be proved tbut lam
more than a match for the Governor and the
Attorney-General combined, then I ought
to have a higher office, or ut least get a bet¬
ter sirfary !
As you have the law on your table, Mr.

Editor, and tire reccgoizcd authority in legal
interpretations, (which remark I make sin¬
cerely,) I respectfully ask that you will point
out the section or clau-e which confers on
the Superintendent of Public Instruction
any dangerous grant of power, and I will
unite with you in laboring to have it
changed.

TjJiat the Superintendent occupies an in¬
fluential position no one would attempt to
deny, and I should hope that no one would
btve it otherwise; but the character of his
influence Is chiefly moral aud educatioDal.
There is immense power in the school, sys¬
tem.power for good iu good hands, and
power for evil in evil bauds. But I submit
that the centre of this power is not in the
superiutendency.. And a careful study of
the law will exhibit tb.e fact that whilst a

world of important duty is laid upon the
Superintendent he is sufficiently strapped in
the matter of power.

It is very likely, Mr. Editor, you could
quote instances in which I exhibited unbe¬
coming forwardness in pushing the educa¬
tion cause and in defending it from deadly
perils, but I beg that my sins be not laid to

the charge ol the school system.

A letter from General Early.
GENERAL LEE AND THE " COMMITTEE OF NINE."

Exchange Hotel, £
. Eichmo-nd, January 22, 1874. )

To the Editors of the Dispatch :

I feel no interest whatever in tbe contro¬
versy now. going on in regard to the ques¬
tion as to who was the originator of the

« Coinmittee-of-N ine " movement except
go far as the name of General Lee is sought
to be connected with it. As notwithstand¬
ing the disclaimer by tbe Hod. A. H. H.
Stuart (whose name was more prominently
identified, in the public estimation at
the time, with that movement than
tbat of any other man) of all knowledge
of General Lee's having had any¬
thing to do with its origin, or having ap¬
proved it, you still say u It must be admitted,
too, that General Lee bad suggested the idea
to some persons, though not to Mr. Stuart,"
I deem it not improper to state what I know
on that sM'r ject. I returned to Virginia the
h<t of April, 1S69, arriving in Lynchburg
on the 2d. In a very few day3 thereafter 1
went to Lexingtou for the purpose of pay¬
ing my rcspects to Geueral Lee and having
some conversation with him about a work
which he had informed me he had in contem¬
plation.the preparation of a history of the
campaigns of the Army of Northern Vir¬
ginia.as he hud called ou me for all the in¬
formation in my possession. At that time the
movement of the " Committee of Nine" was

generally considered a failure, though its
friends claimed that it had done "a great
deal of good," and tbat phrase was adopted
by its opponents for the purpose of ridicul¬
ing the movement. The Walker movement,
however, was thcu looming into importance
as a supplement to, or rather substitute for,
the propositions of the "Committee of
Nine/' I arrived in Lexington about the
lOlh'day of April, and in a day or two
afterwards the Circuit Court for the
county began, and Colonel Baldwin
came to attend it. I feel very con¬
fident that this was Colonel Baldwin's
first visit to Lexington after the "new
movement" had been started; for directly
alter his arrival he met with and became en¬

gaged in an earnest discussion about tbe
Committee of Nine with a gentleman who
was in daily official and private intercourse
with General Lee, and I saw that it was
the first time they had met after th^ .ques¬
tion bad been mooted. It bad before been
intimated tbat General Lee approved tbe
movement, and Governor Letcher bad writ¬
ten and published a letter, in which he said
that the information was news to the people ol
Lexington, who were in constant intercourse
with General Lee. I visited General Lee
several times on tbat occasion, and in our

conversations the political condition of the
State was referred to, and he mentioned to
me the fact that it bad been stated in some of
the papers tbat he bad suggested or approved
the movement of tbe Committee of Nine,
but said tbat such was not tbe fact. He said
tbat, in conversation with some one, and I
think it was probably Colonel Baldwin, be
bad said tbat the negroes were freed without
any fault or agency of their own; that they
were amongst up, and we could not get rid
of tbem ; tbat under these circumstances we
ought to do the best we could with them ;
that in order to cncourage them to become
IniS'trSww and u?eful members of tfee com¬
munity he thought it Would be wise to give
tbem qualified suffrage, based on education
and a property, qualification ; and be re¬
marked tbis would permit only about one

