MPCARTY SEKTEKCED TO JAII, FOR
MX HOKTHfl.

Petition for Executive Clemency.
THE SECONDS.

A NOLLE PROSEQUI ENTERED IN
! THEIR CA8ES.

YESTERDAYS PROCEEDINGS.

It was expected that the interest in the
case of Mr. W. Page McCarty would have
somewhat subsided yesterday in considera¬
tion of the fact that the jury had found him
guilty of involuntary manslaughter on Satur¬
day night and assessed his fine at §500.
The subsequent proceedings, of the court,
however, the fact that there might be some
imprisonment accompanying the misde¬
meanor, and the motion to suspend judg¬
ment and to set aside the verdict of the jury,
drew together a very targe crowd of specta¬
tors.quite as large as when the court met
on Saturday morning.

w court." ~

In pursuance of his recognizance Mr. Mo
Carty appeared in court promptly at 11
O'clock, and on being called by the sergeant
of the city responded.
The Clerk: Mr. Wise, your prisoner is in

the court-room, sir.
Mr. Page: If yonr Honor please, on Sat¬

urday evening last we informally moved to
set aside the verdict. We now desire to
withdraw it.

SIX MONTHS IN JAIL.
The Court: Mr. Jinkins, enter the with¬

drawal. Gentlemen, if I were to he gov¬
erned by the legi'l gravity of the of¬
fence of which the prisoner ha3 been
found guilty alone, I should impose the
full term of imprisonment, which is twelve
mouths. But the courts of Virginia
have always been governed more or less
by the finding of the jury in such cases,
and have graduated the imprisonment in ac¬
cordance with the amount of the fine
ascertained by the verdict. Governed by
this practice, and considering the modera¬
tion of the fine in this case, as well as the
request of the jury communicated to me, I
shall not impose the largest term of impri¬
sonment; but a sense of duty compels me to
inflict a punishment which shall not be
merely nominal, but substantial. I shall
therefore sentence the prisouer to confine¬
ment in the jail for six months. As to the
physical condition of the prisoner, while it
has my personal sympathy, I think it rather
a ground of application for Executive cle-
mcucy than of judicial leniency.
Mr. Page : In view of the suffering con¬

dition of the prisoner and the fact that he
has had to breathe so much impure air during
the time when he has been on trial- for his
life, and the attendant excitement, we re¬

spectfully ask from your Honor that there
be a suspension of the execution of the sen¬
tence for such a limited period as may en¬
able us fairly to make the application for
clemency to the Executive.
The Court thought it would be beyond

his power to suspend judgment, for several
reasons.
Mr. Page : If there is .my other way which

suggests "itself to your Honor's mind by
which we may accomplish our object we
would be glad if you would suggest if.
The Court:" I see no reason why there

should be any delay in seeking Executive
clemency.
Mr. Wise : May it please your Honor,.in

the other.cases r=^_(interrupted.. J>y the
Court).
The Court:. What I want to know, Mr.

Wise, is whether there is any other tcstio;ony
concerning the seconds than that which sve

have heard in this case.
Mr. Wise: No, sir, there. is not; and I de¬

sire to enter a nolle prosequi in their cases.
It would be beneath the dignity of the Com¬
monwealth to prosecute them now. I could
not go before a jury and ask their conviction
after what we have heard.
The Court : The reason why I asked the

question was because I have listened all
through the testimony in this case to see if
there was any evidence against the alleged
seconds ; and if not, I see no occasion for
their prosecution, for I should set aside a
verdict if one wa3 found against them on
such testimony.
Mr. Wise : I have no further testimony.
The Court (to Mr. Jinkins): Very well,

sir; enter a nolle prosequiagaiast them.
The Clerk : Yes, sir.
The court was then, at 12:35, adjourned

until Tuesday at 11 o'clock.
EXECUTIVE CLEMENCY SOUGHT.

Immediately after the adjournment of the
court an interview was had with his Excel¬
lency Governor Kemper by the counsel for
the defence and some of Mr. McCarty's
friends for the purpose of inducing the Exe¬
cutive to pardon the accused. It is said that
the gentlemen were very kindly received by
the Governor, who stated that he would take
the matter under advisement during the rest
of the day, and probably render his decision
this morning.
During the morning Mr. McCarty remain¬

ed in the conference-room at the City Hall,and
just before 5 o'clock, accompanied by sOme
oi his friends, he went with Deputy Ser¬
geant Dudley to -the city jail, where he will

' await the action of Governor Kemper on the
i application for clemency made by his coun¬

sel and friends.

the tiuie wildly calling on his guards to let
him see his wife, telling them that his pres¬ent condition is caused by the .terrible anx¬
iety he is suffering on account of his wife,and once satisfied of her present comfort and
ultimate recovery his mind will be all right
again. The doctors have refused his request,
fearing that bis presence in the sick cham¬
ber might have a damaging effect upon the
shattered nerves of the sufferer.

It is said that Mr. and Mrs. Jones bad
lived happily together during the whole of
their wedded Fife up to the hour of this sad
occurrcnce.

retary be officially associated with the com¬
mittee of five.

It was resolved that a committee of three
be appointed to correspond with British set¬
tlers throughout the State in order to secure
their cooperation in the celebration, and to
report to this committee the probable num¬
ber of non-residents in Richmond who will
be likely to attend.
