"cities' and tblfi easy see-saw, the simplest in
ihc tturid, would retain in our possession the
hundred millions thrown away. We are

thinking of something else.
The present system does harm in endea¬

voring to do good. The intention is good.
the result is sad. Men think they are purg-
iug the city. they are emaciating the popu¬
lation. A sewer is a mistake. AV hen drain¬
age every where, with its double function re¬

storing w*hat it takes away, shall lia\c re¬

placed the sewer- that simple, impoverish-
in0, washing. then, this being combined with
the data of u new social economy, the pro¬
ducts of the earth will be increased teniold,
and the problem of misery will he wonder¬
fully diminished. Add the suppre-sioii ol

parasitism, it will be solved.
In the mean time the public wealth runs

off into the river, and the leakage continues.
Leakage is the word. Europe is ruining her-
self in this way by exhaustion.
As for France, we have just named her

Ugure. Now, Paris containing a twenty-
fifth of the total French papulation, and the
Parisian guano being the richest of all, we
are within the truth iu estimating at live
millions the portion of Faris in the loss ol
the hundred millions which France annually
throws away. '

These five millions employed in aid and in
onjoymeut would double the splendor of
Paris.
The city expends them in cloacae. So that

we may say th it the great prodigality ol
Paris, her marvellous Wte, her lk-aujou folly,
her orgy, her full-hauded outpouring of gold,
her pageant, her luxury, her maguiticence,
is her sewer. Jt is iu this way that, in the
blindness of a vicious political economy, we
<lrowu and let float down stream and be lo.-t
in the depths the welfare of all. There
fcbould be Si. Cloud nettings for the public
fortune. Economically, the fact may be
summed up thus: Faris a leaky basket.

Faris, that model city; that pattern ot
well-formed capitals of which every people
endeavors to have a copy; that metropolis
of the ideal ; that august country of the ini¬
tiative, of impulse, and enterprise; that cen¬

tre and abode ot mind; that nation- city ;
that hive of the future ; Ih'it marvellous
compound of Baby lou aud Corinth, froiu the
point of view which we have just indicated,
would make u peasaut of Fok-iau shrug his
shoulders.

Imitate Paris, you will ruin yourself.
.Moreover, particularly iu this immemorial
and senseless waste, Paris herself imitates.
These surprising absurdities are not new;
there is no y oung folly in thi*. The ancients
acted like the uiodcrus, "The cloaca ot
Rom?," says Liebig, "absorbed all the well-
being of the iiumau peasant." When the
jCuinpagutt of itouie was ruined by the lio-

man sewer, Rome exh*t*ted IUly-5 and when
she had put Italy into her cloaca^ »he poured |
Sldly in, then Sardfcria, then Africa. I
The sewer of itotno engulfed the wortd,

This cloaca offered its maw to the city and
to (he globe. Vrbi ct ortri. Eternal city,!
unfathomable sewer. r I
In these thinly, as well as in others Ron.c

sets the example.
Thin example Paris follows with all the

stupidity peculiar to dtie« of genius.
For ttie necessities of the operslion which

.we have just explained, Pnris hns another
Ix«»r1vf under heradf.a Paris of Sewers,
which has its rtrects, its crossings, its

fquaros, its blind ndeys, its arteries, and its
circulation, which is slime, minus the human
form.
For we must flutter nothing, not even a

great people; where there is everything,
tbere is ignominy by the side of sublimity ;
and if Paris contains Athens, the city of

light, Tyre, the city of power, Sparta, the

city of manhood, Nineveh, the city ot pro¬
digy, it contains also Lutetia, the city of
mire.

THE EARTII-CLOSET.

Early Times in I2Iinoi».
THE MILD WINTER OK 1823 AND THE HARD WIN¬

TER OK 1829.
[From the Wiuhlngtou (111.) Ilcrald.J

Forty years ago the appearance of the

country in this vicinity was not at all as it is
now. Washington did not exist, except the
lower part of if, and only a few cabins stood
where now is Peoria.

In the fall of 1828 a few pioueers came and
settled at the foot of the bluff between here
and the river. They had heard of the de¬

lightful climate and mild winters in Illiuois,
and came here to escape the rigors of Ohio's
cold. The first winter was all tliey antici¬
pated. The stock ran in the woods all t lie

lime, and kept in good condition. The grass
continued green, and snow was almost un¬

known, never falling in sufficient quantity to

whiten the ground. Under these circum¬
stances no preparations were made for the
following w inter ; the corn was ungatbored ;
the stock unhoused ; the cabins open and
barely comfortable in fine weather, about the
last of November, 182!/.
At this time a light snow began to fall.

The people were surprised, but thought it
would soon be over. They were mistaken,
however. The snow continued fulling for

several days, until it was so il»cp that flic

fences were no longer visible, (juitea num¬
ber perished, and all suffered severely from

cold and hunger. One young gentleman
started at the tir-t of the miow in a hastily-
constructed sleigb for (Jaleua. No tidings'
came from him, and in thespriughishatand
a few bones told the sad but not strange
tale of overpowering cold and ravenous

wolves. Another started to get some corn

ground, but perished on the way.
The*e men my informant was personally

aeqiiaintvd wilii.
Not Ion? alter the snow it grew mild and

rained a little, then suddenly froze so hard
that u crust strong enough to hear up teams
and wago»s was formed, and it remained
this way until late in the spring.
Mure likdhdes of some far-off land than

events thatTiappcncd right here seem the
stories of the howling wolves and prowling
Indian* and the fearful eold of that winter.

I d )u't sec why they did not all perish.
Their food was corn dug Irom the snow and
made into hominy, corn-bread, <fee., and
meat.
Very many wild animals died. The deer

aud other timid creatures grew so tame that
they conid be knocked over without diili-
culty, hut their flesh was not good.

Late in the spring the snow melted, aud
when the eountrv was all a duck-pond the
weat!:er gre v cold again, and the ice was

thick enough to bear horses and sleighs.
An old lady to'd me of a sleigh-ride she

to sk then on the edge of the Mull". The
horses were goiug rapidly, and when they
came to a sudden turn the sleigh hung over

the edge of the blufl', and it was with diiii-
eulty their horses drew them up.
Ever since that winter the weather has

been severe from December to March, and it
was not before. Why this i i so J wish 1 was
.wise enough to tell. At any rate, I am
given to sighing because 1 did not live in the
'.'good old times" of my ancestors.
