CRUMBLING TO PIECES.
RESULT OF THE ISfTESTIOATIOX

INTO THE CONDITION OF
THE CITY HALL.

THE BUILDING DECLARED UNSAFE.

WHAT THE GRAND JURY SAY.

ACTION OF JUDGE GUIGON, &o.

The grand jury cf the Hustings Court re¬
sumed its session yesterday morning at 11
o'clock, and alter some private consultation
entered the court-room and presented the
following as

tfllE RFSULT OF THEIR INQUIRIES I

In pursuance of a fecial charge of the
honorable judge of the Hustings Court of
the city ef Richmond the grand jury of
said court have inquired into the condition
of the City Hall, the building in which this
court and the Chancery Court of the city arc

held, and in which the l coords of the Chan¬
cery Court are kept.

It was in evidence before us that the foun¬
dations of the building arc seriously im¬

paired, and are daily growing worse; that
the main walls on every side ore dunjjerou*!}
cracked beyond remedy ; that the western
wall is kept from falling by only twolj-inch
iron rods, liable to bo snapped by the sud¬
den displacement of the heavy timers of
the dome, which rest upon a very insecure

I support ; and that on the occurrence of such
an event the greater portion of the building
would be crushed.
Experts testified that owimr to tbfe gene-

! raily dilapidated condition of the building
and the peculiar construction of the clerk's
office of the Chancery Court said office was

not lire-proof, and that if the building were

destroyed by fire it would almost certainly
involve the loss of all the deeds for pro¬
perty, fiduciary accounts, bonds, and other
valuable records in the office.
Among many witnesses examined by the

grand jury were the City Engineer and some

of the principal architects and builders of
the city. All or these testify, as will be seen

from the paper tiled herewith and signedT>y
them, that the City Hall building is unsafe ;
that the room in which the records of the
Chancery Court are kept is not tire-proof, as

required bv section 2 of chapter 50 of the
Code of 1S^3; and that the building. is in
such a state of decay that it cannot be re¬

paired to make it safe for any of the pur¬
poses for which it is used.
Your irraud jury unauimously concur in

the opinion above expressed, aud recorn-'
mend that the honorable judge of the Hus¬
tings Court ent. " an order for the imme¬
diate r< moval of : s court ; that temporary
provision be made .. >r the preservation in a

fire-proof building f the public records;
that such process as u. . law authorizes be
issued as will compel tie City Council to
provide a suitable building for the courts,
with a lire-proof room therein, for the re¬

cord* of (be Chancery Court ; and that if it
be within the power oi this court so to order
that it prohibit the future use of the City
Hall building by the officers of the city.

are kept is not fire-proof, and is not iu any
sense a safe place for keeping the records of
the city. j

3d. That the building cannot be repaired
so as to make it safe tor any of the purposes
for which it is used.

To the Council of the City of Richmond :

I have the honor to transmit herewith a

copy of the finding of the grand jury of the
city of Richmond, this day presented, con¬

demning the City Hall building, in which
the Chancery and "Hustings Courts are held,
as unsafe and unlit, aud presenting that the
records are liable to be destroyed at any
time. -

Uoder these circumstances, with tne recom-

mendation of the grand jury for the imme¬
diate removal of this court, sustained by my
own judgment and conviction, I have felt

myself compelled to decliue holding this
court in the City Hall, and to make such
orders for the protection of the public
records as in my judgment the law requires
at my hands. I have the honor to be, very
respectfully, A. B. Guigon.

TUB PETIT JURY DISCHARGED. : ,

Just before the adjournment of the court
Judge Guigon discharged the petit jury,
saying that in consideration of the finding
of the grand jury he did not feel himself
authorized to ask gentlemen to serve in a

building which had been deemed by experts,
and which he believed, to be unsafe.
The court then adjourned to meet again

at 11 o'clock this morning, when the orders
in the case will be entered.

United States District Court.JudgeR. W. Hughe* presiding..A special session
of this court was held yesterday morning in
tbe custom-house building-, at which lime
Colonel J. R. Popharn qualified as clerk of
the United States District Court for the
Eastern District of Virginln, for Richmond
and Alexandria, by giving the required se¬

curity, &e. and at once entered upon the
discharge of the duties of his office.
This office, which has been much sought

after,- Judge Hughes having bad between
fifty and a hundred applications for it.has
been a very lucrative one to tbe former In¬
cumbent. From bankruptcy alone tbe fees
bftve been cnorttlOU?.. Since 1868 five thou¬
sand and two hundicd have beeu filed,
the fees in which have averaged fully twen¬
ty- five dollars each. Indeed, a deposit or
advance of ten dollars is required op the
reception of euch case, and tbe aggregatedlees in bankruptcy cases alone has since 15&S
reached the enormous sum of one hundred
and thirty thousand dollars, according to
the very reasonable estimate thus made.
This es-timate omits other business in the
court, which has been heavy.Judge Hughes made an order requiringtbe registrar in bankruptcy to hereafter keeptbe records and papers of his office in a fire¬
proof building. In accordance with this
order, Colonel \V. W. Forbes will remove
his office to the room in the eustom-bouse
recently occupied by the supervisor of in¬
ternal revenue as soon as it cau be put in
proper condition.
