political will not satisfy the masses. What
they deMre is a larger share cf physical
power as a means towards securing this.
What the Commune definitely proposes.

for each individual by the commu¬

nity- -is Bought with mpre or less di-tinct-
nesv and earnestness by a vast and increas¬

ing number. The movement is retarded by
number of causes, local or general.

On the continent, and specially in Franco,
there is a strong tendency among the arti¬
san class towards n forcible revolt, aud an

attempt to revolutionize society from its

fou tidal ion«. Among the correspond in 2:

cfats in England.who of late are finding
allies among the agricultural laborers- a
much more moderate temper prevails. Hut
bo'.h In England and on the continent the
woiking cla-s is deeply imbued with a

strong anti-religion* spirit.uo mere di>Ioy*
ally towards the Church, or disbelief ofsjic-
ciiil doctrines, but an utter rejection of all

spiritual faith whatever. The poorer classes
arc pushing resolutely fur a share in the
wealth of the few, and casting aside a> de¬
lusive ail be lie 1' in au\ thing higher than ma¬

terial good.
It is by no means certain that America

will wholly escape a similar agitation. Seve¬
ral etiu. es have combined to prevent or post¬
pone it. the vast natural wealth that already
injures to almost every industrious man a

comfortable support; the equality ol' all
classes before the law ; a decree of social
equality far beyond anything known in Eu¬
rope; and a general intelligence, morality,
and habit of self-reliance. But our national
life is rapidly changing, and not altogether
for the better. Wealth tends to accumulate
in fewer bauds. With a growing popula¬
tion, the struggle of competition becomes
harder, and moie are crowded to the wall.
Especially In large towns and cities, the race

for external and showy success, into which
men are drawn, breeds restlessness and dis¬
content.
Every year fewer families are satisfied

with rational living. Such causes fend fo-j
wards the ultimate development in the cities
of this country of un organized content be-
tween the rich and the poor such as under
varif us forms is already going on beyond the
Atlantic.
That such a tendency already exists is evi¬

dent enough from fads, and t lie only ques¬
tion-is ho*** far it is likely to go. In trades
unions, strikes, labor conventions, is seen
the disposition of manud laborers to unite as

a chss.sometimes lor excellent purposes,
sometimes lor wholly unreasonable ones.
For good or for bud ends, ihe bond is con¬

stantly strengthened. The power thus de¬
veloped will naturally be felt more and more
in the government of the couutry. As
things are now tending it is likely to boused,
as a class-power generally is, for merely class
Interests.

In this country the comparatively poor
are the governors. The power is with the
majority, and they are the majority. Tne
proper: v, the personal rights, the whole
t»pLere of uctioij and lite oi each individual,
are ultimately subject to their determiua-
tion. Let a deep discontent with their con¬

dition become the prevailing feeling of that
class, and thty have it in their hands, by
uniting for political action, to Work abso¬
lutely indefinite changes in our present social
constitution. At present both the discon¬
tent and the sense of class-power seem to be
on the increase.
"We by 110 means look upon these things

as altogether evil. We believe that the

present organization of society is in many
rc>pcct.s far from perfect, and that its ini-
piovement mu.-t come largely from the
efforts of those who are suffering. But it is
of the tin>t importance that great social re¬

forms should be guided by intelligence and
inspired tjy high feeltug, and that we should
not be left to the antagouisms of selfishness.
It would be small tain to the world to ex¬

change the rule of a seltish and intelligent
lesv for that of a selfish and ignoraut many-.
Some persons seem to think that the talis-

manic word against all our national dangers
is education. We believe that the educa¬
tion given by our common schools is very
Important, but we have no faith that of itself
alone it is or can be a suflicient safeguard ol
popular virtue. It is but a small part of
education at the best that a child gets in the
school-room. We Americans aie a trille
superstitious in this matter. Our schools
are not nearly so good as they ought to be,
jet we expect from them more than the best
schools can give. The very moderate quan¬
tity of reading, arithmetic, geography, etc.,
which the average pupil carries away with
liim when he leaves echool will not at all iu-
sure his being a good citizen or an intelli¬
gent voter. As child and as man he must
l>e kept under pure moral influences to be a

safe member of the State.
It is a painful fact that we so often hear

complaint* of the failure of our churches to
reach tie poor. It is a reproach to any
church that it should so fail. Christ's gospel
isj gospel to the poor. It is a greivous re¬

proach to any church that it fails to reach
what is (ailed the iaboriug class. America is
.the home of laborers. We boast of our de¬
mocracy ; and if there is one place where
democracy should be a reality it is the house
of God. Culture, intelligence, refinement,
ore abused and perverted if they keep men
from giving their sympathies and Christian
companionship to those who have less than
themselves. If the JMaster were to come
among us, how many of our churches could
show the genuineness of their diseiple^hip
toy the declaration which he made as the
.crowning witness of his own rnbsion, " The
poor have tbe gospel preaebed to them}-"
Our l'rotestant churches have a great re¬
sponsibility, and some of .them are incur¬
ring a heavy guilt. If unbelief and godli¬
ness awl selfishuos prevail among our peo¬
ple, and if therefrom is reaped a harvest of
aocial mischief wbieh none escape, the blame
will rest largely ou those who with Christ's
gospel on their lip wrap themselves in self-
satisfaction and sit at ease in their own
churches, leaving the i>oor to go untaught
and unfriended.

Nor does trie responsibility of Chriitians
in this matter end with carrying reunion
awnong all elascee. There is anotner duty :
ft is to study carefully and in a disinter¬
ested spirit tbe questions wbieb are com tog
ibrward as to tbe distribution of wealth
and tbe duties of political society to tits?

sort, the worfc«hou*>? When we get upon

these thing* wc touch deep and delicate

problems. They will bear no rude or happy
settlement. Hut our duty is not done if we

.-jjjply repel those who rouvjhly assail the

social fabric, Oa us rests the responsibility
of seeing that its detects be made good, its

foundations made to square with Christ's
law of love, its every detail made to yield
the unnoot to justice and beneficence. It

must not be left to our children to fight
down an atfiefetic and selfish Cotnn.une;
wc must anticipate that work by building
more perfectly a Christian society.
