JOSEPH'S ORPHAN ASYLUM.

FULL DESCRIPTION OF THE BUILDING.

SCENES AND INCIDENTS.

AC., AC., AC.

Yestordny was, without exception, the
dourest ol nil the days of the year to tbe
Irish heart. It was set apart for the com¬
memoration of I be virtue* of St. Patrick,
the apostle of Ireland. No nation has ever

accorded its patron saint such honors. Tbe
love and veneration with wbicli the Irish,
dispersed as they are throughout the civil¬
ized world, regard the very name of their
glorious apostle ha* never beeu equalled.
It is just now as warm and intense as it was
fourteen centuries ago, and centuries hcnce
it will have experienced no diminution.

rBKPARINO FOR THR CELEBRATION.

Had tbe weather been bright a few days
previous to St. Patrick's day the celebration
would have undoubtedly excelled anything
of the kind ever witnessed in this city. As
it was it was equal to, if it did uot surpass,
any similar demonstration which we have
bail in Richmond since tbc war. For several
days tbe most extensive preparations had
been in progress to render the day a gala
day with our Irish fellow-citizens, und it is
to" be regretted that tbe inclemency of tbe
weather on Monday led to a slight misun¬
derstanding in regard to the celebration,
which, although it hardly had tbe effect of
diminishing tbe number of persons who
took part in the festivities, still it caused
some confusion, especially so when it is re¬

membered that about II o'clock it began to
clear away.
The sight of men and boys with green

neck-ties, badges, aud scarfs, aud even ladies
wearing green dresses or wrappings, or car¬

rying the shamrock or a sprig of evergreen
in their bauds, reminded every one who wit¬
nessed these sights that tbe d;iy was one set
apart for the commemoration of the good
works of St. Patrick.the patron suiut of
Ireland. It was not an unusual thing for
tbe weather to be somewhat cloudy, yet the
enthusiasm which filed every Irish heart
was as warm as though tbe sky was without
a cloud, and the day passed oil' very pleas¬
antly.

THE PROCESSION.

At 9 o'clock the several organizations
which were to take part in the celebration
and participate in the corner-stone laying
assembled at their respective places of ren¬

dezvous, as follows:

as had been previously arranged. The'new
banners of the Catholic Total Abstinence
Society and of the St. Aloysius Sodality So¬
ciety were then blessed by Bishop Gibbons ;
after which

SOLEMN HIGH-MASS
was celebrated. Key."Father Charles Quak-
e5herge official iusr as celebrant, with Rev.
Father Van I)e Vy\er as deacon, Rev. Fa¬
ther O'Kane (of Alexandria) as sub-deacon,
and Mr. M. O'Conuer as master of ceremo¬
nies.
The music of the day consisted of Con-

cone's Mass, for four voices; Labillotte's
"0, Gloriosa Domina," in D (sung a3 the
Offertory); and a beautiful hymn to St. Pat¬
rick, sung in English as the congregation
was leaving the church.

DISCOURSE BY FATHER DAU3CH.

After the reading of tbe Gospel Rev.
Father Michael JDausch, of St. Vincent de
Paul's church, Baltimore, to whom had been
assigned the duty of delivering the sermon
of tbe occasion, ascended the pulpit and dis¬
charged the duty in an eloquent and most

pleasing manner. He said: There is a fact
more prominent than any other in church
history.a fact which till the end,of time
will challenge the admiration of every suc¬

ceeding generation. It Is this: That among
all countries prole^ing the Catholic religion
none has been subjected to so long and so

cruel a persecution lor conscience sake us
Ireland. Other countries.as, for instance,
England, Scotland, Sweden.have allowed
themselves to be robbed of the precious
treasure of faith by the cruelty and tyranny
of their rulers, but Erin's seven millions of
sons and daughters reinaieed faithful child¬
ren ot the Holy Mother Church in the midst
of every effort of the enemies of God and
Church to rob them of the sacred deposit
of faith. The Irish are so thoroughly
Catholic that our holy religion may be said
to course In their veins with their blood.
Pope Pius IX could, therefore, with full
justice, exclaim on a certain occasion, " The
Irish are the most faithful children of the

