A Houm ror Acep ProrLs—A GRBAT
CHARITY T0 BB EsTABLIGHED 1N RICHMOND.—
In the Senate yesterday Mr. Herndon intro-
duced a bill drawn by Hon. Charles O’Conor
for Mr. William Shakspeare Caldwell, of
New York, to incorporate “ The Little Sis-
ters of the Poor in Richmond.” This great
charity will be established in this city by
Mr. Caldwell, and the bill proposes that Lucie
Debroucker, known in her religious order
as Sister Sidonie Joeeph; Murie Agnes
Laisné, so known as Sister Marie des Apdtres;
Marie Reardon, so known as Sister Sainte
Enna; Hyscinthine Augustine Spinglart, so
known as Sister Michel Archange; Eliza
Carmody, so known as Sister Saint Patrick,
and their assoclates in the management of a
home to be established in the city of Rich-
mond, for the reception and sustenance of
poor aged white persons, to be called “ St,
Sophin’s Home fer Old People,” be created
a body corporate under the name of “ The
Little Sisters of the Poor in Richmond.”

The corporation is to have power to re-
ceive money or personal property by gift or
bequest, and to receive, by purchase or oth-
erwise, lands not exceeding one acre, to
be occupied as =uch home, and to erect
thereon such buildings as the corporators
may deem necessary in that respect, and to
provide the same with proper furniture and
accommodations : Provided, that the money
and other personal property shall not ex-
cecd two hundred and fifty thousand dol-
lars; and should the corporation cease to
exist, from any cauce whatever, the lands
given shall be taken by any person whom
the donor shall designate in the deed or will
civing said lands,

The estate, property, and aflairs of the cor-
poration, the management of the home, and
the care, clothing, and feeding of its inmates,
and their watching and nursing when sick,
will be conducted aud controlled by the
corporation in such manner as its by-laws,
rules and regulations, ndopted by & majority
present at its corporute meetings, may from
time to time prescribe. No aged white per-
son applying for admission, who is destitute
and of good moral character, will be ex-
cluded or preferred by reason of the place or
country of his or ber birth, or on aecount of
his or her religious profession or opinions;
but to the number of twenty, if needed, &
preference shall be given at all times to those
born in the city of Fredericksburg.

Mr. Caldwell was formerly & resident of
Fredericksburg, and in this bill bas made a
special preference for the people of that city.

The bill yesterday passed the Senate and
House, and was enrolled and approved by
the Governor. Thanks to the energy of Mr.
Herndon and our Richmond representatives.

best.

After paying expenses of the musical con-
certs, and  distributing gifts to the ticket-
holders according to their published pro-
grammes, said company expects and agrees
to turn over one-half of the net profits of
each concert to the- Treasurer of the State,
to be by bim held to build a new State Capi-
tol and puy interest on the public debt of the
State. To insure a distribution of the proper
share of profits to the State the First Au-
ditor, State Treasurer, and Secretary of the
Commonwenith will have the right at all
times to inspect the records and proceedings
of said company. The capital stock is not
to be less than $5,000, dtvided into shares of
$100; andas soonas that amountis sub-
seribed the incorporators desire to have au-
thority to proceed to business, and to bave
power to increase the stock in future if they
deem it desirable. -

It is contemplated that the cbarter shall be
subject to repeal or alteration at the pleasure
of the General Assembly, but as soon as said
company shall bave paid into the State Trea-
surer & fuin sufficient to build & pew State-
house of granite, not to exeeed $1,500,000,
and the interest in .full then due on the
whole State debt, the powers granted shall
cease ; the object of the incorporators * being
to build & new capito! building and pay in-
terest-on the Stale debt without taxation to
the people.”

The bill is yet to be acted upon by the

TENTIARY—A LBRRT FORTUNE AGAIN AT
_men-rr.—During the heavy rain whicl fell
between half-past 1 and 20%clock yesterday
morning, Alhert Fortune and Scott Eggles-
ton (both colored) escaped from the penl-
tentiary, They were confined together in a
cell on the ground fleor, and by some means
yet undiscoyered, cut through two iron bars
of the window, and got into the yard which
divides the workshops from the main por-
tion eof the prison,” They then went to the
engine-room, and took down a long piecerof
leather belting and some rope, and with a
ladder obtained in the same room, easily
scaled the inner and outer walls.. The guard
on daty in the work-shop yard ncither saw nor
heard their movements, The guard on the
parapet-of the outer wall saw the last one
of the prisoners as he was in the act of
climbing up, and fired at him, but without
gﬂ'ect, the shot striking a gas-lamp very near
3;- he prisoners descended the outer wall
with the nid of the rope snd belting they
bad provided themselves with, Though the
gnﬁ!m guard was turned out upon the alarm
ing given, and though a strict search of
the near neighborbood was made, no ¢lae to
the course of the fugitives was obtained.
Albert Fortune is a noted horse-thief, and
has led a life of dangerous adventures,
Twice before, within the past four or five
years, he escaped from the penitentinry. Last
year, after being at liberty for many months,
he was apprebended in Baltimore, and only
surrendered after a desperate flight through
the streets, On his way back in custody of

an officer, snd when between Ashland and

Richmond, he jumped from the cars, going
at full speed, and, manacled and spanceled as
he was for the time being, escaped, though
dreadfully burt, ‘Che Superintendent placed
bim in the cell which he so unceremoniously
left yesterday morning with the especial pur-
pose cf having him always under the eye of
the guard. -

One of the guard examined his cell win-
dow about midnight, and found nothing to
excite suspicion, and he was then apparently
asleep.

Fortune is a bright mulatto; is about
thirty years of nge; wasraised in the neigh-

ing out a term of thirteen years for stealinga
mule.

Scott Eggleston is a black negro, about
thirty-five years of age; was sent from Hali-
fax county for twenty-three years for house-
breaking and robbery, and bad ®erved out
about eight years of his time. His left leg
is crooked and deformed, and is eleven or
twelve inches shorter than the other.

Tas WeaTHEER.—The weather, which has
been so rniny for the past few days, seemed
to have reached its climax on Thursday
night, for about half-past 12 o’clock this city
was visited by a very severe thunder and
rain-storm. The flashes of lightning were
unusually vivid for this season of the year,
and were followed by sbarp and startling
peals of thunder.
