RESOLUTIONS OF Tlir CIIAMBER OF C0MMERCB
ADOPTED IN LIEU OF COLONEL BCUWELL'S.

An adjourned meeting of the citizens of
Richmond was held at Assembly Hall last
night to consider the subject of the change
of gauge of the Richmoud and Danville
railroad, L. D. Crenshaw, Eeq., in the chair
aud Mr. Johu Lyon secretary. The pro¬
ceedings of the last two meetings were read
and approved.

_At the request of Mr. McCance the resolu¬
tions adopted at a recent meeting of the
Board of Directors of the Chamber of Com¬
merce were read to the meeting.
Mr. Crenshaw stated that the reason why

he was uot at the meeting on Wednesday
night was owing to the fact that he had been
credibly informed that It had been post¬
poned.

COLONEL BURWELL'S REMAEE9.
At the conclusion of the rending of the

resolutions, Colonel Burwell took the stand
and proceeded to address the meeting in
favor of the resolutions which he presented
on Tuesday night, declaring that it would
be detrimental to the interests of Richmond
for the gauge of the Dauville road to be
changed.

. , ,Colonel Burwell began his remarks by an

appropriate allusion to the disastrous fire
which had occurred on Tuesday night, the
announcement of which had broken up the
meeting, and then took up the theme of his
discussion. He said there was a fear in the
minds of the people of this city lest the
Chesapeake and Ohio road might pass from
the hands or the present owners to the
hands of a corporation whose interests are

antagonistic to the interest of Richmond, I
and if there" were fears connected with the
western liues why should we not fear that
there was danger surrounding the southern I

^Colonel Burwell then proceeded to argue
at some length in opposition to the general
proposition to change the gauge of the Dau¬
ville road, and to say that he regarded that jroad as a most important line to this city.
He regarded it as even more important than
the great Chesapeake and Ohio, which is al¬
ready tapped at Gordonsville and at Staun¬
ton. Not that the Danville road can bring
the same trade that the Chesapeake and JOhio road can, but because it Is peculiarly a
Richmond improvement aud built by Rich¬
mond money. He thought that the proper
solution of the difficulty was the change of
gauge of the road from Greensboro' to Char-
lotte.

Colonel Burwell nert reviewed the re¬
marks made by Colonel Buford at the jChamber of Commerce, and to argue that if
it be practical and feasible to lay a third rail
from Richmond to Burkeville in order to
conform to the gauge of the Atlantic, Mis¬
sissippi and Ohio road, why would it not be |equally feasible to lay a third rail from
Greensboro' to Charlotte? And also to say 1
that all remedies ought to be resorted to In
order to have an unbroken line from Rich¬
mond to Atlanta before the gauge of the
Danville road is changed.

Turning to the bright side of the picture, I
he said that when the great James River and
Kanawha canal is completed Virginia can

defy Tom Scott and Mr. Garrett and all the
great railroad men of the country. But be
