Mr. T. L. P. Walford, superintendent of
the Richmond agency of the Ani?nc;in Tract
Society, embracing Virginia, North Carolina,
South Carolina, Georgia, Florida, and Ala¬
bama, lias completed his report for the pas.
year, embracing the operations of the ^ocict\
and much statistical information of interest.
Numbers of instances have been reported

to the agency of good done by the colpor¬
teurs of tweuty and twenty-live years ago,
and not unfrequeutly have the colporteur*
been chcercd by the result of their labors.

W hole neighborhoods that were entirely des¬
titute of public religious privileges have been
brought under the intlucnce o( the truth by
the colporteurs going into it, talking and
praying, from house to house, and distribu¬
ting traits as they would pass along.
On the subject of intemperance the Su¬

perintendent has much to say. He states
that it abounds to a greater or less degree all
over our laud, and it is alarming to know the
extent to which it prevails in many sections
of the eountrv. At almost every cross-road
this destrover is dealt out to the people. In
one of the towns of 200 inhabitants recently
visited there are eight of these phccs, with
no appearance of church influence to coun¬
teract this great evil.
The Sunthv school continues to be a door of

izrent usi fulness to the colporteur in the prose-
eution of his work. It is a door that is found
effectual when others are closed. In some com¬
munities, where it would be impossible to
do much with the old people, because of
their prejudice against all such enterprises,
and in S 'luc instances because of the large
number who have no education, and cannot
read a tract or book if it were given them,
the colporteur, by visiting the people, can
in almost every instance get enough of^thepeople who can read to agree to start a Sun-
dav school; the children become interested,
learn to read, carry home books and papers
nud read to their parents, and thus become
unconsciously the bearers of the gospel to
their own parents. There are many points
in this field where there are prosperous
churchcs now which were started only
a few years ago with a colporteur missiou-
urv Sunday school, aud that there are many
more being started with a like prospect of
good success. The colporteurs also reportInteresting visits to some aged christians in
destitute "sectious in the mountains aud
other distant and secluded places. The
number of colporteurs that have devoted a

part or the whole of the year to this service
has been forty-seven; of which number ten
were students representing five different in¬
stitutions of learning, who spent their vaca¬
tion in the service of the Society. Ibe lime
"iveu to the work was equal to liftecu years,
tjve months, and eight day?, and the amount
of religious truth distributed by them in the
way of publications is valued at $9,055.07.
The Society has nearly 2,000 conversions re¬

ported from the fields in which the colpor¬
teurs have labored.
The whole number of families visited by

the colporteurs was 20,041 ; and iu the large
number of 24,755 of these they held per¬
sonal religious conversations or offered up
prayer, lu many of these families the Bible
has*been read and prayer offered for the first
time. The colporteurs officiated in 1,08-
meetings for prayer or declaration of the
truth. The colporteurs report that they have
visited 4,878 tamilies who entirely neglect
attending on evangelical preaching, and to
have found 2.040 families without the Bible
and 3,7u6 families without any other religious
reading, and many others that had but little.
The eolored people have continued to

share largely in the benefits of this agency.
They are said to be improving in various
parts of this wide field. Numbers of them
have learned to read. They are seekiug use¬
ful knowledge in good books and trying to
learn aud advance in education, showing a
<Teat desire to succeed. Many of them have
been qualified to souie extent to teach the
masses iu the way of life, and much has
been done aud is beiug doue for them by
training teachers in the several institutions
established lor that purpose ; but this i» a

vast work, and must take many years of toil
before a sufficient number ot these people
can be educated and prepared to teach aud
preach to the vast multitude of their fellows.
Many Sunday schools have been aided and
manv established, and the society will take
pleasure in seeing that the contributions of
the colored people are placed where the}
will be appreciated and accomplish the most

i rood. The colporteurs have given much
attention to supplying them with the books
needed, both by grants and purchase; they
have organized many schools tor them and
taught them how they are to be conducted.
The superintendent devotes a considerable

part of his report to the subject ot the desti¬
tution of the people of this field, and says
that in manv instances clothing, books, and
churches are needed. They (the colored peo¬
ple) do not know what to do when the col¬
porteur offers to pray in their houses, and
have to be taught their duty to Godaimost
as simply as if they were in a heathen loud.
Reports fro oi the mountainous parts of Vir¬
ginia represent that out of 424 families visited
188 ace habitually ueglectors. In another
held, out of 027 families visited 234 never at¬
tend: another, 410 visits aud 107 neglector?.
The agency has circulated religious litera¬

ture valued at §29,268.05 during the year, o

which $3,982.30 was gratuitously circulated
through colporteurs, voluntary distributor*,
ministers- Sunday schools, aud others. 1 he
donations ou the field reported through the
office iu this city amount to $242.24.

