Washington d<*el»:ed,
till, taunted by the remark Lkat. he feared to
try conclusions with the gladiaton, calmly

Tlwre
was a tierce struggle forabrief space of time,
when the champion was hurlfd to the
ground with such treeieudou-j force
as to .jar tbe very marrow in his
bones.
