I ran down to snutT'fke
baitl" breeze.-I i^et near all the fights lately,
as it if the safest place I can find.and found
that the State-House braves were firing at a

squad of Baxter's across the river, a full
mile off. The bullets could not have reached
f he enemy unless there had been some one

on middle-ground to pick them up and shoot
them again. Indeed, they do say that the
fearful foe which the State-House veterans
saw was nothing but two old women coming
to town with a basket of eggs.
Well, 1 came back from the bloody field,

so to speak, and s>harj)cned my pencil for a

glowing description of the sanguinary con¬

test. with myself as a central figure, covered
with glory and playing with cannon-balls,
so to spea k, when I heard a cheer in the Bax¬
ter camp which swelled out louder and big-
trrrmnJ bigger until it filled the whole city.
F waited for it to cease, but it didn't. Jtgrew
in furv and volume. Again I dropped my
pencil and ran into the Baxter lines to see

what was up this time. The whole camp
was in confusion. The great buildings had
emptied their contents of soldiers into the
street. Soldiers, officers, and Baxter nig¬
gers were running around like mad,
whooping and yelling, hugging each other
like giris, horse-pistols and all; crying,
swearing, shouting, laughing, singing, and
dancing. It was the strangest scene 1 ever

looked upon, and I have seen several things.
I tried to find out what was the matter, but
all were "too full for utterance''. that is.

The street was literally jimmed with men,
ami all in an ecstaoy of delight. Some lite¬
rally cried while they shouted for (jrantand
Baxter, and all were mad with enthusiasm,
r went up to Governor Baxter's room. The
s^ne there is beyond the power of descrip¬
tion. They did not have a copy of the pro¬
clamation, but two or three old chaps who
had seen it were trying to repeat it, and a

pretty muss they made; but it was all the
same, for the main point.Baxter's recogni¬
tion. they were all certain about.
Every moment a fresh squad came in to

take the Governor by the hand and shout
and cry. Do not misunderstand me ; men
actually wept for joy. One old senator said
he had been drinking whiskey constantly
for forty-live years, but all he had overdrank
put together "did not make him feel so good
as this one bit of news. And the m.ijor-
^enerals, how they flew around and shook
hands with everybody, while great drops of
perspiration rolled from their noble brows.
Everybody was happy; everybody running
over with joy.

1 passed on up to tbe State-House, distant
another square. There men were violently
disputing. Some didn't believe the procla¬
mation was genuine, and all were express¬
ing vigorous opinions oue way and anotner.
But >adnes3 and gloom predominated. The
negroes were drilling, and had their cannon
pointing on the Baxterites. They knew
something was in the air; but couldn't un¬
derstand what, and were nervous and per¬
plexed. **
The Brooks leaders say that if the procla¬

mation is genuine the jig is up with Arkan¬
sas, that northern men will have to leave,
and all such 3tulT. There are as many north¬
erners tor Baxter as against him. It is not a

party fight in any sense. It is hard to tell
just what .sort of a fight it is, but party has
little to do with it.
As I close this letter at night the excite¬

ment and cheering continue. Occasionally
there is a pistol-shot, either designed or acci¬
dental. There has been no one killed to-day
as 1 have learned, but some have been
wounded. So many men are drunk to-night,
and as all are loaded down with pistols, we
must expect some bloodshed before morn-

ing.
There were several attempts made to read

the proclamation in the Legislature to-day,
but the joy and emotion were so great that
men could not command their voices, and a

newspaper correspondent finally had to per¬
form the duty.

If the Legislature, in trying to settle mat¬
ters, should go back to the election returns
aud correct them all over, it will turn out
Baxter, two judges of the Supreme Court,
and every State officer but one, for they
were all fraudulently returned as elected,
when they were not. Such a recount would
assuredly put in Brooks, of whose election
in the first place there is not the shadow of
doubt. This- would make a quaking all
round, and it is doubtful if the Legislature
have the uerve to do it.

"VYhile it is certain that Brooks was elect¬
ed, and couuted out by the most atrocious
and glaring fraud, it is also certain that he
is not the choice of a majority ol' the people
now. Baxter to day would beat Brooks as

much as Brooks beat Baxter in 1872. So
you see it is a pretty mess all around.
The Supreme Court gave Brooks fifty

thousand dollars out of the treasury to carry
on the war, but just what authority the Su¬
preme Court had for being so lavish with
other people's money might raise an inter¬
esting series of questions. But Brooks is
speuding the money and will soon exhaust
the pile, and call bis " court " together to
vote hfm more. This Arkansas Supreme
Couit is about the biggest farce on the judi¬
ciary that id now or ever lias been in the
world.
There i9 very little discipline in tbe Bax¬

ter "army " ; tbey get drunk and fight each
other nearly as much as they light the enemy.
The whole thing Is a ridiculous farce, but
almost too bloody to be comical.
The Baxterites gained a victory last night

of magnitude. They captured Brooks's fam-
j ily carriage and coachman. They took the

arms away from the coachman and let him
go. This was true magnanimity.
No day during the week has been without

its murders, nor is it likely the killing pro¬
cess will suddenly subside. Last night 1
heard several shots, but how much damage
they did I do not kuow.
One difficulty a non-combatant experi¬

ences here is iu finding a place to eat his
meals away from danger. All the respecta¬
ble eating-rooms are between the two bos-
tile camps, where adherents of both parties
are apt to meet and fight as well as eat. My
first meal in Little Bock was interrupted by

a desperate fight and a dead man not twenty
steps from me. The epicure who tarries
long at his meals on this happy hunting-
ground, calling for quail on toast, and all
that sort of thing, may be treated to bullet
on skull before be gets through with it.

