Semi-Centennial Anniversa
ry of the
Baptist uibl> Padlieation Sogilely—
Address of the President—Report of
the Secretary, &c.

[Special telegram to the Dispatch.)
“i*-"mmmk': May 22.--This morning the
Semi-Centennial Anniversary of the Bible
and .Publimtion Society was held at Calvary
Baptist church in this city., President James
L. Howard, E<«q, of Martford, Conn., in
the chair, who delivered an address of wel-{
come, saying they had gathered not only to
renew the work of the Society for the past
¥ear and trapsact the usuul business of an
annual meeting, but to look back and recal)
the history of the fifty years’ work done
through its agency ; to set up, as Samuel did
of old, a commemeratirg menument.

T_he secretary’s report showed that the
Society bas since its formation sent out fif-
teen million dollars’ worth of tracts, reli-
glous book, and Bibles, and. expended
?800,_000 in sending colperteurs and teachers
into destitute parts of the country,

A communication was read from Speaker
Blaine tendering the use of the Hall of the
House of Representatives for services morn-
ing, noon, and evening on Sunday,
Y'rofessor Noah Davis delivered an address
on the origin and growth of the Society,
which he said originated in this city as a na-
tional society—a centre around which the
Baptists of every scetion might raily—u foun-
tuin from which should go out streams of
blessings to every corner of our land. To our
southern brethren, however, will have ever
to be given the honor of having nouiished
the Socicty in the years of its bhelpless in-
faney, The one great aim of the Society
was to glorify God and save men by dif-
fuging and enforcing Ribie truth by weans
of the press, the Sunday school, and col-
portage. The first depository was opened
in April 2,1824. On the 25th of December,
1826, the headquarters wcere removed to
Philadelphia.

The Society hasfour branch depositories—
one each in Chicago, Boston, New York, and
St. Louis. Its work and ivfluence has been
doubled every yearsince its commencement,
aml now it is a tremendous eogive in the
advancement of Christian truth. The record
of this work is easily made, but its remote
and final influence an angel could net com-
pute. The immediate results reported are
the baptism of over 12,500 persons and the
conversion of about as many.more, the or-
ganization of 448 churches, and the forma-
tion of 3,000 Sunday-schools., Interesting
addresses were delivered to-night,
Civil-Rights Bill—All Night Session of
the Scnate.
