At an early hour all the avenues leadingto the course were crowded with vehicles of

every description, from the one-horse wagonto the coacb-and-four, whilst the massesplodded along the' dusty roads, anxious towitness the contests announced, as well asthe display of horsemanship, for which ourBritish cousins are so renowned.
As the time for starting drew near scoresof private carriages, filled with ladies, drewnear the judges' stand to witness the finishof eac'n trial, whilst the sterner sex lined the

quarter-stretch, or whiled away the time on
the grand-stand.

.In many respects the Fair-Grounds re-minded us yesterday of days bug syne,when racing was the pride of our State.Now and then an old familiar face was to be
seen looking on with the auxiety of quartera century gone, but there were abseut theJohnsons, the Taylors, tbe Whites, the
Pucketts, Ilares, Doswells, Gibbous, Wat¬
sons, and scores of others, who had answer¬ed the summons to eternal fields, who bad
sought new homes in distant Suites, who
were invalided, or had bccomc dccrcpid,andcaused a feeling of sadness when we thoughtthat others of us had well-nigh reached the
head of the "quarter-stretch," that we were
making our last time on the ,home-ruu, and
that fcouu we would cross the score, and thus
end tlic race of life.
Racing in Virginia can and will be revived

through our Hiding Club. The .sport is an
innocent one, properly conducted, and
ladies can as well witness it as they can wit-'
ness the trots at the State Fairs, or the 2:40
joj-s 011 good roads. Why, then, are not our
business men interesting themselves in
strengthening and sustaining the liidiut;
