Before many years the people of the
United Stairs will demand a change in tbe
I'onstitution, wbic.h trives each State, with"
nit reference to its sizo or population, two
senators in Congress. Nevfr England has
twelve senators, which gives her. a power
f ir beyond that to which, taking her
population into consideration, she ought
ro l>e entitled. That power has rare¬

ly boon exerted for good, but has
been exercised in producing discord and en¬

mity between the people of the different see.

i ions of the Union ; in creating and fostering
monopolies; and in passing such laws as have
enabled her j>eople lo grow rich at the ex¬

pense of the other sections. New York, with
nearly double the population, lias only oue-

*ixth of the power In the Senate, and two
hundred and odd thousand people in tthode
Inland have an equal power with four mil¬
lions in New York. This, it seems to us, is
intensely wrong.
New York, with one-tenth of the popula¬

tion of the United States, has only trae-

thirty-seventh of the power in the Senate,
whilst New England, with about one fif¬
teenth of the population, exercises one-

sixth of the power, or about six times as

much as New York. or, to put it in a dif¬
ferent sh tpe, one man in New England is
equal to six men in New York. There is
no »euse in any such arrangement, and the

injustice inflicted upon other sections
of the Uuion should induce them to
unite in an effort to effect its overthrow.

If tbe number of senators were limited to

eighty, and the country divided into senato¬
rial districts containing about live hundred
thousand people each, the different sections
would be represented exactly in proportion
to their population. New England would
lo.>e at lea>t half her senators, which would
be all she ought really to be entitled to, and
her power for mischief diminished in the
s.iiue proportion. A New Englnnder would
then, no matter what his own opinion of him-
St If might be, be equivalent to only one New
Yoj kt r instead ofsix. Under the present sys¬
tem a descendant <>f tho.-e hard-beaded and
harder hearted follo ws who came over in the
May Flower, is equal to three of the de¬
scendants of those who settled at James¬
town. We believe that it would be ditlicult
to lin.l a Yankee who does not consider
himself, in person, in manners, in under¬
standing, and in morals, especially and par¬
ticular!), as fully equal to tbree of the best

Virginians that ever lived. The Virginians,
of course, do not agree with them as a gen-
erul thing, but we are afraid there arc some

scalawags who maintain this superiority, and
who are willing to submit to any assumption
a Yankee may choose to make.
The Y'ankees could not object to this

change, because it accords with their theory
of the (Jovvrnincut, which refuses to recog¬
nize State rights, and because it would ap¬
ply to tbe Senate tliut principle of the Decla¬
ration of Independence, which they pre-
t« nd to admire, that all men are equal as

Weil as free.

Thk CivIl-Biobta Bill..The passage of

this bill by the Senate of the United States,
and it* probable passage by the House of
Representatives, is well calculated to awaken
serious thoughts in the minds of all reflect¬
ing men.
We regard if as the crowning act of wrong

and oppression to the South. It adds wan¬
ton Insult to serious injury. We are not
without hope, however, that the President
will veto it, for we cauuot divest ourselves
of the belief that it is an artful attempt
by his secret enemies to place him in an

embarrassing position. Humor states
that tlie President is not favorable to the
bill. This fact is known to some of the sen¬

ators, who, while they profess to be friends
of the President, are secretly opposed to

him, and would be glad of a chance to get
rid of him. It is altogether probable, there¬
fore, that this measure is to be forced on the
President to compel him either to do vio¬
lence to his own feelings and convictions by
signing it, or to alienate the extremists of his

party from him by vetoing it. We fru.st,
however, that the President has the nerve

to meet the emergency, and we believe that

by withholding his sanction from the bill he
will gain more friends in the South than he
will lose in the North.
The passage of this bill will at once put an

end to the system of public schools in Virgi¬
nia, and will, for a time at least, prostrate
some of our literary and charitable instltu-

I tions. The University and .Military Insti¬
tute will probably be suspended, and the

Institution for the Deaf and Dumb and Blind
arrested in its beneficent career. Possibly
our asylums for the insane may also be put
in jeopardy. But as there is an asylum for

the colored insane already established by
our State it is to be hoped these ^re.it chari¬
ties may escape the attempt at an intermix¬
ture of races.
How it will be with hotels and watering-

places, it is impossible to say.
If it had been the purpose of Congress to

arrest the growing feeling of kindliness and

sympathy between the races, and to substi¬
tute enmity and ill-will, they could not have
devised a more effectual way of doing it.
\V'e look to the pnciic.il workings ot the law
with gloomy foreboding.
Should the law pass, the University and

Military Institute ought to be closed, for

any attempt at forced association of the two

races would inevitably lead ro violeuce aud
bloodshed.
The only way in which these institutions

can be saved will be by selling them out to

private parties, who will be willing to buy
them and convert them into private corpora¬
tions, in no way dependent 011 the treasury
of the State for support.
We suppose, for example, it would not

be difficult to find a company of 100 men who
would buy the University or the Military
Institute, for, say, $100,0U0, payable in State
bonds, and then convey it to trustees to be
couducted as a private corporation, inde¬
pendently of State patronage. It is true the
annual appropriations from the treasury
would fail, but an endowment might be
raised from the Alumni, which would com¬

pensate for tie withdrawal of the annuity.
. Something of the same kind may be done

in regard to the Institution for the Deal^
Dumb, and Blind, though we are not so

hopeful in regard to that.
We are satisfied that in every aspect the

passage of this biil will prove disastrous to

the negro race. All means of education will
be withdrawn from them, and the alienation
aud bad feeling engendered by this attempt
at coerced association will prove detrimental
to all their material interests. White men

will be banded together by closer relations
in all business matters, and the negroes will
be "severely left alone" to work out their
own destiny.
We still hope we may be spared this last

infliction of diabolical malignity. We trust
in a returning sense of reatou among the
northern people, and we count with consid¬
erable contidence 011 the good sense and firm¬
ness of the President, and that he will, at

least by withholding his assent to the bill,
remit the question tor pox^ular adjudication
at the fall elections.

It
will at once be granted that negroes cannot
be admitted upon terms of equality to their
houses'; that if they are no white people will
go there, for there is scarcely a white mm or

white woman in the United States to-diiy
who would willingly sit at the same table
with an African, and certainly none who
would sleep in the same bed and wash
out of the same bowl. The vital point
with them, therefore, is to devise
some scheme to evade -the law. They
entertain no doubt about negroes
making many persistent efforts to gain ad¬
mission, not that they really care to do so,
but with the hope that they will be refused,
and ftive tnern a chance of raising the live
buudred dollars out of the proprietor, as

stipulated by the provisions of this, the most
internal bill ever enacted siuce the birth of
the devil. Iu this proposed convention a

protective union might be formed and a com¬
mon fund pledged, with which to ti^ht the
la.v in every way and in every form which can

be devised. They can also frame a petition to
the Legislature to so change the license law
that a hotel will no longer be known as such,
but transformed into a private residence, into
private infirmaries, into private hospitals,
into anythiug which will defeat the devilish
machinations of the Radical party to destroy
the value of their property. They are

obliged to either successfully resist it or
close their doors, and in order to do this
effectually they had better get together and
fall upou one plan of action. Any one
