IJ Kon.ATIno Ki.kctions..Another attempt
is to be made to secure honest elections in
the city ol Bo-ton, For this purpose a bill
has beeti reported in the Senate from the
Judiciary Committee, in answer to a petition
signed by Alpheus Hardy and many others.
The bill provides that in the month of Sep-
teml>er or October the Mayor and Aldermen
of Boston shall appoint six inspectors from
each ward, to be equitably selected from the
leading political parties, two of them to hold
office for three years, two for two years, and
two tor one year. They shall bold no other
office, national. State, or municipal, and
shall have the custody of the ballot-boxes
aud li~t- ol' voters during the days of any
State i>r municipal election, from and after
the opening of the polls, and until delivered
by the warden to the constable for convey¬
ance to the city hall.
Ha re are to be provided at the expense

,>! the city not less than four ballot-boxes
for i \i ward, each of which shall be plainly
mark* d with the number of the ward where
it to be used, and have a single opening
large euotuh to admit easily one single-
folded ballot only. Kaeh box is to be locked,
and not to be opened during the progress ot
the voting, the warden seeing that at the
K-ginning they are empty. At the close of
the balloting the boxes are to be opened, and
in open meeting the inspectors are to pro¬
ceed to count the votes east, and the
warden is to make public declaration ol
the result. On the day of any elec¬
tion no ballot^ shall be examined till
the close of the polls, and no account
shall be kept and no announcement made or
intormaliou conveyed to any person by any
warden, clerk, or inspector, publicly or pri-
vatelv. of the number of votes cast or the
uuinber given to auy person or party, the
name of any person not checked on t tic lists,
or any other tact to show the state of the
polls, under heavy penalties, if wilfully vio¬
lated. The powers hitherto conferred upon
iu-peetors under the old law are to be con¬
ferred upon the uew officers.
There are other provisions to protect the

purity of the ballot, but these are the main
changes. The measure is the result of agree¬
ment between prominent men of both po¬
litical parties, aud it is to be hoped will be¬
come a law, aud stop the great evils which
have been the scandal of the city..Boston
Adcertiser.

For
the sake of the truth ot* history, and for the
information of those who, like the president
of this Association, still believe that Con¬
necticut in the earl} days had these laws on

her statute-books, it may be well to give
again, in a word, the origin and history of
these 44 Blue Laws," as they are called.

< >ue hundred \ ears ago this very year the
Rev. Samuel Andrew Peters was Episcopal
minister of H»*bron, Connecticut. The revolu¬
tionary spirit was rising all around him in
those Connecticut townships, but he himself
was a bold, aggressive, aud somewhat un¬

scrupulous tory, busy with bis tongue and
with his pen in trying to pour contempt
upon a cause very dear to the hearts of the
people. The cousequence was that he had to
tl- e for his Jite. He made his way secretly
to Boston, and took ship for England. There
he amused himself and tried to plague his
enemies by writing aud publishing 44 A
tieiieral History of Connecticut, by a Gen¬
tleman of the Province/' a book which oue
writer has described as the 44 most unscru¬
pulous and malicious of lying narratives,"

troubled to tind any special signs of bigotry
or austerity in their early legislation. Indeed,
the experience of a few years had taught
them to avoid certain dangers upon which
the Massachusetts colonies had fallen..Bos¬
ton Adcertiser.

The Currency ISil!.
Washington, Juue 0..The currency bill,

submitted by the conference committee to¬
day. provides that the national currency act.
shall hereafter be known as the .National
Bank Act.
Among the provisions of the bill are the

following: The entire amount of United
Stales notes out-tending and in circulation at
any one time shall not exceed tbesum ot
three hundred and eighty-two million dol¬
lars, which shall be retired and reduced in
the following manner ouly. to wit : With¬
in thirty days after the circulating notes to
an amount of one million dollars shall from
time to time be issued to National Banking
Associations under this act in excess of the
highest outstanding volume thereof.
At any time prior to such issue it shall be

the duty of the secretary of the Treasury to
retire an amount in United States notes equal
to three-eighths of the circulating notes so

issued, which shall be in reduction of the
maximum amount of three hundred and
eightv-tvvo million doliars lixed by this sec¬

tion; and such reduction shall continue un¬

til the maximum amount of United States
notes outstanding shall be three hundred
million dollars, and United States notes re¬

tired shall be cancelled and carried to the
account of the sinking fund.

It also provides that on and after the 1st
day of January, 1378, any holder of United
States notes to the amount of fifty dollars, or
any multiple thereof, may present them for
payment at the office of the Treasurer of the
United States or at the ofiice of the Assist¬
ant Treasurer at the city ot New York, and
thereupon shall be entitled to receive, at his
option, from the Secretary of the Treasury,
who is authorized and required to issue ill
exchange for said notes an equal amount
of either classes of the coupon or negotiable
bonds of the United States approved; pro¬
vided, however, that the Secretary of the
freasurv in lijju of such bonds may redeem
said notes in gold coin of the United States.

The Famine in the South.

Nkw Orleans, June 0..Governor Kel¬
logg sent tbe following message to the Secre¬
tary of War yesterday: "Tbe relief com¬
mittee reports that the suffering from the
overflow remains unabated in Atcbafalaya,
Lafourche, and Oucliita valleys, although
there is some abatement on the banks of the
Mississippi. The committee is issuing fully
forty thousand rations daily. In some dis¬
tricts they are compelled to restrict the relief
to women and children, even where work is
not attainable for the able-bodied. If the
General Government would order the is¬
suance of twenty thousand daily rations
more than the fir>t appropriation it would
avert much suffering."

Explosion ami I.oss or Life.
Wilkesbarre, Pa., June !>..Last night

an explosion occurred at shaft Manticoke,
burning three miners and setting fire to the
breaker, which was soou destroyed. While
lighting the 11 imes some burning timbers fell
u'pen William Vivian, killing him instantly.
Alexander Ale, Charles Keller, Hawley
Walsh, Tom Lowell, Tom McMann, Henry
Heimensnyder, and Lorenz Krebs, of the
gang, who were also engaged in fighting tire,
were overcome by gas and bad to be carried
from the mine. The first two were insensi¬
ble when brouirbt to fresh air, and have
since died. The others are doing well.

American Institute of Homoeopathy.
Niagara Falls, JuneS..The session of

the American Institute of Homo;jpathy.com-
menced here this morning. The President.
Dr. Fonliu. delivered au address, in which
he gave statistics of the practice of homoeo¬
pathy throughout the world, collected from
materials furnished him by physicians in all

parts of the world, aud which exhibit the
progress of homoeopathy. France has four
thousand honneopathic practitioners and nu¬

merous hospitals and dispensaries, Germany
has live hundred practitioners, Great Britain
lour hundred, and Italy two hundred, while
in the United States, where its advancement
has been more rapid since its introduction
in 1828, there are nearly six thousand prac¬
titioners.

Arrival of the Steamer Farraday.
Portsmouth, June 9..The cable-steamer

Farraday is in port. She is forty-six hun¬
dred tons burden.tbe largest vessel ever in

these waters. Festivities rule the day on

board and ashore. The cable is buoyed with¬
in ten miles of shore. The deep-sea cable is

very strong but light, weighing three tons to

tbe mile. The shore-endings are two and a

half inches in diameter, weighing eighteen
tons to the mile.
