the city, town, or village where said tobacco
is offered tor side. All tobacco sold in viola¬
tion of this prov ision shall be taxed two dol¬
lars and titty cents tor each hogshead or box
weighing le^s than fifteen hundred pounds,
and ten cents per hundred lor every hundred
pounds in excess of fifteen hundred pounds
so sold, to be paid by the commission mer¬
chant selling the same, to be ascertained and
collected by the collector of the city, town,
or villige where said tobacco is sold, sfuch
merchant shall pay a tax on such sales, or on
the commissions charged lor such sales, as
the Legislature may Iroui time to time im¬
pose; and all sales, whether made lor com¬
pensation or not, and all commissions and
otiier compensation of every kind received,
whether tne same be for brokerage, insu¬
rance, or other services or assurances, shall
be held to be subject to such lax us may be
imposed.

F. Ficklin,
who was going to Europe, was a<-ked by the
defendant to take for hitn ten bowls of 31,000
each of the Confederate States §15,000,000
cotton loan. He took the bonds and de¬
posited them for sale, according to request
of Mr. Carrinstton, with a Mr. W. F. be La
Rue, a broker of .London. When Mr.
Ficklin was ready to return to this Stite the
bonds were not sold, nor indeed were they
ever sold; but soon after reaching here he
loaned Mr. Carrington £420 sterling, for
which the latter gave him a bill of r xchange
on the London broker. This bill of ex¬
change was not honored beeiu-e the bonus
hid not boon sold. Mr. Ficklin died in
1871, and suit was brought by his executor
with the result before stated. An appeal
was taken.

with tbe sanitary condition of the city. This
general proposition w acquiesced in by every
one; but w'bile the public look to the Board
of Il<?illh to accomplish aii that is needed to
ward off disease of an epidemic character -

they are forgetful of tbe limited powers pos¬
sessed by the Board, and ignore the fact tbafc
each individual in tbe community has his
osvn duty to perform in pre>ervlDg tbe gene¬
ral health. "Without tbe cooperation ot" tbe
citizens no bealtb authority, unless clothed
with unlimited powers, could accomplish
what is expected of it. Eiclr citizen '

is directly interested in ttie preserva¬
tion of tbe public health, aud we
earnestly appeal to the . public to aid
us in preventing and removing any cause
calculated to engender disease. Let each
citizen gee that the premises occupied byhi in and his servants are kept in a cleanlycondition (weekly if not daily inspections
should be made). By premises we mean not
only the buildings uud grounds within his
enclosures, hut the sidewalks ar.d gutters iu
front of and on the side of such enclosure.
The ordiuance of the city requires all such
to be kept in thorough order, and its pro-
visions will be enlorced. As for as the lim¬
ited force allowed the Boaidean aid the citi¬
zens, they may rely upon their constiut us.
siatince.
AM refuse matter should be at once ro

moved, and tbe places ot deposit for sncU
matter should be limed. Cellars should bo

I well aired and lime- washed. Sink-) should
be cleansed, and disinfected not only at the
time ot cleansiug thernT but frequently
throughout the season. The gutter*, e«p>\ciully where the waste water is allowed to
How into them, uiu?t he kep; free nud unol>-
structcd.

Let each citizen see that his premises are
noi only kept 10 a cleanly condition, but tl.nt
every part of his dwelling is thoroughly vefl-
tilattd from garret to cellar.the last tiie
most important. Let light and air have fr< t»

circulation every ci ly. Abandon the xi?e of
bas^neuU «.¦>. dwellings Let tach citizen be t» is
own health officer, sofir as his familyand piO-
mises are concerned, reporting any one who
neglects the n»uul sanitary precautions which
experience and science have established as
necessary lor the preservation of the public
health. The Board of Health mieive these
notices and are thankful tor them, but in no
instance is the name of the iuformer giver.
This Hoard is supplied with only three saut-
tary inspectors for a territory of 5.08 square
miles; hence we invoke the assistance o: citi¬
zens iu reporting nuisances.
Not only the cellars of dwellings need th's

supervision, but those ot stores and offices
require tbe same. Maoy ot these are seldom
opened, and wnen they are the foul air e»ca-
piug irom them prevents an examination uu-
til they are puritied by the external air.
Many a dwelling, store, or office, is rendered
unsuitcd for human hubitatioa by th" foul
air generated by this neglect of ventilation.,
The ga-es thus created nod concentrated
tind an exit through the floors and perineue
all the tipper rooms, and disease is tbu« cre¬
ated. iis cause ucrecogn ized.
For damp cellars, atter the removal of a'l

dirt, &c., and lime-washing the Hides, we
recommend the dusting of the floors with
recently-slacked lime or powdered planter
of puris. This last subtfaucesbould be used
in all stable-, cow-house{, and on manure-
heap*. For the disinfection of privies and
sinks we recommend tbe following.a cheap
and effectual means of rendering them in¬
offensive. The quantity necessary will de¬
pend upon the size of th« place to be dis¬
infected :

C'oppera«, one pound ;
Carbolic acid tlaid, oneouuee;
Water, one gallon.

Foul gutters ran be effectually and c jeaply
disinfected by ujmg lime slacked to pow¬
der.that recently slacked the best.
As to the individual habits of the citizen,

we recommend regularity as to the hours of
meal-, the avoidance of indigestible article-,
and moderation iu the amount partaken ot,
temperance iu the use of stimuhuts, a pro¬
per amount of sleep, prudence in exposure
to the sun and niyiit air as lur as possible.
