OFFICERS,

The first section of the report provides
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Dr. Mans=on said that it was all important
that the members should be thoroughly cog-
nizant of the matters contaived in the re-
port, aud that in order to do so he thouglt
the rules should be printed and given to
each member in order thut be may look over
them at home and in his own time. Ile,
therefore, moved that the report of the com-
wittee be printed,

Gendrul Jolinson opposed the motion to
print en the ground that it would save time
to adopt the recommendsations of this com-
mittee, which are mere matters of forw, and
if the report is adopted. it would facilitate
the joint committee on rules when the mem-
bers xo iuto otlice and the two bodies are
regularly organized,

T'he wotion wis finally passed by and the
reswding of the report was proceeded with.

The second puart of the report provides
that there shull be one clerk, who shull be
the clerk of both bodies.  This seetion also
provides his duties,

THE COMMITTEES,

The next section of the report provides for
the uppointment of the following jaint stund-
ing commitiees to be numed by the presi-
dent of the respective branpches: Committee
on Streets, which shall counsist of one mem-
ber {rom each brunch tuken from each ward.
The Committee tor the Reliet of the Yoor,
the Comwmittee on IMinance, the Commitice
on Light, the Comwittee on Fire Depart-
ment, and the Cowmwmittee on Sebools shall
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consist of seven mewbers each, three from
the Board of Aldermen and four frow the
Common Council.

Decision in the Case of Waggoner &
Harvey, Bankrupts.

In the United States District Court yester-
terday Judge 11%1‘_51183 delivered an opinion
in the matter of Waggoner & Harvey, bank-
rupts, as follows:

After the partial hearing of this applica-
tion, on the 20th February, the backrupts
relied upon obtaining the consent of n ma-
Jority of their creditors to their discharge.
_I‘hat_ expectation having failed, and the
hearing baving been continued until this
lime, they now elaim that they are entitied
to n .d_isc!:arge under the act of July, 1868,
requiring that their assets surrendered shall
be equal to filty per cent. of the claims
proved agzainst them,

T_he facts on.this point are as follows, as
shown By the special report of the assignee
fiied May 4th, 1874: '
The elnims proved amounted to,. -

The assets surrendered were :

Taking these assets at their nominal value,
they were two thousand dollars more than

fifty per cent. of the debts proved. The
fute of the application of the bankrupts for
discharge™ depends upon the question
whetber the open accounts surrendered by
them are to be taken at their face value,
or at the value at which they were sold by
the assignce, This was a caze of involuntary
bunkruptey. Theirassets were thrown upon
the market at u time of great financial de-
pression, I time had been had for collect-
ing these open accounts; if the bankrupts
bud not been foreed into bavkruptey, und if
they had Leen aliowed (o manage their
assets in their own discretion and ioterest,
and jn pursuing the due course of their busi-
ness, they cluim that they could have reul-
ized from their assets within a small per-
centage of their full value. Is the conse-
quence of the act of cereditors in throwing
them into bankruptey and preventing them
from realizing sowething like the tull vaiue
of their assets to be the denial to them of a
discharge in bankruptey ? [ think not,

It this were u case of voluntary bankrupt-
ey, I should feel at liberty to pursue a dif-
ferent course: but where merchants are,
against their will, thrown into baokruptey,
and their assets are sacriiced by forced sules
in time of financial pressure, I thiok they
are enlitled to their discharze in a case hke
this one.

Originally section 33d of Lhe bankruptey
act required the assets of u bunkrupt o pay
50 per cent, of the proved debts, It was
altered by the amendment of I8GS, s0 as to
require only that the assets when surrender-
ed shall be equal in value to 50 per cent, of
the debts, The amendment makes adistine-
tion between what the assets actually 3ell tor
and pay, and their value when surrendered
upon a fair appraisement.

Phese bankrupts claim that their open ae-
counts, amounting to £16,555 on their fuce,
would bave paid nearly that if' they had been
collected in the usual course of their busi-
ness. I think, being involuntary bankrupts,
they huve a right to the presumption that
they would bave done zo. And, therefore,
I liold that the written assent ot & majority in
pumber and value of their ereditors need not
be bad, Let a discharge be awarded them,
TNGTE.-—Slnve this opinlon was prepared. and
before It was fited, Congress hus prssed the ameud-
ment actof 16t June, 1874, giving a dischurge 1o
fuvolustary biunkrupts.
