The GloriouH Fourth.

HOW IT "WAS OBSERVED IN RICHMOND.

VISIT OP TOE NORFOLK BLUES.MILITARY PA-
KADE AND BANQUhT.THK K. K. X.?8 AT THE
PIMP-HOUSB.INCIDENTS OP THK DAY.

The Fourth was very generally observed-
in this city ; and while there were few patri¬
otic demonstrations after the custom of the
olden time, everybody seemed to enjoy the
holiday, and to be glad of the respite from
business it afforded. There was a great
moving to and fro of the people, and in the
morning and evening especially the streets
were crowded. Upon the shipping in the
harbor, ut the custom-house, at the Capitol,
and at. the National Cemetery, the' national
colors were displayed. The offices of the
.State, United States, and city, and nearly all
the stores and manufactories, were closed.
Excursionists started out in every direction.
Some went upthe river,some down the river,
and the shady groves and pleasant places in
the couutry around Richmond were nearly
all occupied for the day by small pic-nic
parties. Though so many went from t be city,
their places :y>peared to have been supplied
bv visitors from other places, of whom
there was an unprecedented number. There
were many colored persons here from a dis¬
tance, and they were evidently well pleased
with all they saw and heard. They prome¬
naded the streets and Capitol Square dressed
in their best clothes, and admired the mili¬
tary display of the day, and when overcome

by the heat retired to the lemonade and
ice-cream stands around the Square and re¬

freshed themselves with the cooliug com¬

pounds there dispensed.
While* there were some disturbances, as is

always the case when thousands of men are

walking about doing nothing, there were no

serious disorders, aud the police were able
to keep peace and quiet in every quarter of
the city.
So lar as we were able to ascertain, no at¬

tempt was made iu this vicinity to deliver a

Fourth of July omtion, nor was the Decla¬
ration of Independence read to any assem¬

blage that we know of. Yet the day was'
agreeably spent, and thousands of young and
old are grateful for the relief it gave Irom

everyday cares, and will enter upou their
pursuits' this week with lighter hearts aud
braver spirits.

THE KORFOLK BLUES.

Tbc Norfolk Light Artillery Blues, Cap-
taiu J 11 uh's \V. Gilmer, arrived in tbc city
on Saturday morning l>y tbe steamship Isaac
Bell, and were met at tbe wharf by a detach¬
ment of tbc Richmond Grays and Richmond
Howitzers, and were escorted to tbe regi¬
mental armory, where they partook of u col¬
lation.
During tbe day tbe visitors were hospita¬

bly eared for by their hosts. -Some of them
visited tbe pump-bouse and other poiuts of
interest.
At half-past 1 in tbe evening the Grays

and the two artillery companies, wiib their
butteries, paraded the street*. Tbe Blues
appeared in full strength, and presented a

liue soldierly appearance. On Gamble's Hill
I the Blues fired forty rounds; then tbe bat¬

talion marched to Libby% Hill, where the
Howitzers and a section of the Blues tired a

salute of twenty rounds.
The guns of t lie visiting milit irv were then

placed on bo:ud the steamship, and tbe com¬

panies assembled at the armory, where a

banquet prepared and served under the di-
n ction of Captain Bossieux and Messrs.
John K. Laughton, Isaac Goddard, James
Gibbs, and K. L. Spence, of the Grays, and
(.aptnin Carter and Messrs. W.E. .Simons, C.
E. Wiugo. J. A. .Mushy, and George Gibson,
Jr., of the Howitzers, was discussed with
appetites sharpened by tbe latiguin-j march
of the d ir.

Colonel Giltnan welcomed the visitors ou

behalf of the Uiclmioud soldiery, and Cap¬
tain (Jiluur britily responded.
A letter from the Governor was read, in

which, after expressing regret that lie was

unavoidably absent from the banquet, be
said :

"It wojld afford :ne sincere pleasure to
unite with you in welcoming the Norfolk
Artillery Blues to the capital. The union of
the two companies to-night is not only the
symbolical greeting and union of twocitie>.
both defined to be great. it is a patriotic
commingling of Virginians, which calls back
the darkest hour of the pa>t, when her own
sous poured out their hlood like water in
defence of Virginia's honor, and it serves
to attest what will be their heroism and
lidehty in meeting every obligation 'of the
present and the tut ure."
And ch.sed with this sentiment, which

was responded to by Colonel Giltnan :

"The Fourth of July : A memorial of the
love of liberty which immortalized the past.
Let it signalize the unterriiied will and the
undiminished pride of brave, free, aud self-
governing Virginians forever in the future."

