Fertilizers, the Credit System,
IHigh Prices.

To the Exditors American Farmer,—YPro-
fessor Ville, in  bis admirable work on
wChemical Manures,” observes yery truth-
fully that all suee2sstul farming depends up-
on heavy manuring.

I'be great fanlt with our southern furmers
is that they culiivate too much surface and
too wuch poor lund, 'They spend too much
woney in lubor and not enoush in munures,
Qur old fogies are constuntly going back
upon the pust, contending that in the olden
times they mude good erops without fectil-
izers, und that we should do so now, They
irnore the fiet that the most unaccountable
changes  have  taken  ploce, and that i
is mueh more diflicnlt 1o farm it suceess-
tully now than it wus tifty yeurs ago, Tuke
wheat for instunce, If the sume system were
attempted now that prevailed then, most of
our luuds would seareely yield seed. But
whilst these important changes have taken
place a kind Providence has not left us with-
out a remedy to weet them. The conceen-
trated or chemical manures bave been prov-
identally placed within our reach, and it is
both our duty aod interest to use¢ them, These
fertilizers have become a necessity, and
thereis but little suceessul furming without
thew, lunoense quuntities of these fertil-
izers ure now being used, but in consequence
of the extensive adulterations practiced in
their manulacture sud the high prices pre-
vailing, thus fur but little prout has been re-
alized trom their use,  There is no denving
the faet that the prices of these feriilizers
wre wueh too ngh; but this evil is uot due
to the seller or munufucturer alope. 1t is
chargeable ina greut dezrec to the Jarmers
themseives, ‘T'hey will buy on eredit,aud the
credit system necessitutes immense cost and
licavy lusses in the shape of vad debts, whieh
wust be anticipated by a wide margin of
profits. 1tmuy be safely estimated that a cre-
dit business involvesu loss of at least twenty-
five per cent. upon the grossamount ol =ales,
This immensa loss, whica fulls maioly upon
Wie tarmer, wighit all be saved by the gene-
ral adoplion ol a cush systew ; bat it is con-
tended that a cash system is altogetber im-
practicuble, beciuse the farmer cannot raise
the cash. Que of the most prowinent
frailties of our Jjallen natares is lo be
constantly wmagnilying prospective ditlicul-
ties. Doubtless” & 200 sudden change
from u credit to a esh syswewn would
cause considerabie interruption in the geveral
current of trude, snd wavy would be uvable
to procure their usual supplies for a while,
but the difficulties would be much less thun
are generully snticipated. A little pinching
pecessity occasionully is very necessary in
schooliog the character and foreing us into
habits of sell-denial and ecomomy. It lums
