TION TO BE UELD IN RICHMOND.
Tlie regular monthly meeting of this Asso-

ciation was held at their rooms Tuesday af¬
ternoon at 0$ o'clock : L. S. Edwards, presi¬
dent. in the" chair.; C. Jt\ liady, secretary
pro tern.

Messrs. J. B. Walthall, L. R. Warren, E.
W. Sykes, and John A. Curtis were duly
elected members of the Association.
The Committee on Relief of the Poor re¬

ported thirty families supplied with wood
and >ix with groceries during the past-
mouth, from funds suj plied principally by
private subscriptions.
The daily prayer-meetings have been tem¬

porarily suspended, but will be resumed at
an early day.

Colonel William P. Munford, delegate
from this Association to the Young Wen's
Christian Association International Conven-

' tion. In Id at Dayton, Ohio, JuneiUlb, gave
a very able and interesting account of his
trip. He stated that he was received by. the
entire Convention with great cordiality as a

representative Iroui Old Virginia. He was
eleeted vice-president of the International
Convention, and pressed to address the Con¬
vention. The Convention was composed
largely of southern members, as well as
some of the most prominent ministers of the
United States, among them the venerable Dr.
Piu turner.
The pleasure felt by the Convention at the

return of the southern delegation was
evinced by the following resolution; which
was unanimously adopted at the close of Air.
Muuford's address:

" liesolced, Th-.t :ve hail with thankful
hearts to the Lord our Master, this precious
moment, when He in this, our beloved coun¬
try, henceforth, aud we trust iu God for¬
ever, know iu the ranks ot our Association
no .North, no South, but knowing but one
duty.jo\ tul ly work for Ilim who calls us
alt his children."

Iroa-Monlder*' International Union.
REPORT ON COOPERATION AND THE RELATION OF

EMPL0VER AND EMPLOYED.
Tbe Iron-Moulders' International Union

In convention assembled yesterday, discussed
the system of apprenticeship and other sub¬
jects of interest to tbe trade.
The Committee on Cooperation, Mr.

Thomas Casey, of Montgomery, Alabama,
chairman, submitted a report saying,
"That they deem it necessary for tbe
Iron-Moulders' Union of North America to
establish shops of its own on the following
plan : Tbe president and vice-presidents to
.constitute a board of roauagers, wbose dnty
It shall be to select tbe site for the shops and
appoint tbe superintendent and book-keep¬
ers. And they shall come pbrenoloeically
mjommended ; and said board shall transact
all other business for the successful carrying
on of the said sjiops without any compensa¬
tion. It shall require ajnajority vote to trans¬
act business, and there shall be ten cents per
month for every member reported, appropri¬
ated for the same, and tbev recommend that
the Board of Managers of "this Union be em¬
powered, if deemed advisable, to borrow
money from local Unions upon tbe security
of tbe United Iron Moulders' Union of
North America for tbe establishing of said
institution0. Your committee would most
respectfully submit the following statement
in support of their report:* Whilst we be¬
lieve that labor and capita cannot be identi¬
cal except through cooperation, and we still
further believe that our Union should be
self-sustaining, your committee furtner be¬
lieve in tbe adoption of some system to se¬

cure that end. They recommeud the estab¬
lishment of a national shop in some locality
where the United Iroo Moulders' Union has
no jurisdiction, affording protection to those
who may be organized, and inducements
to those who are not, to become
Union men, which would be com¬

pensation enough by the increase of
members, if there could be no dividend de¬
clared ou the capital stock invested. "We
also believe that it would stop persecution to

a great extent by the employers. Believing
that the combinations of the employers are

intended to annihilate us, your committee
think it is necessary to make some sacrifice to
meet them. Your committee has taken into
consideration the arguments wbicb may be
advanced as to the inability of the Uuion to
cirry on a shop without being a charlered
body, but such being applicable to tbe or¬

ganization as it now exists, has removed all
doubt from the deliberations of tbe commit¬
tee in this respect. And /or further safe¬
guard for the money invested, your
committee would recommend that a

State charter be obtained fiom whatever Slate
said shop may be located in and in conform¬
ity with tbe law governing cooperative in¬
stitutions in said State. Your committee^
has also taken into consideration the action
of some employers in advancing their own

peculiar iuterests and tbeir greed for wealth
to tbe humiliation and enslavement of their
emplot whilst other employers are con¬
tent with twenty or thirty per cent. The
action of those whose intentions are to an¬

nihilate us compel fair-minded men to pursue
tbe course which they do, and we believe it
is the duty of this organization to come to
the rescue of all such men, and establish
institutions whereby we can reap the reward
of our labors and secure tbe elevation of our
trade."

