One-thousandth
put of a grain of osmic acid set free in a
volume of air of a hundred cubie yards
would posam such a deadly influence that

.ail persons respiring tbe air would be nearlyJtilied. Vfom feet of all, no Antidote to tbe

poison Is known} nod as to perform Its

work It deeds only to be breathed, not swal¬
lowed, there would be no trace by whlcb the

medical experts conld define Its effects. For¬

tunately, H Is as difficult to produce as it is

certain execution, and therefore beyond
the reach of the ordinary poisoner.
