LOCAL MATTERS.

A Max Evopres FROM PORTSMOUTH WITH
ms Morneg-IN-LAw—BoTH ARRESTED HERE.
On Saturday morping Detective William F.
Knox arrested at the Virginia House, on
Grace street between Eighth and Nioth
streets, two fugitive lovers from Ports-
mouth, known here as “ Mr.and Mrs. Henry
Yore,” but really named Mr. Henry Yore
and Mrs. Sarah Wood. They are natives of
the State of North Carolina, but for a good
while hved in Portsmouth, Yore married

| the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Wood, and

lived with her until about three months ago,
when she died in child-bed. - Since that time
gsome sort of attachment was formed be-
tween the widowed son-in-law and the be-
reaved mother. On Monduy last they
reached the determination to elope
from the residence of Mr. Wood, and
1 a private conveyance obtained for the pur-
pose, Yore, Mrs. Wood, and ‘ her son, six or
seven vesrs of age, rode fromn Portsmouth to
Suffolk. At the latter place they leit the ve-
hicle and took passage on the cars for this
city. On Tuesday they applied at the Vie
ginia House for accommodations and were
furnished with a room. Yore stated to the
gentlemen about the house that bhe came
here to seek work and said he had no trade,
but intended to obtain employment as a Ja-
borer if he could get it. His efiorts were
unavailing, and he had about made up bis
mind to leave Richmond when be, with bis
companion and her child, were taken into
custody.

A short time Lefore the arrival of Deteo-
tive Knox, Mrs. Wood alias Mrs. Yore was
seated in the hall in conversation with the
futher of the lanalady, and was quite cdm-
municative to him. Inthe courseof her talk,
she remarked that her **first busband”
(meaning Wood) wus a worthless sort of fel-
low, and killed bimself drinking; but her
¢“gecond husband ” (meaning her son-in-law,
Yore) was a perfectly sober map, and a
mighty good tellow, and she had never seen
him intoxicated but two or three times, and
then it was at Christmus, when sbe thoughi
such things not so very bad. Sheseemed to
have & tender feeling for Yore, and displayed
a good deal of genuiue affection for her little
boy. y

At the Tirst Station-house Yore confessed
that the woman was his motber-in-law and
the boy bis brotber-in-law, and gave as the
reason why they fled from Porismouth to-
gether that Mr. Wood treated Mrs, Wood
very badly, and be could not bear to see it
done, and so resolved to remove her to this
city, where he thought she would livea more
peaceable and pleasant life. However, she
brought away with ber a considerable

seventy or eighty dollars of it in currency
and eight or nine dollars in coin were fuund
in possession of Yore, and Mrs. Wood confess-
ed that she had given him a portion of it. Yore
is thirty-four years of age, was bred a farmer,
is quite a good-looking man, and bas evi-
dently been accustomed to a life of severe
labor. Mrs. Wood is thirty-nine years of
age and though not decidedly havdsome i
not altogether unattractive, Son-in-law,
brother-in-law, and mother-in-law were con-
tined at the First Station-house Saturday
night and will be brought before Police Jus-
tice White for examioation this morning,
and by that time, it is ot unlikely, the in-
jured bhusband will be here.

Pravrrr, Arremrrs at Suicioe,—On Sa-
turday morping Heory Fioke, Sr.,, was
broutzht before the Police Court, charged by
is son, Henry Finke, Jr., with being drurk
und disorderly, and with disturbing the
peace and quiet of the neighborbood in
which be resides. It appeared from theevi-
dence that Fioke, Sr., when sober, is 4 very
good sort of a man, but when drupk is a
dangerous character, snd is then much in-
clined to maltreat his wife. On Friduy, being
drinky, he was very aggravating to everybo-
dg in bis house, and to cap the climax of his
misdeeds announced that he bad determined
to commit suicide. He wentoutand laid him-
self down on the railroad truck, with his
neck ifpon a rail, so that the first passing
train or locomotive might cut his head off.
None coming along soon enough he got tired
of wailing and went away.

Having possessed bimself of a pistol he
went into bis wife’s room to execuote there
his threat of killing himsell, In pulling the
pistol out of bis pocket, or by some otber
accident, it prematurely exploded, and the
ball struck one of his fingrs and cut into the
flesh quite deeply, but without doing any
very serious damage beyond badly frighten-
ing all present. Finke told the Police Jus-
tice be never had had apy idea of shooting
himself or anybody else. He ‘‘only yust
vant to skeer der ole vooman a leetle, and
aint kill myself yet,” Nevertheless, the Po-
lice Justice, not appreciating such practical
jokes, ordered that he furnish security in the
sum of $100 to be ef good behavior for sev-
eral months to come. Not having friends
willing to make that pecuniary venture, he
was to have been committed to jail, but his
son and wife entreated the Justice to let him
go free upon condition that he would depart
hence without delay ; nod so it was fized.
