There was a very large crowd here yester¬

day to wi'ness tbe opening off tbe carnival -

from early morn until eve the people were

coniin^ in from etery dirrotten.
Tbe guests from trie Jordan Alum, includ¬

ing tbe military, were specially invited, and
we suppose that during ibecirnival proces¬
sion those springs were almost entirely de¬
bited. The peopte from tbe surrouuding
count rv in their simple mountain garb, with

their cogs and rifles, wade tbe scene a very
picturesque one.

'/HE CAR.VjrAi

was formally opened yesterday morning by
a band, consisting of small and large drums,

paradir g the lawn. Tbis was tbe signal lor

the festivities to begin, and in a short time
it an* estimated tbat at least 2,000 persons
bad us; cabled on the lawn.
Soon several prize-fights bfsran.one be¬

tween two members oi the 1* irst \ irginla
regimen?, and another between two ot the
colored persuasion. Both parties wore box¬
ing-gloves. , ,

'Ji.en wa® seen an old mule slowly wend¬

ing bis way around the lawn, and upon his
7^ack he carried two persons who were very
comically dressed, and by their capeisc»U:ed
a good deal of merriment.

After this there came one dressed as an

ape, and >o well was the imitation tbat we
could hardly keep from exclaiming, behold !
an ape indeed. But one of the most amus¬

ing feat uies of tbe day was tbe
BOWCOTT BAND (?).

The leader, Mr. W. H. ilowcott, of New
Orb ans, beintr disabled during tbe early part
of the da v. wa< not able to take part in tbe
parade. They were in three wagons, all tied
oue behind tbe other, aud drawn by two
horses. The band (?) was composed of six¬
teen performers, each having an instrument
one a drum, another a horn, still another a

gong, a bell, a clarionet, &c.
The musicians were attired in tbe most

fantastic costumes. On euterios the grounds
the band (?) s ruck up a grand (?) march, and
continued to play until tbey nad driven
aroun<j the grounds seveial times. Their
music was not as sweet as Jenny Lind's
nor a3 harmonious as Thomas's orchestra,
atill it seemed to afford a great deal of amuse¬
ment to the large crowd who witnessed their
performances.

On inquiry we ascertained that Captaiu Can-
nou, of tbe celebrated -steamer It. E. Lee,
which runs on the Mississippi river, had his
headquarters in that buiidiug. Tbe efl'ect of
these decoration?, on this as well as on other
buildings, can be better imagined if we think
how they must have looked with the many
lights which threw their bright rays upon if.
The "Music Favillion," which is in the

centre of tbe lawn, looked very beautiful
with its bright coloied lights and greeu de¬
corations which were buugo.ll around it. On
the iuside were placed iu small vessels Greek
fires of all colors. During the march of the
carnival procession these lights were set off,
lightening up tbe heavens and surrounding
country, causing a most brilliant and beau¬
tiful sjx ctaele. The paviilion looked like one
mass of lire, shooting out its bright and
flushing s|w!k«.
