Cliimborozo Park.
Editors of Dispatch,.There are so many

reasons in favor ot Chimborazp for a park
that we must, in .order to avoid a lengthy
paper, confine ourselves to a few of tiiem
only : . ? , .

.First. Its suitableness is; generally admit¬
ted. It is'very promineut, overlooking the
river for mile?, and bounded on the west by
the valley of Bloody Run, with its excellent
springs, Standing at,. many, points on this
hill you have at one glance a view of great
extent and feurprisingly laeautiful.to the
west, the city itself, and the river, -fa Us; and
islaud, and five bridges ; southwest, the
town of Manchester; to the south, the green
fields of the famous and fertile "Falls
Plantation," while back of it lie. the dense
green forests of Chesterfield.

Further round to the southeast lies the
"Powhatan" farm, with its more beautiful
and extensive plantation : and in the same

line are the ample wharves of the Chesapeake
and Ohio railroad, and its track leading from
the mouth of the *' great tunnel," which is
also in view. Yet nearer, we survey the
shipping of Richmond, and Its growing,
promising commerce. Again, to the east
rises Fulton Hill with its grove of oaks, and
a range of elevated hills beyond. Still, to¬
wards the east is the vast plains and fields of
the elevation beyond Gillies's creek, with the
attractive slope from it to the creek; and,
finally, we have the wild and enchanting
scenery of the valley in its long plain from
Oakwood and the" woodlands above, tra¬
versed by the York River railroad track. The
interesting prospects, with three railroads
almost in one view, make Cbimborazo a most

I eligible place for a park.
j We should, not forget the improving
towns of Fulton and Rocketts, which lie as it
were, under Qhimborazo. Would it not be
wise to securc this beautiful location for a
park for the whole city ?

Secondly. The present habitations on

Cbimborazo are a blight upon the. city, and
threatens it with pestilence. The poor
blacks are gathered there in dark, decayed,
and miserable shanties.6ecluded from civil¬
izing inliuences, and passing their time in
idleness and Tice. Their happiness and com¬
fort would be promoted by their being dis¬
tributed over a larger suriace ofland in some
other locality.

Thirdly. Besides the very general interest
which the citizens at large may feel in the
establishment of the said park, those of
Church liill have claims on the city of no

tligh: dignity. Bat a short time ago the
; inhabitants and property-owuers of this sec¬

tion ct the city, or nearly the whole of it,
: were residents of the county and nearly out

Of debt. They were taken into the city, and
greatly asninsY their wills saddled with a

share of the large debt of Richmond. This
they must sliare to the bitter end, vithout
having shared largely in the benefits of the

improvements made by it. "Without mean¬

ing to complain, it i3 fair to refer to these
facts. We hope, too, for a fair share of the
general improvement of the city.
