2few England States, where tbe national-

hanking system is in lull operation, and
where there is more wealth by untold mil¬
lions than there ever was when those States
bad each its own banking system.and you
will hnd reason for supposing tbat tbe
wealth which Virginia once bad and which
the war destroyed was merely contempo¬
raneous w Kb and not owing to the State-
buck sy.-tmi. Or try to imagine how, tbe

substitution of the State- bank system lor tbe

present natioual tanks would render the
state ricb, and you will hnd it a* difficult as

to drink vinegar and imagine it to be cham¬

pagne.
L>ut our friend wants a "local currency."

We had one during tbe war. It was so un¬

exceptionable in this respect that it wouldn't
buy a gingcrcake outside of tbe Confede¬
racy. We never heard, however, that it
made the State ricb, or tbe people. It was,
in lact, the worst currency that any commu¬

nity in this country was ever cuised with
since the days when the Continental Con¬
gress issued a "local" currency. Gold aud

silver, the readtr will remember, lack this

quality of "local-ness," being used the world
over. These precious metals, therefore, will
htive to be dispensed with when we come lo

establish a currency tbat we can *' retain."
And, by the way, we guess tbat a roan who
should get a pocket! ul of this " local*' State-
bank currcrcy, would have to " retain " it a
long time before he would find anybody wbo
would give him national-bank Botes lor it.

Now, we wish te say that money, like water,
will nlwavsgo to the place where the law ol
nature demands its presence. Water does
not more certainly run down hill than does
money go wbere there is an) thing that can

purchase it. We should not greatly exagge¬
rate tbe facts of the case if we were to say
that the most prosperous season tbat Rich¬
mond has seen since the war, was tbe first
six months alter Lee's surrender, when
our local currency bad become utterly
worthless, and we bad no currency at all

except such as wa«> drawn hither by the
natural demand lor it. California has forty
millions of dollars' worth of wheat to sell.
Sue would certainly have an abundance of

curtency lor the next twelve months even if
. she were to close up every bank in the State.

And if Virginia had now forty millions of
dollars' worth of tobacco to sell, sbe would
have an aburdonce of currency lor a long
time to come eveu If sbe were to drive all

her banks and bankers out of tbe State.
"We may well thank God that the laws of
trade (the laws of Nature, in other words)
arc not controllable by men: otherwise the
foolish schemes and plans of men would
bankrupt every community and convert

every nation into a nation of barterers.
iloney would disappear altogether.

It is because the laws of trade will vindi¬
cate themselves, at whatever cost to the pub-

r jic, tbat we oppose the schemes of the gold-
gamblers and money-lords of Wall street.
It is not more certainly true that there are

four right-angles in a circle than tbat tbere
is tbe potentiality of purchasing all the pro¬
perty of the oountry in any given amount of

currency that is likely ever to be the maxi¬
mum amount in circulation. We have no

lears on that point. So we care nothing as

to the exact amount of the currency, nor, so

lur as the mere issuiDg of it is concerned, as

to its locus in quo. We desire to see and use

| a good currency. That is just the kind we
now have.
