Tug Conorep CHURCOES OF RICIMOND
SgercHeDd BY A TBRAVELLING CORRESPONDENT,
A travelling correspoudent of a worthern
paper, who recently spent a few days in
Ricbmond, thus writes about our colored
churches:

“«The Third-Strest African Metbodist
Episcopal cburch is undercoing repairs.
Mr, Derrick, the pastor. has been sucee-sful
in rmising something like seven thousand
dollars, which suw is to be u-ed in puttiog a
gothic front to the edifice and changing
things ipside in general, During the time
that these alterations ure beiug mude the con-
gregation will worship at Odd-Fellows’ Hall,
on Frupklin street near the Exchunge Ho-
tel.

« Rey. Mr. Holmes, of the First African
Baptist church—the largest membership con-
gregation In the Uniled States—contemplates
an entire new building. This congregation,
if they undertake it, will no doubt ereet the
finest church that is under the control of
colored people in the country. They are
very wealthy and exceedingly liberal, This
house, though of the colored people, was
used by the rebel government duriog the
war as a tabernacle, and from time to time,
when the people of the South were wont to
et disheartened, Mr. Jefferson Davis would
bave a big monster mass-meeting called at
the old African church, as such gentlemen
as General Bob, Toombs, Senator Wigfali,
Mr, Bepjumin, Mr. Yancey, and others, who
understood how to fire the southern heart,
would bold forth there, Messrs, Toombs,
Stephens, and Benjamin mude their la_st
¢peech under the reign of Jeflerson Davis in
this church. The trustees of this church
have some small-sized bills now thut are re-
maining due from the late Confederate gov-
ernment, and will be glad for any informa-
tion that will insure a speedy settlement.

s The Ebenezer Baptist church hasa large,
flourishing, and solid congregation, The
pastor of the chureh, Rev. Richard Wells, is
one of the most intelligent of the colored
men of Virginia, and is exceedingly popular
in this city. He isa young man of rare abil-
ity, both practical and acquired. He was
born in Richmond a slave, and is familiar
with all the trials and bardships of the insti-
tution. He is a shining example of what
can be accomplished by bard, earnest, snd
persistent  study and an upright, religious
course, He enjoys the confidence and esteem
of thz people of this city, from the highest
to the most humble citizen. !

«The Second Baptist church, over which
Mr. Willimn Tioy presides, is a growing
cburch. Mr. Troy, the pastor, is a well-
known man in the country. He has a Jarge
membership, and a new edifice just about
being completed ; a very iutelligent congre-
gution, und, as with sll the other colored
¢hurches, there are several charitable benev-
olent associutions attached to it. They care
for the unfortunate, sick, poor, and helpless
ot the flock, and this is the reason that there
is 5o little if apy reul starvation and bodily
suffering nmong the ‘lower millions? of the
vast population of Richwond. :

«There are Lut few colored Catholics,
Episcopalians, or Presbyteriuns In Rich-
mond- the city is Buptist almest solid. Mr,
Derrick’s is tbe only Methodist chureb, 1
want to write something about Mr. Jobn
Jusper’s churcb, as both chureh and pastor
require something more than u passing no-
tice, but will defer a brief notice uatil my
next letter, 4 :

% The colored Sunday schools of this city
are dorg a great work among tue little lambs
ot the fluck., I attended a general meeling
of all the Sabbath sehools at the old church
on Broid streetafew Sundays ago.
