The Hebrew Day of Atonement..The
Hebrew Day of Atonement, the holiest and
most solemn of all the days in tbe Hebrew
calendar, began at sunset yesterday, and is
celebrated in all tbe houses of worship of
the Israelites for tbe twenty-four following
hours. It is a day of prayer and of fasting
for every Israelite that observes the ordi¬
nances as laid down in the Old Testament,
and is based on tbe following passage in the
Scripture, in Exodus, xiii., 27-32: *. Also on

the tenth day of the seventh month there
shall be a Day of Atonement; it shall be an

holy convocation unto you, and ye shall af-
tiict vour souls and offer an offering made by
fire unto the Lord ; and ye shall do no work
on that same day, for it is a day ef atonement
to muke an atonement for you before the
Lord your God. For whatsoever soul it be
that shall not be afflicted in tbat same day he
shall be cut off from amoug his people."

It is a custom among the Israelites that
every child above thirteen yearsof age must
fast fcr twenty-four hours on the Day of
Atonement, au'd the ordinances for this day
are rigidly observed even by those who but
seldom atleud the synagogues. The prayers
set down for the day all invoke God to for¬
give the sins of Israelites committed during
the past year, with a supplication to incline
the hearts of all men to beneficent acts.
The service for the holiday begins with tbe
evening service for the Eve of the Atone¬
ment Dav. To-day the synagogues will
open at 7 "o'clock, and the prayers will con¬
tinue without iutermission uutil half-past
6 o'clock at night. There is a morning ser¬

vice which ends at about 10 o'clock, when
the additional service begins, continuing
until 3 o'clock in the afternoon, the evening

| service aud the concluding service taking up
the rest of tne time.
At 11 o'clock in the morning the Memorial

Service for tbe Dead is recited ; after which
donations of money for some charitable ob¬
ject are given by the members of the con¬

gregation in remembrance of the departed.
The entire service -for tbe day concludes
with the simple Confession of Faith of the
Israelite : " Hear, O Israel, the Lord our God
the Lord is One." After tne recital of this
sentence the horn is blown as a sign of for¬
giveness.
To-day business will be generally suspend¬

ed amoug the Israelites, all of whom will
devote it to prayer aud meditation.
