at the wharf erected at 31ount Veruon.
The Mary Washington land* her passen¬
gers at Mount Vernon Springs, a few miles

fcelow, whence they are carried by vehicles
to 31ount Vernon. Last week it was deter¬
mined to test the right of the Association to

give the Arrow a monopoly of the wharf,
and Mr. David Turner, collector of the port
©f Alexandria, was landed by the Mary
"Washington at the Mount Vernon wharf,
and demanded of Superintendent Hollinirs-
liead to be allowed to enter the grounds,
tendering at the same time the twenty five
cents fixed by the Association as the fee for

cntrv. This the superintendent refused, and
31r. j'timer has employed Judge Willougbby
and Colonel 31. 1>. Bill, of Alexandria, to

enter suit against the Association for dam¬

ages growing out of this refusal. It is un¬

derstood that GeneraI'll. II. Wells bas given
a written opinion in favor of the legality of
the contract bet ween the owners of the Ar-

jow and the 31ount Vernon Association, and
that 31r. E. L. Stanton, ol this city, bas been
retained as counsel for the Association..
