At 8 o'clock in the afternoon & public
meeting of citizens wus held io the court-
house, the Hon. Judge King in the chair.

Willinm Townes, Jr., were appointed secre-
taries,

A Lire Issvraxce DEcision,—The Supreme
Court of Massuchusetts bus receutly decided
a lile insurance ¢ise, in accordance with com-
mon sense, and presumably (but not there-
Jore presumably) in accordance with law.
At the death of Colonel Cnickering, Febru-
ary 14, 1874, he held a policy for £20,000 in
the Globe lnsurance Company, When pay-
ment of the policy was demanded the com-
pany resisted, busing its refusal upon the
¢laim that the guarterly payment, due five
days before Colonel Chickering’s death bad
not been paid. Mrs. Chickering showed,
however, that the agent who issued the pol-
icy was a piuno dealer, who owed the Chicker-
ings, and tbat he told Colonel Cbickering, be-
fore the policy became due, that he would pay
the premium on account of his indebtedness ;
tbat he told bhim afterwards that the pay-
ment bad been made, aud that be also re-
turned Lhe premium to the company as bav-
ing been paid. Mrs. Chickering won her
guit in the luwer court, and on an appeal the
Supreme Court bas affirmed the judgment
then given, adding that the company was as
much bound by thbis action of its agent as
thouzh he had received bauk bills from
Colonel Chickering and forwarded them to
the company. Lile insurance is a pertectly
legitimate business, which may be conducted
with mutual profil to 1osurer and ipsured,
aud the more such decisions as theabove ure
given the more likely is the business to be so

conducted.
