LOCAL MATTERS,
TnE Hebrew Feast op Tabernacles..

The Hebrew feast of Tabernacles begins lo-
day at sunset and continues eight days. It
is one of the three festivals on which of old
the Hebrews of Palestine were commanded
to appear in Jerusalem to celebrate the festi¬
val, and bring with them the gifts to be laid
on the altar, each according to the wealth
with which God had blessed him. Originally
the festival was celebrated In honor ot the
ingathering of the harvest, as the Israelites,
being an agricultural people, celebrated in
common with all the Oriental nations' festi¬
vals at the gathering of the harvests in
spring and autumn, thanking the Creator
for the abundance of His gifts to man.

In addition to its agricultural significance,
the festival is also celebrated in commemora¬
tion of the journey of the Israelites through
the wilderness, when they were compelled
to construct temporary booths for their
abodes, whence the name of the festival.
Even to this day many orthodox Hebrews
erect temporary tabernacles on this festival
in. their yards or garden in commemoration
of the event. Branches of the palm tree, the
myrtle, the willow of the brook, and the
citron, arc taken into the syuagogues on the
principal days of the festival, and are held
in band while the Hallelujah P?alm9 are

being chanted. When the Hossannans are

sung a circuit is made around the synagogue
by the reader, rabbi, and others, who carry
the palm?. In the extreme Hebrew Reform
congregation this ceremony has been abol¬
ished, as the Reformers hold that the bring¬
ing of the fruit into the Temple had a

significance only when the Hebrews lived in
Palestine pursuing their agricultural avoca¬
tions. The festival is, however, none the
less solemnly observed among the reformed
congregation, who look upon it merely as a

commemoration of the wandering of the
Hebrews through the wilderness. Even
while the Hebrews lived in Palestine there
was a difference of opinion among them as
to the use of the palm trees, the myrtle, and
willows upon this festival. The Pharisees
claimed that the fruit and branches are to be
brought into the Temple, where thanks
shall be returned to God for the
abundance of his gifts during the season,
while the Sadducees maintained that the
palm tree, the myrtleA«fec., are to be used in
the construction of the bootbs. At the pres¬
ent time the tirst day of the festival is con¬
sidered a general holiday, the following five
being merely half holidays. The se.venth
day is the 44 JDay of the Great Hosannah,"
when seven circuits are made around the
Temple with the palms, <fcc., the Hosannabs
being chanted meanwhile. The eighth day
is again 44 A Day of Convocation," when sup¬
plications are offered for the welfare of man¬

kind for the next half-year of autumn and
winter, for freedom from pestilence, famine,
aud war.

Meeti.no of Btmossa Radicals Last
Night.John Amblkk Smith's Bpekch Re¬
viewed..~A masa meeting of the Radicals of
JetTpr^n "Ward was held last night, under
the auspices of the ward club, in the old
Academy of Music, on FraQklin street. The
hall was well filled, though not crowded.
It was given out that a great many who
would have attended were prevented from
doing so by false reports and reprefeatations
put afloat by the ** disorganizes." Mr.
Benjamin Bragg Occupied the chair and con^
ducted the proceedings in an orderly and
decorous manner, though it was out of his
power to keep perfect quiet for colored
brethren were holding some sort of religious
exercises next door, or fn the near neighbor¬hood, and their rouorous voices whilst sing-ing filled tbe academy; strangely mingling
with the less pious utterances of tbe speak¬
ers.
Mr. Bragg introduced the orators of the

occasion to the audience, and the first one to

Referring to the
amendments suggested by the Legislative
Committee, wblch lately met at Orkney
Springs, be placed his emphatic condemna¬
tion upon the return to tbe viva voce system
of voting, and upon tbe poll-tax as a prere¬
quisite to voting. His tone was quite mode¬
rate, but dealt with subjects far above the
comprehension of a majority of bis hearers.
Mr. Samuel F. Maddox, Senator from the

Chesterfield district, and chairman of tbe
new District Committee, next occupied the
stage. He devoted his attention almost en¬
tirely to the troubles now dividing bis party;vindicated the action of the Convention of I
tbelGth of September ; criticised the conduct
of Humphrey's District Committee; inci¬
dentally complimented Burgess, and con¬
cluded with a hopeful view of tbe situation,and an appeal for perfect harmony. *

Mr. George M. Arnold (colored), of North
Carolina, was called for, and was promptly
brought forward by the chairman. He is
one of tbe best of the orators of his race, and
speaks with care and considerable correct¬
ness and force. Something derogatory to
his character, said by Lewis Lindsey in his
Assembly Hall speech Wednesday night, had
been repeated to him, and be was very in¬
dignant thereat. He declared that Lindsey
was ua disgruntled, no account, political
humbug," and a disgrace to bis party and to
his color. Furthermore, be intimated that
should he come In personal contact with tbe
offender, there would be something more
than mere bandying of offensive epithets.
With the exception of Mr. Arnold's allu¬
sions to Lindsey, his speech was quite digni*
tied and conciliatory.

Colonel Jobu R. Popbam was now intro¬
duced ; be forewarned the crowd that be did
not intend to make a speech, as be proposed
to pay bis respects to IIou. John Ambler
Smith at Assembly Hall to-morrow (Satur¬
day; night. He characterized Smith's game
as "beads I win, tails you loose," and closed
bis few pithy and patriotic remarks by a sort
of general invitation to all those present who
wanted to see 11 the Boy Congressman " used
up to attend bis demonstration.
Hon. Lucius H. Chandler followed Con

nel Popbam and was as fluent and felicitous
as usual. He deprecated the sentiments of
Mr. Smith in relation to carpet-baggers, and
thought that the sweepiug denunciations in¬
duced in by him were calculated to oflend
all northern settlers. What was needed in
this district was harmony and conciliation,
and he proceeded to advise how they could
best be obtained. In concluding, be told one
of bis spiciest jokes in a style that raised
much applause.
Mr. Kush Burgess succecdcd Mr. Chan¬

dler in the occupancy of tbe stage. For a

few miuutes be addressed himself to the
general questions now receiving attention
from politician*, but soon drifted into the
consideration of tbe matters at issue between
him and Smith.
