There will be no
outlet exospt by the Chesapeake and Ohio
railroad and the canal. The Chesapeake and
Obio is already tapped, and the canal is not
finished.

General Imbodcén believed that Richmond
was on the brink of a voleano, and that un.

But the uecdersigned oppose
the subscription asked for trom the city be-
cause they think that mocey used to build
another road from Ricbmond to Dublin will
be mopey injudiciously speat. If Ricbmond
should expend a million of dollars in build-
ing fitty or 4 bundred miles of this road,
they see no inducement that could be offered
to capitalists to complete it. They will see
that when you bave buili the road more than
two bundred mi'es to Dublin that you have

With these views the undersigned could not
recommend theé building of a road from
Richmoud to Cincinnati withany other gauge
than that which prevafils there and unites
that city with the other great cities of the
West, Inaccordance with these views, so far
from adopting new gauges, it is obvious that
the experience of railrond men und of the
whole country now tend to the elimnination
of all gauges but one; “Tudeed, so strong is
the feeling that it was an error to bayve more
than one gauge in this whole country—thbata
break of gauge is a tax on tbe traffic of Lhe
country—that we have seen a movement made
to make it a subject of Federal -legislation.
True, in some parts of the hilly and sparsely-
settled West it is found expedient to bave a
light, three-foot road across the country.
Still, the general feeling is to consolidate all
the existing gauged into one—that one being
the most geverally adopted. Hence, within
three or four years we have seen the road
from Cincinpati to St. Louis changed from
6 to 4.84. So also the road from Cincinnati
to Lousville; later, the Grand Trupk
railroad, in Canada; and a pln is on
foot to change the gauge of the Krie
in like manner. Is this & time, then, for
Richmond to discard all that bas been done,
and set out with 8 pew system that will not
be in barmooy with uny system with which
it is to connect? The undersigoed think it
would be unwise.
