In making their customary annual report
vour President aud Board of Directors re-
spectfully refer you to the report of the
Vice-President, submitted herewith, and the
tabular statements which accompany it, for
full information in relation to the transpor-
tation department, and to the statements of
the Treasurer, also herewith submitted, for
information in relation to the financial de-
partment of the company.
It will be observed that the local business,
particularly in freights, shows a steady in-
crease, giving satislactory assurance that
with a return of prosperity to the general
business and industries of the country, and
especinlly to the iron interests, all our ex-
peciations in relation to local business will
be more than realized.
The investigations made duriog the past
year by practical men, both of this country
avd of England, bave proved beyond con-
troversy that in mo other section of the
United States are fonnd in such inexbausti-
ble quantities iron ores of every grade, from
the superior ‘black-band ore,” such as
“Scoteh pig” is made from, and ‘¢ bema-
tite,” which is found in great abundance,
down to the inferior grades, and bituminous
conl of every variety, from cannel—compar-
ing favorably with the besi varieties of
Euglish and Scotch—down to the inferior
qualities,
These beds of iron ore and deposits of
coal being found almost universally at levels
above the grade of the railroad, can be
worked and placed in the cars by gravity
for transportation more cheaply than else-
where,

Experiments made during the past year
have proven conclusively that coke of a very
superior quality can be manufactured at va-
rious points on the line of our road at less
cost than elsewhere, and there is no doubt
that when suitable arrangements are per-
fected for its production on a large scale the
revenues of the company will be largely in-
creased by the transportation of that article.

The experiments of the past year have

alzo proven that pig-iron of superior quali-
ties can be producad on the line of our road
at less cost than elsewhere,and it is needless
to add that with this fact ascertained and
demonstrated it will not be long after a de-
wand for iron in its various forms is re-
established before blast-furnaces, foundries,,
rolling-mills, and industries collateral there-
to, will be established at available points, all
contributing to the local tratfic of the road.
The-Tact is also becomring more zeneralty|
known that in no other section of Lhe coun-
try accessible by railroad is found so vast
tracts of timber-lands, especially of oak,
walput, and yellow poplar. It only awaits
the revival of a demand for lumber, staves,!
ship-timber, &c., when these extensive forests
will contribute very largely to the reveunues
of the vompany. :
The experience of the past year has
demonstrated more conclusively than before
the absolute necessity of connection by rail
from the western terminus of our road with
roads already establisbed and in operation.
The Qhio river will always be a valuable
suxiliary to our road, and will bring to usa
large amount of traffic, whether we have
cospection with the West and Southwest by
rail or not; but the uncertainty of its being
in a pavigable condition for the larger class
of boats, and in exceptional seasons (like
the last) for even the swaller class of boats,
shows conclusively that we cannot hopeta
secure a reasonable share of . the ‘¢ through
traftic ” (passenger and [reight) which natu-
rally belgngs to our road—by every consid-
eration ol locality, convenience, and econo-
my—urtii we have such connection by rail
established.

The importance of such connection is fully
appreciated by sour President and Board of
Directors, and also the importance of the
continuation of our line down the peninsula
to deep water. Both of these important in-
terests will command their attention so soon
as the company is relieved of its present
financial embarrassments, :

The propositions of the company, referred
to in its Iast annual report, for funding its
floating indebtedness and a portion of the
interest on Its mortgage debt into income
bonds bave been assented to by a large ma-
jority,in amount of each class of creditors;
but your President and Board of Directors
regret to say that a number of credilors of
each class suffeient in amount to involve the
failure of the plan bave thus fur withheld
their assent.

Your President and Board of Directors
deem i proper to say in this connection that
the future of this great enterprise, which has
cost so much labor and so much money, and.
in which so vast interestsiare involved, de-
pends now upon the final decision of _those
bondliolders and other creditors whe have
not yet assented to the proposed terms of
settlement. They also deem it proper
to say that they have carefully considered
eyery . suggestion tbat has been, made ‘to
them by parlies in interest having a
different plan of settlement in view,
and that while they would willingly
and gladly adopt any other plan which they
were convinced wus feasiple, equitable, and
better for all interests than the one they have
proposed, and which has been found accepts-
ble to'a large mejority in interest, yet they
are constrained to say, being themselves

PASSENGER BUSINES3. -

The small increase in passenger business is
attribulable in great measure to the protract-
ed interruption of -the pavigation of the
Ohio river by the uuprecedented low stage
of water that has obtained during the sum-
mer and autumn months. Itisscarcely pro-
bable that we will again'shortly have a re-
currence of such a drought.

FREIGHT BUSINESS.

When we consider the fact that the in-
crease of freight upon the road is mainly due
to the increased development of the resources
of the country through which it rung, and
that, too. in the face of a stagnation which
for twelve months has almost paralyzed all
business enterprises, we bave reason to con-
gratolate those interested in the road on the
indications it affords of future prosperity.

Many new enterprises for the develepient
and working of the coal and iron iniercsts
of the line ars just completing their works,
and will ir a short time be forwarding over
the road the prodpets of their miues aud
furnaces. :

The manufacture of .coke at many of the
coal mines has been most successfully under-
tuken, and a coke of unsurpassed quality pro-
duced. The production is already considera-
ble, and extensive arrapgements are being
made for an incresse of the production. It
is found that the slack coal can be 'readily
utilized by coking, and thus the miuves and
the railroad company will alike derive profit
from what bas heretofore been regarded as of
no value at these mines. 54

The lumbering busivess on our line Is as-
suming very considerable proportions, and I
am assured by some of the most extensive
lumbermen of .the country that there is
scarcely in the United States left such & body
of ouk and poplar timber-land, both as to
quantity and quality, as that penetrated by
our line. Nor are the white pine forests in
the tributaries of the Greenbrier to be disre-
garded in estimating the revenues of (the
road.

