ber of deaths for that year at 2,037—showing
a decrease in 1874 of 464. ‘Ibe still-borns
for 1873 vumbered 167T—sbowing un increase
for 1874 of 24.

Our city bas been bappily blessed during
the past year in haying no visilations from
epidemie or contagious diseases, only one
death .baviog occurred from variela; while
in 1878 there were 28 deaths (row small-pox

The (eaths from diphtheria: were 82;
while in 1873 sixty-six persons died from this
disease, Typhoid fever in 1874 caused 49
deaths. In’ 1873 the deaths from the same
disease were 75. Diarrbazi—acute and chro-
nic—caused 66 deaths; a falling off from
1813 of 7, although the disease in the three
previous. years has been marked by an in-
crease, Thenumber of deaths from cholera-
infaotum was 96. Although.the mortality
from this dizeuse hnd largely increased each
year {rom 1871 to 1873, in 1874 there was a
corresponding decrease, lhe number being
49 less than iu 1873. Alcoholism i3 assigoed
as the cause of death in ouly four cases—a
falling.off from previous years of more thzn
fifty per cent.

Coosumption bas caused 227 deatbs, or
one-seventh of the whole number reported
for the year, In 1873 there were 239 deaths
{rom the same cause; in 1872 Lhcre were
197, aad in 1871 there were 185. Total for
four years, 848, . The deatbs Irom pueumo-
nia numbered 87—a decrease from .1873 of
922; heart-disease, 69 —anincrease of 4 ; con-
vulsions, 53—a decrease of 4." Fifty-nine
persons died from old age. Thirty-one bave
died violent deatbs, such as drowning, sui-
cide, wounds, burps, and scalds, and other
casualties. Of &hildren between the agesof
one day and three jears, 644, or over two-
fifths of the whole, bave died, The dexths
this year also include four centenarians.
The mortality between the two sexes bas
been as pearly equal as it could possibly bave
been—791 malesand 792 females.. Ooe bun-
dred and four deaths bave occurred among
our foreign population. The greatcst num-
ber of deaths in any oue mooth occurred if
July—174 being reported; wbile the smail-
est number (94) occurred in April.
