Patrons of Husbandry.

ANNUAL MEETING OF STATE GRANGE.

The second annual meeting of the State
Grange, Patrons of Husbandry, met yester-
day in the large ball over the store of Levy
Brothers. About 150 delegates were in at-
tendance. - It is expected that many more—
having been detained by stress of weather--
svill report to-day.

The Grange was called “to order at 11
o’cloek by Master J. W. White,

The following officers answered to their
names: Master, J. W. White; Overseer pro
tem., J. W. Southall; Lecturer, dJ. W. Mor-
tou; Steward, William McComb; Assistant
Steward pro tem., C. T. Sutherlin ; Chap-
lain pro tem,, Dr, William T. Walker; Trea-
surer, W. B. Westbrook; Gatekeeper, J.J.
Wilkinson,

William Taylor, of Clarke county, Over-
seer of the State Grange, tendered his resig-
nation, which was accepted.

The examination of credentials occupfed
much of tbe time of the Grange during the
morning session.

The Mnster made his aonual report, an
abstract of which we publish below :
Master’s Annual Report,
Drothers of the Slate Grange:

Through the beneficence of an all-wise
Providence, we, tillers of the soil, are per-
mitted to assemble for the first time in annual
session in the history of our Order to con-
sider, deliberate, and discuss questions rela-
ting to our peculiar interests and.daily voca-
tions., Coming as we do [rom every quarter
ol thig great Commonwealth, representing
every portion of the State from the seaboard
to the mountains, united in one common in-
terest, it is most mete and proper that we in-
yoke harmony and concord, practice forbear-
ance and charity, cultivate hope and fidelity.
I congratulute you to-day on the rapid pro-
aress of our Order in the State. One ycar
a0 the State Grange was organized with ten
Granges,  Since then Lthe number of surbor-
dinate Granges within our jurisdiction Laus
increased 10 —.

In conscquence of this large incresse in
our numbers it was thought it would be nc-
cessary to adopt the expedient ofiered by
the Executive Committee of the National
Grange, which allows the Exccutive Coni-
mittees ol the respective Granges to reduce
the number of representatives iu the Etete
Grange upon such busis as the eireumstances
of cach case might require. Your Ixecu-
tive Committee concluded, thougb the nut.
ber would be large and uoawieldy, that the
interest and good of the Order mizlit be
promoted and advanced by pot interfering
with its representation, aud allow each sub-
ordinate Grunge to be represented st our
first annual meeting,

Some legisltion redveing your represents-
tion in the State Grange for your future scs-
sions will be necessary,

It must be apparent to all, with the rapidi-
ty the Order is growing in the Slate, it
would be utterly impossible in an assem-
blage composed of one representative from
each subordinate Gravge to transact busi-
ness with cither wisdom or dispatch. Be-
sides, the expenses of such a convention
would be too heavy a tux upon the members
of tue Order.

The eonstitutional smendments submitted
to vou aund voted upon ot an extra session
beld in this city on the 81st of Mareh, 1874,
buve pol yet been ratilied by the required
number of Graness, ‘This unavoidable delay
has very much impeded our progress in
¢ffeeting our business relations, The estab-
lishment of County and District Granges
autborized by lbose amendments has not
been pe: fected,

The necessity for some organizition inler-
mediate between the State and subordinate
Granges has been so gencrally felt through-
out the Order that I have recommended the
establisbment of such Granges, which have
been found of great value in aczowplishing
the auxiliary designsof the Order. :

Wkhere they bave been formed the Order
bas been strengthened and muceh peeupiary
Lenelits received by the members. There is
but one opinionas to the necessity of theseor-
guniz wions, and soon they cun be established
with full constitutional autbority, I would
suggest, to facilitale these organizations, that
vou adopt this or some similar resolution :

“ As soon as the sceretary of the State
Grange is notified of toe ratitication of the
amendwents to the constitution of the Na-
tionul Grange by the proper authority, your
Executive Committee be autherized to estub-
lish regulations for the organizition of
Couuty and District Granges.”