out of every ten to vote, which could do no
harm. He further said that be had do idea
of suggesting anything like universal suf¬
frage lor them, "for," said be, "I never

thought tbat all the white men were quali¬
fied to vote and he added, " This is ail I
have ever suggested ou that subject, and
my idea was that it should be a voluntary
concession by tbe people of Virginia them¬
selves ; but I never dreamed of asking Con¬
gress to put even that, much less universal
negro suffrage, on U3. This, if not the
exact language of General Lee, is the sub-
staure of it, and I think I have used almost
literally his own words. My understanding
was that this suggestion had been made
*omctiraein advance of the Committee-of-
Nine movement, and had no reference to it
whatever. I will further state tbat General
Lee was very anxious to have some-
thing done to relieve the people ol
military rJle, and enable tbem to attend to
their private affairs in peace ; but be stated
be was no politician, and said tbat be wished
Colonel Baldwin, myself, and some gentle¬
men in Lexington, and in attendance on tbe
court, would get together and talk the sub¬
ject over, and see if we could not agree upon
something for the relief of our people. In
order to initiate some such conference, he
said be would invite Colonel Baldwin, my¬
self, and two or three otber geutlem*n to
dinner next day, which he did; but Colo¬
nel Baldwin did not attend, because
a case of his. was on trial in court
at tbe tUne ; therefore nothing cane of it. I
had somewhat of an animated though en¬
tirely .friendly controversy with Colonel
Baldwin about the Committed of Sine at
that time, which anumber of gentlemen pre¬
sent will recollect, and when, every now and
then, my old friend Mr. Thomas J. Micbie,
who wan in the movement, would observe,

Judges.Conrte.Speedy Justice, Ac.

It is to be hoped that the present Legisla¬
ture will so amend the hasty legislation of
the last session as to remove the objections

| to the present imperfect county-court sys¬
tem.

It is a mistaken notion that judges should
be poorly paid. The better plan would
be to give good pay to the judge: a suffi¬
cient salary to dignify bis exalted office, and
then have the courts so arranged that he
would have plenty to do to earn his salary,
and at the same time give speedy justice to
litigants.

Since the negroes have been made citizens
and freed from the restraints of the whole¬
some discipline of their, former condition
their crimes have become so numerous that
in many counties the court's whole time is
taken up in trying them, and consequently
the litigated business of the county is de¬
ferred from court to court, and few or no
cases ever reachcd ; which is a great incon¬
venience to the bar and to the people gen¬
erally. The business of the profession lan¬
guishes, and the expenses of continuances
and other costs accumulatc to the detriment
of the parties to the suits.

I think there are many objections to the
old county-court system, judging from the
frequency of appeals and the manifest injus¬
tice often done in important cases requiring
an extensive knowledge of the law to do
justice to the contending parties.

Jly professional experience in other States
satisfies me that the extension of the juris¬
diction of magistrates to $250 or even to $500
in litigated cases, with the right of appeal
by either party to the circuit court, and the
investigation of the charges against the ac¬
cused in all criminal cases, and where
there is manifest guilt his committal to
jail to be tried by the ciicuit court,
and the establishment of circuit courts
with two or three counties, according to
population, i n each circuit, and quarterly
terms to be held in each county, with a com¬
petent man asjudge.a mau not only compe¬
tent in knowledge and good sense, but Jhe
n ho would push the business of his court,
and give equal aud speedy justice to the par¬
ties to the suits before him.

I am now only interested in this matter as
a citizeu, for I have retired from the bar ;
but as a plain farmer-citizen, I, in common
with oil, feel deeply interested in the admin¬
istration of justice, and I merely make these
suggestions, believing that their adoption
would facilitate the business of the country.