( Church." Every effect must have an ade¬
quate cause, and such as is the effect must
the cause necessarily he. To what great
causes must we, then, ascribe tbe transub-
stautiatiou of the Catholic religion into tbe
very life and hearts7 blood of the Irish race ?
The first cause, I think, must be Bought in

the natural character and disposition of the
Irish people. The Irish were a wonderful

nation even before their conversion to
Christianity.
Tbe second cause is to be looked for in the

charactcr of the man who was, in tbe hands
of God, the instrument for the conversion of
Erin's inhabitants to the true faith.

I cannot dilate upon the first cause as¬
signed by me, but I shall endeavor to fully
set forth the secoud, and shall therefore ex¬
plain to you the life and labors of your apos¬
tle, St. Pat rick.
. The reverend speaker then proceeded to
give an extended sketch of the groat apostle
of the Emerald Isle, and showed how Al¬
mighty God had prepared him by trials of
various kinds for the grand mission of be¬
coming Erin's apostle. He alluded iu a spe¬
cial manner to two features of his life.
alms-giving and prayer. In regard to the
former virtue, the speaker colled attention to
tbe fact that the salut deprived himself of
everything for the sake of the poor, and
ulways refused presents under any and all
circumstances.
To illustrate the latter virtue, Father

Dausch read the following extract from tbe
Roman breviary, showiug how St. Patrick
spent the greater part of the night in prayer :
" He never permitted hisnnconquered spiritto relax from prayer. It is said that he was
accustomed to recite dailvthe entire Psalter
together with the cantiefe3 and hymns and
two hundred prayers. He paid a tribute of
adoration three hundred times a dav on
bended knees to God, and during each or
tbe canonical hours he fortified himself a
buudred times with the sign of the cross.
He divided tbe night into three parts!
During the Grst part he recited a hundred
psulmsund made two hundred genuflections.
Iu the second part he recited the remaining
lifty psalm*, being immersed in cold water,
with heart inteut on God, and eyes and
bunds raised towards heaven. The third
part of the night he devoted to a little rest,
lying on a naked stone."
The Rev. Fa; hf# then drew some practi¬

cal conclusions from the life of the saint for
our conduct, in which he illustrated the
great necessity for the practice on our part
of the two virtues above referred to. He
exhorted his hearers to the practice of the
virtue of temperance, an example of which
they had in the life of their patron saint.,
who was a man of extraordinary penitential
spirit and mortification. He then showed
them the great necessity for being good. citi¬
zens of the country in which they lived, as

Almighty God had made them, as it were, a

missionary people, whilst wandering as ex¬

iles, for the spreading of the true religion.
The speaker then coucluded as follows:

'* May it be permitted me to express a wish
for the independence of the Emerald Isle.
May the day-star of liberty soon rise over
Erin. May" Ireland soon possess its own

Parliament in College Green as of old, where
Irishmen shall make laws for Irishmen. May
the harp that once sent notes of sweet music
through Tara's Hall be attuned so that it
may send forth notes of liberty through the
length and breadth of the Irishman's home."
At the conclusion of the discourse a col¬

lection was taken up for the poor. .

LEAVING TnE CATHEDRAL,
the Hue was again formed, tbe right resting'
on Nitith street. The procession then moved
up Ninth to Broad, down Broad to Twenty,
fifth, across Twenty-fifth to Main, up Main
to Secoud, down Second to Marshall, and
down Marshall to Fourth. All along the
route citizens turned out en masse to wit¬
ness the parade. At many points tbe pro¬
cessionists were greeted by the waving of
handkerchiefs and other manifestations of
pleasure.

AT ST. JOSEPHS ORPHAN ASYXCST.