In North Carolina a colporteur reports
that in one dav he called on fifty-two fam¬
ilies: found thirty habitual neglectors of
publie worship; sold fifty-five cents worth
of books in all these visits. Many of these
were in the hands of poverty and vice, lie
Jinked a man what the place which he visited
wascalled. He replied - Hell's IJalf-Acre."
He weut to a house where he found two
women dressed in gay attire; spoke to them
of their sour* interest, and or the great love
of Je>*jB ; praved God's blessing ou them ;
left them weeping bitterly ; was soon over¬
taken with Please, sir, wont you stop
here"? Replied, yes, alter I call at this
hou.se. Go and prepare them for my com-

ine Found four women in vigor of youth.
Soon ttey were weeping ; proposed prayer
with those who wanted a saviour; all bjwed
at once iu -deep feeling. Many other such
cases are jseported by the colporteurs.

THE TAX BILL PASSED.

SOME OF ITS PROVISIONS REFER¬
RING TO MERCHANT*

AND TRADERS.

The bill for the assessment, levy, and col¬lection of taxes bus parsed both "Houses ofthe General Assembly, and as soon as enrolledwill be placed in the bands of the Governorfor approval. The tax upon real and per¬sonal estate remains unchanged (fifty centson tbe $100 value), but the rate upon nearlyall other subjects is largely increased.inmost Instances doubled. Tbe following sec¬tions introduce very radical changes In ourlaws: ;
erEClFlC TAX ON MERCHANTS.Every merchant shall pay a specific tax forthe privilege of selling iu this State, theamount of which shall be determined by theaggregate of the purchases of the said mer¬chant during the period for which saidlicense is granted. If the merchant has beenin business as such, whether under a licenseor not, in the county or corporation wherehe applies for a license, for twelve monthsnext preceding the purchases made byhim of goods, wares, and merchandiseduring the succeeding year shall be as¬sumed to be at least equal to the pur¬chases of tbe preceding year ; but itmay be determined that they will exceedthose of the preceding year. If the busi¬ness has only been carried on for a part ofthe preceding year, then the amount of pur¬chases of the preceding year may be ascer¬tained by adopting the purchases for suchpart of the year as a basis for ascertainingthe same for the entire year. If the mer¬chant is a beginner, he shall state theamount of his probable purchases for andduring the time the license he proposesto obtain will continue. In all cases thelicense shall specify the amount of goodsto be bought uuder the same. If

tlie amount of the goods authorized to
be bought under such license shall have
been bought tbe license thereafter shall be
deemed to be void, but if the merchant de¬
sires an enlargement of the amount of
goods, at first cost valuation, he shall be
authorized to buy, he may apply for a new
assessment and a new license for the privi¬
lege of buying the additionul quantity of
goods to be purchased. For tbe purpose of
asccrtainiug whether the amount of goods
authorized by such license have been pur¬
chased, it shall be the duty of every mer¬
chant, on the first days of January, April,
July, and October of each year, to make re¬
port in writing, on oath, to the commis¬
sioner of the revenue or assessor lor the
district in which the merchant was
licensed, showing the amount of goods
purchased by him within the preceding
three months. If any merchant shall fail to
make such report tbe commissioner or as¬
sessor shall assume that all the goods author¬
ized to be purchased under the license have
been bought, and shall proceed to make a
new assessment, after examining the mer¬
chant under oath, and upon such other evi¬
dence as he may be able to obtain iu such
manner and to tbe effect be would do if ap¬
plication had been made to him lor an en¬
largement of the license aforesaid. If any
person shall bring goods into this State at a
time when, by an assessment, be cannot
procure a license for the full term of one
year, and he desires to have such goods sold
by auction, the commissioner or assessor
may assess the tax at a rate equal to the tax
for one year. Tbe stock of goods on baud
when a license is granted at the first cost
valuation shall be embraced and included in
the amount of tbe purchases of goods to be
sold under the license provided for by this
section. Any person violating the provisions
of this section shall pay a tine of not less,
than five hundred nor more than oue thou¬
sand dollars for each offence.