It is generally conceded now that Brooks
will have to vacate the State-House. It will
be the hardest blow the old mun has ever re¬
ceived during his long and checkered career,
fie seems to have been born to bad luck.
While in the ministry he came very near.
lackiug but one vote, I believe. being made
a Bishop. In the senatorial election two
years ago he came within a few votes of
reaching that coveted position. And now it
seems he must give up the Governorship to
which he was fairly elccted beyond the
shadow of a doubt, but "counted out"
then by his now fast friends, Clayton & Co.
What a career ; what a man ; what friends
be had, and what a State for him to get iuto
any way I *

The plan for supplying water and gas for

the town has at last assumed a tangible shape
A member of the tirm of XV. B. McDonough
«te Co., of Cincinnati, came to Danville Fri¬
day, and had a full conterence with the Gas
and Wafer Committee. A meeting of the
Council was held on Monday, and an ordi-
nance was passed instructing the committee
to enter into a contract for supplying the
town with gas and water. The* main fea¬
tures of the contract are as follows: Messrs.
McDonough & Co. are to put up the gas and
water works wholly at their expense, and the
Council agree to takf at the start, for the use

of the corporation, ifty water-plugs at an

annual rental of 8I0( each, and fifty lamps at
an annual rental of $45 cach. The town is
to furnish its own *amps and plugs. Thus
the corporation will pay an annual rental of
$7,250, to be paid the contractors from the
public treasury.
The contractor? agree that if more than

fifty water-plugs ire needed and used they
will put the pric at $73 a year, and addi¬
tional lamps will be furnished at -535. Pri¬
vate consumers, t is agreed, shall be sup¬
plied with goodquality of gas and water on

as reasonable te'ms as other towns situated
as this is. If tiere should be any disagree¬
ment as regards price, a board of arbitration
shall determine the rates every three years.
The Council fjrthermore agree to pay to the
contractors tte sum of 821,750 intowu bonds
when the woiks are completed, said amount
being the rent for three years, paid in ad¬
vance, for th3 lamps and plugs used by the
corporation. The works are to be com¬

menced by the 1st of July, 1374, and com¬

pleted by ths 1st of July, 1873.
In the cortract it is asreed that the town

shall have toe privilege to buy the works at

any time flier six months' notice has been

given. If a price cannot be agreed upon, a

committee of arbitration shall decide it.
I learn !hat a citizen has proposed to do¬

nate to the town ground upon which to erect
water-works and a reservoir, and another
proposes to give a location for the gas-works.

Staunton, 31 ay 20, 1S74.
Tbe Committee ou Finance, to which was

referred the question of taxing school,
church, and other property located in this
city, reported that in view of the State law
exempting that kind of property the tax for
18*3 be remitted ou the following institu¬
tions: Virginia Female Institute, Augusta
Fauale Seminary, Wesleyan Female Insti¬
tute, and the Staunton ("Lutheran) Female
Sfiniuary.
They also recommended that the city col¬

lector be directed to return uncollected the
tax tickets in bis possession against all pro¬

perty belonging to the Orders of Free Ma-

ions, Odd-Fellows, temperance organizations
and churches, and such other benevolent
institutions as are exempted by the State
law. The report was adopted.
To the same committee was referred the

opinion of the City Attorney on the sub¬
scription of the city to the Valley railroad.
They reported that they had "nothing to
add to the facts and information contained
in said opinion which would enable the
Couucil to act understanding^ in the pre¬
mises," and the report was laid" on the table
till next meeting.
Accounts to the amount of $1,181.46 were

allowed. This includes the free school ac¬
count for the month of April of $452.13, and
the account of the committee who visited
northern cities to inspect water works,
amounting to $222.80.
J»hn M. Carroll, treasurer, presented his

report for the month of April, showing

The Council being informed that the note

of the Committee on Finance, in the Na¬

discount on said note, and that the Commit¬
tee on Finance be authorized to renew said
note for 116 days.
Tbe City Engineer presented a list of per¬

j fifths of paving done In front of their pro¬
perty, aggregating $1,230.14.
A communication was received from tbe

first commander of the Fire Company, stating
that the hose was in a very rotten condition,
and that not more than fifty feet could be de¬
pended on in case of a fire.