31. Glennan, Esq., editor of the Norfolk
Virginian, being called upon made a brief
l>ut eloquent speech, and proposed a toast 10
" The City of Kichmood." Rt spouded to by
Mr. George L. Christian.

.Speeches were also made by Messrs. J. J.
White, John E. Laugh tou, and William Li.
White.
This visit of the Blues and the members

of the Norfolk press. Messrs. Joseph L.
Young aud -J. Barry King, of the land¬
mark, and M. Glennan aud Thomas Farren,
of the Virginian. is an event of pleasing
interest in the history of the Gravs and
Howitzers that will long be remembered by
those of our soldiers aud citizeus who en¬

joyed tiie reQ lion.
About 2 1\ M. the Blues went down the

river on a steam barge to the Isaac Bell,
which hau dropped below the bar at an

earlier hour, and sailed for Norfolk.
K. K. E.'s AT TUE PUMI'-BOUSB.

The K. K. K. had a day of cool, quiet, aud
real enjoyment al the pump house Saturday.
There were not many present. Everything
was well arranged, aud an abundance of re-

lre>hinents were served hy Mr. James ii.
Pecor. Aud there were good speeches, too,
by Messrs. Keiley, T. J. Evan.*, J. J. White,
Johu Wri^lit, and Major l'oe.

WEST I'OINT EXCURSION.

The excursion train fo West Point Satur¬
day morning carried a very small pjrty from
this city. There were, however, many coun¬

try ix*>ple gathered together at the Point,
and the two parties united and spent the day
in an enjoyable manner.

THE BKKWERY PAKE.

The carts o! the Chesapeake and Ohio Rail¬
road Company made trips through the Church
Hill tunnel to the Brewery Park at frequent
intervals during Saturday. There was at no
time a very large crowd down .there, but
thone who were present spent the day plea¬
santly and /jad the benefit of the splendid
breeze which eaine up from the river.

COLOH£V EXOURglOXlOTS.
There were parites of colored exeursion-

hstti here from Petersburg, WashingLou, and
.other places. The Washingtonians w«reae-

compauicd by a bra&s fraud, and panided the
stivetB with much satisfaction to them^iTfis
and apparently greutlr to the gratiticutioDof
their colored friends iu this city.

PjvBsos'al..Air. 3f, G.'ennan, of the Vir-
yim'a/i, and Captain J. Burry Kiog, of tho
Landmark, were iu the city Saturday with
the Xorfolk -Lnjlifc Artillery BJuetf.

Mn. IT. D. Whitcomb.--Mr. H. D. Whit-
comb received from the Secretary of War, on
Saturday, his official appointment as one of
the commissioners to inspect the mouth of
the Mississippi river. The appointment is
made in conformity with the act of Congress
approved June 23, '' making appropriations
for the repair, preservation, and completion
of certain public works in rivers and har¬
bors and for other purposes." Mr. Wbit-
comb's commission is dated July 2d. He
has written a graceful and appropriate re¬

sponse to President Grant, accepting the po¬
sition, thanking him for the honor conferred,
and says in his letter that he will endeavor
to merit the compliment which the chief
Executive has paid him.
The lioard is to assemble in New York on

the 20th instant. General Wright will be
made president, and Mr. Whitcomb has
been designated in general orders No. 7-i,
from the War Department, concerning the
Board, to be the disbursing engineer officer
of the commission. Previous to his depar¬
ture for New York Mr. Whitcomb will go
over the Chesapeake and Ohio road for the
purpose of completing some important work
upon the line of which he has charge.
Coroner Taylor's Semi-Anxcal Report.