This report will cotne under consideration
to-day, aud is sure to elicit a lengcby and
animated di:Cussion.

wants of the public for rapid and reliable
express facilities, the Southern Express Com¬
pany have made arrangements for placing
upon their lines spacious " Refrigerator
cars, specially adapted to the transportation
of fruit and other perishable matter.
The inteiior of the refrigerator car is

composed of a number of compartments,
eacn with a capacity of half a bushel, and
every compartment surrounded with ice.
The apparatus is so constructed that while
no moisture is allowed to reach the contents,

a proper temperature is obtained, insuring
their preservation. Pears, grapes, and other
fruits which ripen soon after being pulled,
and are liable to spoil even in the time con¬
sumed by the most expeditious of ordinary
modes of transportation, are by means of
these refrigerator cars forwarded from Cali¬
fornia to New York, and arrive in t xcellent
marketable condition. We see 110 reason

why, through the sumengency, our products
should not be made to successfully compete
with those of the fur West.
The cars carrying these refrigerators are

provided with running-gear similar to that
used under passenger coaches, and adjusta¬
ble trucks, whereby they can, as designed, he
run through on passenger trains between
New York, Philadelphia, and Baltimore, and
points .^outh reached by the Southern Ex¬
press Company, thus avoiding transfers, and
consequent damage to fruit by handling, aud
afl'ordn'g it the greatest possible dfspalcii.

This new fea'ure in the express business
meets a necessity our fruit growers have loug
felt, aud secures a method lor the swift trans¬
portation of their produce, which at the same
time guards ngaiust its decay en route. We
doubt not the fr jit-growers of the South
will "gladly avail themselves of this enterprise
by making larger shipments than ever here¬
tofore.
A cur containing two of these refrigerators

arrived in Richmond yesterday, and was for¬
warded by connecting pjssenger train to Au¬
gusta, Ga., where they will be laden wii'n

; truit for shipment to New York.

OF CHLLDREY, MOTLEY, STOCKING,

AND TYLER.

The Four DUchoreeit.Who Is Qniltrt

Tbe Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad ticket
cases were heard and disposed of by Justice
White yesterday. Messrs. E. U. Cabell and
G. D. "Wise appeared for tbe Commonwealth
and Mr. S. M. Page for J. H. Childrey and
J^G. Stocking.
The case ot J. If. Childrey wascalled first,

and Detective Knox place 1 on the stand.
He said: On Sunday, about five or six
weeks ago, Mr. Motley approached me
and told me about selling these tickets,
but I did not believe him until he
brought and showed me ?87 worth of
the tickets ; arter that he worked with us

(tbe detectives). He went to Mr. Cbildrey's
and found a market-basket full of punched
tickets, which be said he got from Henry
Tyler, but declined to tell me who got the
uupunched tickets that were among them.
I made no search of Mr. Cbildrey's premises
and found 110 valuable tickets in his posses¬
sion. Motley's statement to me was volun¬
tary and without any questions from me.
Mr. Childrey told me hie ootlght old tickets
from all the railroads; but when I found
none except Coesapeake and Uhio tickets,
he said, " Well, I'm out of the others now."
Detective Jack Wren testified to the same

facts, and said Mr. Childrey had s:rid in re¬

ply to a question from Mr. Knox, " I'd rather
not say who separated the unpunched from
the punched tickets."
Mr. C. H. Motley said : Sir. Turner, who

stays in Mr. Cbildrey's store, was the first
on j who told me about the tickets. Childrey
asked mc if i thought I could sell them, and
I said I'd try. He said he would give me
one-third of what I might get for them; told
me to be quiet about the matter. I got
tickets from him two 01* three times, and
sold a few. I showed them .to Conductor
Fifz, who said he thought they were coun¬
terfeit, and told me to show them to Mr.'
Vlief, the general ticket agent. I did so, aud
told Mr. Yiiet where I got them. He said
they were valuable and had probably been
stolen. He told me to go a bead and sell
them, and he would try to find out where
the leak was.
Cross-examined : I did not think" there was