We have concluded a much more satis-
fuctory arrangement than has heretofore ex-
isted for tramsportation of passengers and
freicht by steamers on the Obio between’
Huntington and Cincinnati, by which we are
put in connection with the whole railway

-system.of the. North, Central and Soutb-

west, andl bave consummated a most safisfac.
tory arrangement with a first-class barge-line
for transportation of freight by barges (rom
St. Louis and intermediate river points to
and from our depdts at’ Huptington. With,
these arrangements we haye a right to anti-|
cipate the handling, at paying rates, of a fair
proportion of the products of the West ; and
with these and the promised increase of our
local business we are justified in anticipating
a prosperous freight-year and a fixed future
business. i
THE ROADWAY

is in better condition than it bas ever been-
Tiwo temporary tracks on Second New River
division that were a source of hindranceand
expense have been gotten out of the way,
and the track is laid in ils proper bed,

We bave within the past fiscal year relaid
13 45-100 miles of the road with steel ralls,
and have substituted 183 miles of worn track
with -old rails of a better quality, and .bave
constructed 16 42-100 miles of new sidinge,
in which we used old ruils, YWe have put
110,987 cross-ties in the main track, and 83,-
686 in side tracks, Of those putin the msin
track very much the larger proportion were
put in where the'iron was old, with a view
to giving it more strength and durabilityj

_General Joseph R. Auderson, from the
committee appointed to consider the report:
of the president and esccompanying docu-
ments, submitted the followlng report:

The committee fo whom was referred the
reports of the president and vice-president
beg leaye respectfully to report:-

That tbey regret to find from the presi-
dent’s report that & portion of the creditors
have mot yet acccpted the terms of settle-
ment propescd by the Board. Your com-
mittee do not see any way of protecting a
large portion of the creditors (perhaps a
majority in amount) from total loss but by
all the creditors accepting the terms. While
there is reason to believe thata judicious
postpoucment of all obligations of the com-
peny, including interest onm' its bonds, will
with good mapagzement develop traffic
enough bLetween Riehmond and the Ohio
river to puy the intercst on the bonds now
outstanding a¢ well as on those into which
it is propescd to fund the present floating
debt and accruing iuterest. time does ot
allow a detailed statement ol the grounds on
which this opinion is based. p

Dut all ereditors and stockholders may
.work out the problem by the data which
has to be given very hastily in the brief re-
cess to which we are confined. .

In this cstimate let us neglect all revenue

to be derived from the products of the soil
and of the forest, from merchandise of every
description, from live stock, from travel and
the mnail, and from all minerals except coal
and iron. Let us estimate the revenue from
these two articles alone, neglecting every
other source. -
* We obgerve from the last’ report of the
Bultimore and Ohio Railroad Company that
has attracted our attention tbal their coal
tonpage in 1872 reached 2,500,000 tons. Con-
gidering the almost unparalleled quantity and
quality of the coals through which your road
passes—their adaptation to almost every use
for which fuel is wanted, and espzcially (both
in the raw state and as coke) to the smeliing
of iron ores and manufacture of iron gene-
rally—it is not deemed unreesonable to esti-
mate that in a period of ten years, very
likely of five, your coal tonnuge ' may
reach two and a half millions of tons
per anpum. At one cent per ton per mile
this would yield a gross revenue of £8,750,-
000, And assuming twenty per cent, to be
the net eprnings on coal, and we find the
average cost of* transportationon the Penn-
sylvania railroad is eight-tenths of a cent
per ton per, mile, we bave 1,750,000
from this source. met. It i3 estimated
that each blast »furnace inaking 10,-
000 tons of iron adds $100,000 per.
anpum to the receipts of your road.
Estimate that tweuly of these are put in:
operation in the game period (which is not
extravagant considering the great develop-
ment of ores already made and the abun-
dance of limestone), and we have from iron
a gross revenue of $2,000,000, Assume
thirty per cent. of this net, or §600,000,
which, added to the estimated net earnings
from coal, gives us $2,850,000 net receipts
from these two articles—more than enough
to pay the interest on all the existing debt
and the bonds into which it is necessary to
fund the interest for three years,

“If, thep, we may estimate these results from
two articles, it is well to consider how bril-
liant are the prospects of the company from
all sources when its western connections are
completed.

1t seems to your committee that they are
promising enough to secure the promptac-
quiescence of every creditor in such meas-
ures as appear to be Becessary to secure the
western connections and save the company.

Your committee think there is much in
the report of the vice-president to encour-:
age the creditors and fricnds of the road gen+
erally to hope tbat the road may eventually
be & success when the ‘connections.are coms-
pleted. i

In the midst'of the general and uoparal-
leled stagnation that bas prevailed during the
vear in all branches of business,itis doing 8
zood deal to preservethe existence ofthe great
enterprise and show an increase of earnings
as compared with the preceding. year of
$249 681.21. Your committee consider this
as an earnest of what may be expected if sl
the creditors unite upon & plan that will re.
lieve the company from its financial troubles
until it hss time to make its connections and
develop the business to which from its locas
tion it Is legitimately entitled. !

Your committee, in conclusion, respect
fully recommend to the stockbolders the
‘ndoption of the following resolutions :