The report of your Executive Committce
will inform vou as to what bas been done in
the matter of agencies and cotperation, This
has been the most dificult part of our work,
and has oceusioned more disappointment
than any other feature of our Order. There
are two prominent reasons that have led to
this disuppointment. 1st. There is a mizun-
derstanding which seems to prevail in regard
Lo duties ol Patrons to ench other and to the
Order. They seem to forget that our organic
law provides for an association intended for
celiperative purposes, each part of which is
dependent upon some other to make it cf-
fective. ‘I'bese parts, taken singly, arc weak 3
ln_lt whin all are combined make a machine
of wondrous power and utility. They lose
sight of our business purpose. It is prom-
inently set forth—that of * meetiog together,
lulking together, working touetlier, buying
together, selling together, and in general act-
ing together for our wutual protection and
advancement,”  2d, The system adopted by
your Exceutive Committee is totaly defee-
tive. 1t fuils to furmsh the members wilh
the necessary business information, and can-
not make the necessary business negotia-
tions that the interest of the Order demaod,
and totally fails in coGperative action with
the agents of other States,

Tuese defec's are to none more glaring
than to your Executive Connnittee, und
while it was upsatisfactory to them, they
knew they bad no coustitulional authority
to adopt u better, but have waited with im-
patience your meetiog, boping you would
take hold of this subject aud adjust it to
weet the wants of the vrder,

It will be necessary to make some change
in your system of depulies, and provide
some additionsl mode of paying tbewm.
Daring the pust year we have employed
deputies in the dissemination of the Urder,
and the rapid multiplication of Granges
in the State is largely due to Lbeir efli-
ciency.  Up to this time these positions have
often been sources of revenue to Lhe State
Grange, and have ulways been sel(-sustain-
ing by the dues the deputies received frow
{he new Granges; but such will not be the
case in many of the counties that bave the
full number of Grauges. In such counties
jn the future the prosperity of the Order is
to be expected in conserving and st1 epngthen-
ing the Granges ulready in existence. )

1 have for some time been impressed with
the importance to the machivery of our Or-
der of a medium of cowmunication tbrough
which mutters of general interest wight be
{ransmilted to our members without the te-
dious, expensive, and labol ious process of
private correspoundence. The necessity ot
some sueh medium induced the Exceutive
Committee Lo issue a cireular letter to the
subordinate Grunges tending to theé estab-
lisbwent of an organ for the Order. The
proposition received favor from many of the
Granges, but finding it would not be possie
ble to establish sueh a paper before this our
annual meeting, induced them to make lerms
with Dr. Dickinson, the proprietor of the
Southern Planter and Farmer, with Colonel
P. (. KHuffin us editor, Lo be-used asthe orgun
until our meeting, when we were induced
to believe it would receive that consideration
apd favor at your hands that would result
in permapently establishing & paper for the
Order, It i3 needed not only usa chanpel
of communication between the oificers
of the State Girange, but the members
of the Order feel tbe want of un orgun,
through which they may confer with each
other. The tendency of a common Orgun
will pe to unite the {armers and-build up J

the Order throughout the State. We shall
through its columns become better acquaint-
ed and be brought more in sympathy with
each other, Its regular visits will increase
our interest in the Grange by keeping us
constantly advised of its progress, Idonot
propose to discuss the advantages of an or-
gdn or the plan upon which one shall be
conducted, but to ask that it receive such
consideration at your: hands as its import-
ance demands: :

I call your attention to the necessity of
taking some action by which your State,
district, and county subordinate Granges can
be cheaply incorporated, It would sfford
protection and security to the property of
the Grange, and patrons would be indemni-
fied agaiost any loss in their busivess trans-
uctions with their busipess agents.

Among the suhjects that will claim your
attention there is probably none of more
practical importance than that of commer-
cial fertilizers. The amount of money an-
pually expended by the furmers of Virginia
in their purchase, and the extent of fraud
which is being practiced upon them by
speculators in the sale of worthless com-
pounds, is startling and alarming, Still, I
feel confident that commercial fertilizers
will be largely used by our {armers not«
withstanding all the frauds practiced upon
tbem. I feel satisfied that successful agricul-
ture in our State can ounly be attained by a
liberal use of an_hopestly made superphos-
phate, sold at reasonable-18es.; -L.claim itis
a duty we owe ourselves and the wlole
agricultural interest of the country to at-
tempt some means of reforming the frauds
and abuses of the trade in these arficles,

Iam aware this subject has received much of
your attention in your subordinate Granges.
Your Executive Committee have disposed
of this suhject in its sestions, and bave
taken steps, as far as tbey could, to protect
you; bug they Lgd no autbority to inaugu-
rale means to entirely rclicve you. And
if they bud,thcey weunld bave been unable
to pledge your coiperation awd support,
which would hiave been pecessery to have
insured success, but were coufined io their
labors to making the best terms they could
with existing manulaciurers Lo furnish you
their own sunerpbo:phates, made by Lbeir
own forizuies, trusting and believing when
vou met in apuual session you would give
this sreat, subject the cousideration its im-
portanec demands.