The procession reached St. Joseph's Or¬
phan Asylum about 2 o'clock-. Turning into
Fourth it came to a halt, and the line was
formed facing to the west. The marshals
dismounted and entered the main building,
and preparations were at once commenced
to participate in the ceremony of laving the
corner-stone for the new addition. This
rite was gone through with in the usual
manner, Right Rev. Bishop Gibbons bless¬
ing the stone, sealing in the box after it bad
been deposited in the granite case aud laid
in tbe northeast corner of the foundation.
As the procession passed in front of the

asylum, on Marshall street, the standard-
bearers in each of tbe societies stepped to
the sidewalk, aud the little orphan girls who
were in tbe porch placed a beautiful wreath
of artificial flowers upon each of the ban¬
ners.

ADDRESS BY THE BISHOP.

The corner-stone having been laid, the
Right Rev. Bishop Gibbons, in full pontifi¬
cals, left tbe foundation of the building and
came upon tbe platform which had been
erected at tbe southern end of the osvlum
for tbe acaommodation of a few invited
guests aud the marshals.
Tbe Bishop addressed the vast crowd

which had gathered upon the sidewalk,
and said be had just laid tbe corner-stone
for a new edifice, which is intended for the
little orphans.the dearest part of the flock
of Jesus Christ. He hoped that all who
were within the sound of bis voice felt that
interest in the enterprise* which it merited.
He hoped that a building which would do
credit to the architects, and to tbe Church,
and the Sisters, as well as an honor to the
city, and Indeed, all concerned, would be
erected. lie concluded his address by say¬
ing that he supposed that all who had
taken part in the celebration were wearied,
and jbe would detain them no longer than
to wish that God may ble»s them in their
several relations in life.

DESCRIPTION OP THE BUILDING.

The building fronts on Fourth street, and
will abut against a portion of tbe old St.
Joseph's Orphan Asylum in the rear. There
will be connections between the Dew and'
old buildiDgs interiorly in the basement and
the first and second stories. The plan
dimensions of the building are 78 feet tront
by 47J feet flank, out to out measure. . The
front, however, recedes GJ feet in the centre,
leaving two wings of 16f feet in projection
at each extreme of the main front. This
centre between wings will be 41 feet over
walls from front to rear. The main entrance
will be in the centre of the front, and for
architectural effect a projecting centre of 2
feet by 14 feet 2 inches wide will be carried
up from foundation to top of front wall, and
tbe same will serve as a front base for an

observatory tower which will be erected in
the French or mansard style to the height
of 20 feet above tbe cornice. The exterior
walls will be two bricks io thickness (set on
Kxning offour bricks); will be carried np
to t be third-story floor.

Two rooms 18 feet 6 inches by 16 feet 3
inches ; two rooms 10 feet by 27 feet 3 inches .

one room 13 feet 9 inches by 22 feet 3 inches .

one room 8 feet 3 inches by 12 tect 9 inches .

one room 13 feet by 13 Jeet 6 inches, and one
13 feet by 18 feet 6 inches.
The roof will be of principal construction,

strong and self-supporting; vertical pitch
from the tie-beam to the top-beam ten feet.
A deck roof will be formed one-third of the'
width, and will be covered with tin. The
margin of thereof on the rafters all round
will be slated. The loft in the roof will be
partly floored in gangways to the observa¬
tory, the hatchway, &c. A cornice of pro¬
per proportion and eurichment will girt tbe
building at the eaves, the same finished with
tin-lined gutters, &c. The features of tbe
building (in architectural sense) will be in
good proportions. The windows will be
arched over in both segmental and semi-cir¬
cular styles. All the front windows will have
granite sills, and those above the basement
will have fine-dressed granite caps. The front
stoop will be composed of buttress blocks,
steps and platform of fine-dressed granite.
There will be a belting course of granite1!
running on line of second-story floor. A
very fine portico of classic design, &c., will
be erected at the front entrance. The front
and vestibule doors are intended to be finely
finished with carved pauelings, &c. The
vestiuule will be floored with marble. A
one-story porch will be erected in rear the
whole length.
Deeming it as unimportant to contiuue de¬

tails further, it is only necessary to say
that tbe aim aud intention of the contractor
is to produce a good, substantial, aud band-
some school-houie finished in all its parts,
and deliver it to the owners in the month of
September next. The buildiug will cost
about §21,000. .