MERCHANTS' LICENSE TAX.
10-1. On every license to a merchant or

mercantile firm 'the tax to be paid shall be
graduated as follows: If the amount of]
purchases shall not exceed $2,000, the
specific tax shall be ten dollars; and tor all
purchases over two thousand dollars, and
less than sixty thousand dollars, there shall
be paid a tax of one-half of one per centum.
Upon all purchases over sixty thousand dol¬
lars and less than eighty thousand dollars,
there shall be paid a tax of forty cents on the
one hundred dollars ofsaid purchases in ex¬
cess of sixty thousand dollars. Upon all
purchases over eighty thousand dollars, and
less than one hundred thousand dollars, there
shall be paid a tax of thirty cents on
the one hundred dollars of said purchases,
in excess of eighty thousand dollars. Upon
all purchase? over one hundred thousand
dollars Here shall be paid a tax of ten cents
on tbe one hundred dollars of said purchases,
in excels of one hundred thousand dollars.
The tax imposed under and by virtue of tbis
.section shall bo in lieu of all tax for State
purposes on the capital actually employed
by said merchant or mercantile firm in said
business. The tax in ex (ess of ten dollars
imposed bv this section shall be paid in equal
instalment*, on thelOib of .January, 10th of |
Ami), 10th of July, a»d 30th of October in
each year, and shall be collected in the same
manner that license taxes a: e. collected. Mer¬
chant tailors, lumber merchants, dealers in
co u ice, or wood phail be embraced in tbis
section. Lut this section shall not authorize
any such person to s^ll wine, aruent spirits,
or a mixture thereof.

COMMISSION MERCHANTS.

The tax ou commission merchants is about
double and it i;. provided thai no commis¬
sion merchant shall sell by sample any
hocsheau or box oi unmanufactured tobacco
unlVbS such hogshead or box offered for sale
be d'-iwsiied iu some place in tbe city, town,
or village where said tobacco is offered for
«ate. All tobacco sold in violation of this
provision shall be taxed two dollars and titty
cents for each hogshead or box weighing less
than 1,500 pounds, and ten cents per huu-

' dred for every hundred pounds in excess
of 1 oOO pounds so sold, to be paid by the
commission merchant selling the same, to be
ascertained and collected by the collector of
the city, town, or village where said tobacco
is sold.
The snecific license tax on every commis¬

sion merchant or firm shall be fifty dollars;
but where his commissions shall exceed one

thousand dollars, the tax shall be sixty dol¬
lars, and ten dollars Tor each thousand in

excesa of two thousand dollars.
TAX ON SAMPLE MERCHANTS.

111. The specific license tax on every mer¬
chant, mechanic, or manufacturer, for the
privilege or selling by sample, card, descrip-{too ot other representation, shall be one

bnndred dollars, except licensed merchants
or manufacturers, wbo shall pay a tax of
twentv-five dollars ; and any samp e or

other merchant permitting any one else o

sell under his license shall pay a fine of lift}
dollars for each offence. This section shall
not be construed to apply to sales of wines,
ardent spirits, or malt liquors, cider, or any
mixture thereof. Any sample mer¬

chant who shall sell wines, ardent
spirits, malt liquors, cider, or any mix¬

ture thereof, by wholesale or retail, shall
obtain tbe same license and pay the same

tax as other wholesale or retail liquor mer¬

chants. Nothing in thw section ehall be
so construed aa to permit the sale of un¬

manufactured tobacco, by sample, under a

sample merchant's license. But lf aD?
eon other than a commission merchant shall
sell or offer to sell, by sample, card,
tion, or oilier representation, any
factured tobacco, the hogshead or box con¬

taining the same from which the samp e was

taken not being deposited in the city, town,
or village where the same is ottered for sale, |
be «ball be deemed a tobacco sample mer-

cbanf, and shall pay the same .fceose .

wholesale liquor merchants. Ibis section

shall not be so construed as to prevent any
planter fiom selling all tobacco raised by
himiieif by sample or otherwise. ¦

It Is provided that no county, city, orj

town 9bail have the right to levy or collect atax on sample merchants. And it is furtherprovided that no non-resident sample mer¬chants shall sell to any person other than amanufacturer or licensed merchant withouttaking out the additional licecsc rcouired ofresident merchants.