Coroner Taylor lias prepared his semi-an¬
nual summary of cases inquired into by bira
during the half year ending June 30th.
Whole number of examinations made, G1 ;
of these four were foetuses, and are excluded
from the following nummary : White males,
13; white females, S ; total white, 21. Col¬
ored males, 10 ; colored females, 20; total
colored, 30. The ages were from a few min¬
utes to 74 years. The apparent causes of
death were as follows : Accidental drowning.
9: homicidal wounding, 2; infanticide, S
(two white, six colored); accidental suffoca¬
tion, o; accidental burning, 1; suicide by
hanging, 1 ; killed by machinery, 1 ; abor¬
tion criminal (?), 1 ; m iking 2S cases of death
by non-natural causes. In 21 cases death
was attributed to disease, the nature of which
in nine ea.»es could not be ascertained. Eight
eases of still-birth were investigated. There
were 21 inquests held (11 on white and 10
on colord person*); 12 pott-morlem exami¬
nations were made; 20 persons were buried
at the expense of the city (9 white and 17
colored), and 1 colored at the expense of the
State.

The Yokk River Road and the Late Ex¬
cursion..The Richmond, York River :uid
Chesapeake Railroad Company is doing ti

fine freight and passenger business under its
present excellent management. On the oc¬

casion of the recent excursion to Baltimore
there were three hundred passengers. The
trip is said to have been greatly enjoyed by
those who took {art in it. On Saturday the
regular passenger train from West Point
brought up to Richmond one hundred local
passengers.

Drowned in* the Dock..-A negro man

named Robert George, one of the crew of
tne canal boat Planet, which has heen l>ing
in the dock at the foot of Eighteenth street,
fell overboard about 1 o'clock Saturday
morning, while in a staleof intoxication, and
was drowned. The body was recovered
aud Coroner Taylor summoned. There were
no marks of violence upon the body, and
Dr. Taylor concluded, from the circum¬
stances of the case, that the drowning was
accidental and deemed an inquest unneces¬

sary.

Poi.ice Court, Saturday.Justice J. J.
White presiding..The cases of Thomas
Thacker and William Fairlatnb, charged
with throwing stones into the window of
Mary E. Lacy; Victoria Slielton (negro),
charged with defacing the property of J.
O'Kuke : J. O'ttuke, charged with creating a

disturbance with Victoria Slielton ; William
Chapman (npgro), charged with an ass nut
upon Mary Walker, and throwing stones at
the hou»e of hbza Walker, were continued
until to-day. Edward Hadelka, guilty of
being drunk and u-ing vulgar language in
the stree' ; and Richard U. English, guilty
of being drunk and throw ing stones in the
street, were discharged with an admonition.
A. A. Jones, guilty of drunken and inde¬

cent conduct, was fined Si, and John Wash¬
ington (negro), guilty of an assault upon
James Snead,
Roanoke Valley Railroad. . Captain

George A. Endiy and L. E. Finch, Esq.,
the delegates Iroiu Mecklenburg county, have
returned home in the possession of (acts that
induce them to believe thai ere long their sec¬

tion can he secured railroad facilities. Pe¬
tersburg and Baltimore are. we understand,
competing with Richmond for the local
trade. The matter is, therefore, of great
importance to our citizens; and we are glad
to learn that certain prominent gentlemen
of this city are considering whateau be done
to protect oiir interests.

Coinage Statistics op tub San Francisco
Mint.. The United States mint at San Fran¬
cisco having closed for tbe yearly settlement
the Alia California of that city publishes the
coinage statistics for the past year.
During the month of June tbe total coin¬

age amounted to $2,393,000. Of this amount
§2,120,000 were double eatjles (gold), $259,-
Ooo trade dollars (-silver), and $14,000 in
dimes. The gold coinage for the \,ear was
$22,302,500, as follows : Double < agios, $21,-
OOO.OIIO; ea^le-1, $120,000; half eagle ,

$155,000 ; quarter »aglesr §<57,500. Tbe
r-ilver coinage was 62,550,500, as follows:
Trade dollars, §2,12 1,000 ; half dollars, §241.-
000; quarters, $120,000; dimes, §50,500. The
pieces coined during the yoar was 4.K82,-
000, divided as follows]: Gold. 1,003,000
double eagles, 12,0U0 eagles, 31,000 half
eairles, and 27,000 quarter eagles; sil¬
ver- 2,121,000 trade dollars, 482,000 half
dollars. 510.000 quarters, and 505,000 dims".
The eoimr worked 2,170,113.90 ounces in

gold ingots and 4,070,051 88 ounces in silver
ingots, equal to 74 tons of gold and 140 tons
of silver.