anything wrong about the possession of tbe
tickets until 1 found that Mr. Childrey had
uncancelled tickets, too. 1 then told Cap¬
tain Fitz. I have been running on that road
as news agent since last January. The tick¬
ets were given me about the 12th of Marcb.
I sold two or three tickets for lull price. One
I sold to a friend of mine, whose name, I
think, is Jobuuy Bowles ; he Is a butcher in
the market. I lett some at way-stations to
be sold. Have paid over to Mr. Childrey ?3
or §1. I got several lots of tickets from him
altogether, but never more than twelve or
fifteen at a tim^-sometiines only two or
three. The value of all of them was about
§75 or §80. Never received any from him in
the day time. Don't know whether he gave
me $30 worth at any one time. Mr. Chil¬
drey kept a memoranda of each ticket he
handed me on a schedule of the road. I paid
him more money thau I received for tickets.
To Mr. Page : Yes, I think I'm about

square with those with whom I lett tickets
along tbe road. I got £3 from the clerk of
tbe Central Hotel at Charlottesville for a

ticket he sold at $3 40.
Mr. Tage: '' Lei's put down our account

with our agents."
Witness then made a calculation, while

Mr. Page made a memoranda, and it ap¬
peared that he had received about £3 and
had paid Childrey $3.
Mr. Page : "Is that the way Mr. Childrey

got two-thirds and j ou- one-third?"
Witness attempted a confused explana¬

tion, and was told to stand aside.
The tickets furnished by Motley as having

been obtained from Mr. Childrey, were then
shown to Mr. VI iet, -general ticket agent of
t^ie road, for examination. He said they are

good so iar as I know, and tbeir value. is
$30.35. I saw tickets of this kind in Motley's
bauds about three mouths ago. He said Cap¬
tain Fitz had told him to show them to me.
I said to him I tuiuk tbey have been used,
but I have nothing to do with them, for they
are not the company's property until we col¬
lect them. I have no authority to take up a

ticket unless I have evidence tnat it has been
used. It makes no difference wnat becomes
of punched tickets; they are of no value to
any body.
Mr. Turner, who is a clerk at Mr. Chil¬

drey's store, testified that he had never had
any such conversation with Motley as the
latter had said, aud had never ^aid anything
to him about ticket?. That he had never
seen more than three or four uncancelled
tickets among the old tickets brought there.
He had returned two of them to Master Ty¬
ler. and bad destroyed the others himself.
Tyler had asked*Mr. Childrey to return to
hfin or destrov any uncancelled tickets we
micrht find. Tyler never brought anj thing
else belougiug to the railroad to us. He
was paid in money, cigars, aud tobieco.
Mr. Henry Metzer testified to the good

character of Childrey. and the defence pro¬
posed to introduce other evidence on that
point, but Mr. Cabell said be di(J,not pro¬
pose to attack the character of the prisoner.
Mr. Augu>t Kozene testified that the char¬

acter of Motley for truth and honesty is not
good among his associate*.
Mr. Wise: 11 Do you know hi3 associ¬

ates ? "
Witness answered in tbe affirmative, and

Mr. Wise said: "Name some of them."
Witness: "I don't know that I can do

that. My acquaintance with bim extends
buck about two years. He and I belong to

Virginia Lodge, Knights of Pythias."
Mr. Don 1\ Halsev said he had known

Motley when he lived in Lynchburg, and
bad never beard his character lor truth, ye-
ricitv, or honesty questioned.
Here the case was rested by counsel on

both side?. Justice White said he would
discharge Mr. Childrey because it had not
been proven . that he ever had any un-

cancelled tickets belonging to tbe railroad
company. Also, that the company had evi¬
dently "been seriously defrauded, but the
responsibility rests somewhere else."