J return you wmy siocere thanks for your
promyt and timeiy reiiel rendered the desti-
iute and sufiering mswbers of our Order in
Lovitiena, Littie do we koow the suflering
and grief that wasturned to gladpess in Lhose
destitule sections of our kouthern country
by the timely assistacee reondercd by our
Urder.  Again ure we called upon by our
destitute and suftfering brotherbood in Ne-
brasha, caused by tbe ravuges of the grasg-
hopper, Many sections of the State were leita
perfect wuste, Without timely wid none can
tell the sufiring of those people durivg the
present winter, I know you will be switt
in discharging so boly a duty, end ia so
doingz exhibiting the truth ot boly Scripture,
when it declures it is more blessed to give
than to receive. Suchacts of brotherly Kind-
ness will commend our Order to the patriot
and philunthropist,

The yeur just closed (the first of the Order
in the State) has been ope of orgauizition,
It bas taken alwost our entire time, With
thorough organizition our business rela-
tions wouid be more easily adjusted, Now,
to you, gentlemen, tbhe cuosen represcnta-
tives of toe Order, is assigned the duty of
shaping sad peifecting our Dbusivess rela-
tions. This isan important und 1esponsible
trust, In your baudsis tbe destiny of this
Order in Virginia. With you 1t rests to be
seen 1f agriculturists can form cciperative
associations. ‘1'be Order is looking anxiouss
ly but with confidence, and hope you can,
and in your wisdem will, inaugurate sowme
system of agriculiural reform that will work
their own sustenation, and iostil new lifeand
energy thronghout thie¢ old and great Com-
monwealth, Patrons, I believe we can. We
bave already much to encourage us in this
great work in which we are engaged.

My confidence is unshuken andioereasing
in this Order, Upon the agricultural pros-
perity of the country rests all true natural
prosperity. A more enlightenedand higher
deyelopment of ugriculture does not only
benecfic the agriculturist, but throws a cor-
responding benelit upon all other trades
apnd professions. I firmly believe this Or-
der, with the blessing of Providence, is
destined to do mueh towards renovatingand
restoring society, and purilying the political
atmosphere of this whole country. Alresdy
is seen sectional prejudices receding under
the iufluences of its enlightened rays, 1f
we, us agriculturalists, identitied in one
common interest, united in one common
vrotherbood, knowing no North, no South,
no East, and no West, and go forward
in our eobperative strength with an
honest purpose ol retrenchment und reform,
and be true to ourselves and the obligations
we have taken, no one can tell thecareer of
usefulness that awaits this great Order. Then
let me, in the name of our Order dnd the
great joterests you represent, invoke your
earnest attention to the business before you,

Heport of Executive Commitiee,

The Executive Committee made a lengthy
and able report, It urges the procurance of
a charter from the Legislature for the State
Grange. reciting the advantages which will
acerue therefrom ; notices the appointment
of certain business agents; states that the
Stute Grange of North Curolina has adopted
the agents appointed in Richwond, Norfolk,
and Petersburg; states what has been doue
in the matter of un orgun for the Order, and
sives a general review of the business done
by the committee since the last anpual meet-
ing und the business arrapgewents for the
future.

The committee sta'e in regard to

FERTILIZERS.

The guestion how the farmers and plant-
ers ol \ irginia ean be supplied with reliable
and efiicacious fertilizers on the most reason-
able terws is one that has given the commit-
tee a great deal of trouble.

Onpt of the chiel difficulties connected with
this subject grows out of the tact that we
have in this Stute that diversity of soil, cli-
mate, und production which makes necessary
a diversity ot fertilizisag elements. Hence
we tind that in some scctions of this State
fertilizers bave Leen introduced and are beld
in high estimaition, while in other sections
they do pot produce any valuable results.
But in making a cureful survey of the whole
tield it will pe found that there uare just
five elements, or combinations of Lhese ele-
ments, whichscem te be etlicacious as arti-
ficial fertilizers in the production of crops.
The-e are lime, pluster, potash, phosphoric
acid, and ammouis. Tbe two first of these
are abundant avd cheap in all of our war-
kets, und must be made the basis of all sue-
cesstul ugriculture in lurge seciions of the
State; yef, in a considerable portion of the
Piedwont district they do not produce uny
appreciable effect, Tue third possesses con-
siderabl¢ value, both alone and in combina-