motley's case.
Mr. Vliet said Motlc-y brought bim some

tickets three months ago, wbiea he said he

got from Childrey to sell. I told him to go
ou and I would try and find out where the
leak was. Afterwards I gave him ?5 to give
to Childrey to keep him quiet while the case

was being worked up.
Motley [interrupting]: I did give bim part

of the $5.
Justice White: I believe Motley Is the

guilty party, and would send him to the
grand jury but for the lact that lis made his
statement under hope ®f reward, and after¬
wards acted by authority of Mr. Vliet. Un¬
der these circumstances I shall discharge him.

stocking's CASE.
Mr. Vliet said be did not believe Mr. Stock¬

ing to be guilty of the offence charged against
bim, aud the company had bo proof of it.
He was then discharged.

henhy tyler's cask.

Mr.. Childrey said : I was told tbat the
tickets I had bought from Tyler had been
stolen from the Chesapeake and Ohio rail¬
road, so 1 got out a warrant lor bim. I
thought they were not worth anything to
the company, and that he had a right to dis¬
pose of tbem. .

Mr. Wise: a Who separated the good and
bad tickets?"

Witness [hesitating]: There was no sepa¬
ration of good and Dad tickets. I never
sold Motley any tickets or gave him any to
sell. He never got any from me ; am not
certain tbat he ever got any out or my store.
I never received more than $1.25 from bim,
and that was for cigars or blacking. Kept
no uv'conu >f rhe transactions with him.

Tyler bought cigars from me and paid for
them with postage stamp?.

I was very mucn excited when Mr. Knox
asked me Who separated the tickets, and I
declined to answer. I bought all the tickets
from Tyler as valueless things to the com¬
pany.
Master Tyler was then discharzed, and

stated that he never sold any but cancelled
tickets; that Mr. Turner found two pood
tickets and returned tbem to him, and be
gave them to Mr. McFarland. Mr. McFar-
land had given him the cancelled tickets that
he sold to Mr. Childrey.
The court-room wa3 crowded during tbeifc

examinations by curious spectators and in¬
terested friends of the parties, who pressed
so close upon the bench, the lawyer?, and
the witnesses as to make it difficult to get a
breath of air, and it was at times almost
impossible to bear the testimony. Among
the most conspicuous and interested specta¬
tors wts Van Ness, the bond loryer, who
paid close attention from his stand in ibe
prisoners' pen, and smiled or liughed at the
wft of tbe lawyers and the confu?ion of wit¬
nesses. Motley's calculation of tbe division
of proceeds seemed to amuse bim par-]
ticularly.
The Bogus Representative ok Commo¬

dore . Vanderbilt..James Jv. Van Ne>s
alias Livingstone, who was arrested Satur-]
duy night, charged with having in bis pos¬
session and endeavoring to utter forged
drafts, purporting to be druwn by Commo¬
dore Cornelius Vanderbilt, on a New York
bank, was brought before the Police Justice
yesterday morning. On motion of Mr. E.
C. Cabell, Commonwealth's attorney, the
examination was postponed until next Tues¬
day, in order to allow witnesses to be pro¬
cured from New York and Baltimore.
Tbe right name of tbe aecused is Living¬

stone. lie is said to be connected with some
of the beat families in tbe State of New
Yor«c, though he Ins long been known as an
accomplished swindler. Information received
here is to the effect that he once before forced
Vanderbilt's name and for $75,000, and was
ctfught after he bad gotten toe money, aud
was sentenced to seven years' imprisonment,
which term he served out. There are no
charges against bim in New York, but he]
has been an extensive traveller in the Soutn
and West, and has lived by the keenest of]
sharp practices. In New Orleans be is rep¬
resented as having raised a check and got
thereon §9,000. In tbe West his exploits]
were numerous, and a reward for his appre¬
hension is believed to be outstanding.
He is well known to the police of several

of the principal cities of the country, and is
usually accompanied on bis business trips"
by a woman, whom be claims as bis sis¬
ter, aud wbo is suspected of preparing all
his forged paper. Liviogstune is confident
of acquittal, and says the Richmond officers
were not sharp ; that if they wanted to con¬
vict bim they ought to have waited until be
had uttered some forged paper or committed
some overt act. Until tbe time appointed
for bis examination he will be kept in jail.
It is not improbable tbat requisitions for bis
delivery will be received nere from other
States.