tion, upon all the lighter linds of Eustern
Virginia, especially in tbe production of

roots, tobaceo, and cotton 3 but.as the latter
¢lements (phosphoric uaid and ammonia)

produce a still more murked effect
upon these same hLinds it necd only
be considered in combinition  Wilh
them. Since thbe discovery of the potash

mines at —, in Germaoy, the supply is
upundant aod comparatively cheap. The
Lwo substances possessing the greatest value
us fertilizing elements, and which are at the
game time the most expensive and of the
most universal application, are smmonia and
phosphoric seid. Now, il these are [nets—
aud your committee do not think they can
be gainssid —then we have ooe simple rule
for ascertaining tbe value of eyery commer-
cinl fertilizer—viz., given the commereiul
value of these several elements and the unit
per cent, or number of pounds of them con-
{ained in a ton of any specified article we
bave the commercial value of that article.
1ts agricultural value will be somewhat

moditied by circumstances, not always de-

terminable, but sufficiently so for all practi-
cal purposes,

The terms and conditions upon which Pe-
ruvian guano is sold are fixed by the Peru-
vian Government. The price is regulated by
the pumber of tons taken, and must be paid
for in gold or its equivalent. 1In a letter re-
ceived from the agents they say:

_“Our present supplies consist almost en-
urqiy of Guapape guano, tbe ‘recelpts aof
Chincha having been for some time past sus-
pended, as the deposits have been exhausted,
and bence no more will be shipped from the
islands.” :

FARMERS' EXCHANGE.

The importance of establishing a Farmers’
Exchaoge and Reading-Room in the city of
Richmond at the earliest practicable moment
eannot be over-estimated. The example set
by the County Grange of Augustain raising
$30,000 for a similar enterprise i8 werthy of
all imitation, Should the State Grunge pot
entertain this proposition it is to be hoped
that the suuject will not be overlooked by
the District Grange of Richmond.

The experience of your committee in con-
ducting the business affairs of the Order con-
vinces them that the suceess of this Grange
movement depends to a large extent upon
separate and independent action. If we
would make advantageous terms with other
classes in society who are arrayed io hostility
to us we must not only be independent, but
must also be in a condition to command
them. We'believe, moreover, that the estab-
lishment of one Grange warehouse in the
city of Richmond would go very fur towards
golving the problem of the inspection-laws,
We must meet combination by combination,
and cobperation with coijperation,

The committee conclude their report thus ;
It must b_e borne in mind by bretbren that
the benefita ‘to be derived from our Order
cun only be secured by a strict observance of
its obligations and a rigid sadoerence to its
principles. It is gratifying to beable tostate
that one solitary Grange of the 457 in the
State, recognizing the lorce of these truths,
to say notbhins of other benefits, have been
able to save in their business trapsactions
£50,000—a sum more than doudle the entire
expense of organizing and equipping all the
Granges and administering the aftuirs of the
Order in Virginia, Let us, then, take fresh
couraee, and press on in this great and glo-
rious work until the tillers of the soil shall
be disenthralled from the yoke of bondage
which has held them for centuries, and rise
to the<highest positions of social 1efinement
and intellectual improvement,

SALARIES,

We do not hold the doctrizethat efficient
service can only be bad for pecuniary cowpen-
sation, nor that the zeul and fidelity of ¢ fli-
cers are in proportion to the salaries re-
ceived. On the other hand, we belirve that
the best officers are those who are it fluenced
by a love of the ciuse nnd an honoravle po-
sition, rather than from any cmolument to
be derived from it. The most fuitkful acd
efficient public servants we have ever
kunown were the justices under the old
Copstitution, who gave their services
to the  State without pecuniary com-
pensation. We believe thut no better safe-
guard could be provided for the protcetion
of our rights and preservation of our liber-
ties than to make a seat in ooe of our legis-
lative balls a position of honor instead of one
of emolument, It would Introduce into our
government an element of conservatisn:
which would not be secured in any other
manner.

We bave a bappy illustration of this prin-
ciple in the fact thut the Worthy Master and
Treazurer of the State Grange have dis-
charged the duties of their offices for the
past year without compensatton.

The reports were referred to appropriate
commirtees, )

During the evening session a very larze
number of resolutions on various subjeets,
but a!l relating to Lhe great objects of the
organization, were offered and uppropriately
reierred. -

Deatn oF Mg, HarrorF.—Mr. F. A, Hat-
torf, of this city, died yesterday morning, in
the fifty-seventh year of bis age.
