LOCAL MATTERS.

Caccus on tiik Public- I)kbt Question..
Fifty or sixty members of the General As¬
sembly, Conservatives and Radicals, had a

conference in the hall of the House of Dele¬
gates last night to consider the public-debt
question, The Supreme Court of Appeals
having declared tho funding bill constitu¬
tional, and all attempt* to effect a comprot
mi-c with creditors baviug failed, in the
opinion of these gentlemen a necessity
has arisen which calls for some action to be
taken to force a compromise with creditors.
Major .1. II. I/icy, member of the House of
Iielegates from Spotsylvania, presided at the
tirst conferencc, held about ten days ago at
the St. James Hotel, and at that of last night.
A reporter of the press having applied for
admittance to the hall, the question was

submitted to the meeting, and a lively
discus-ion ensued. Messrs. Armstrong of
Rockbridge, and Holbrook of Wythe, and
others, were willing to lift the veil of secrecy.
t>ut Messrs. Foster of Norfolk, Fulkerson of
Washington county, and Lacy of New Kent,
and others, were not, and the hitter's views
prevailed. Not only were the members of
the press excluded, but each person present
undertook to keep within his own breast the
utterances of his associates and of himself.
There were a number of gloomy
speeches on the liuancial situation of
the State. The funding bill was derided
and denounced, as it has been a thousand
times before. It was agreed unanimously
that the rate of taxation, which Ls tilty ccats
on the SI 00, is as high as the people can

bear. With like unanimity it was resolved
that ir will be impossible to pay even four
percent, interest per annum on the public
debt with the revenue which this rate brings
into the Treasury, and the coupons being
received for taxes. Then the query arose,
.. What shall we do to be saved?*' .Nobody was
able to present a satisfactory auswer. lint a

committer, consisting iu part of Messrs. Ful¬
kerson. Quesenberry of Carolina, and Me-
(ioninal oi Surry, wa- appointed to prepare
a plan to meet the emergency. Judge Lacy,
of New Kent, was named as one of the
members of ihe committee, but Senator
I'ridt more suggested that as this was not a

party movement it would be well to have a

Republican on the committee. Thereupon,
by general consent, Mr. Mcfronigal, of Sur¬
ry. was substituted forjudge Lacy, and the
conference, or caucus, adjourned to meet
again at the same place on .Monday evening
uext at t> o'clock.

Inspection ok Tobacco..The Question
Before the Special Committee..Auother
meeting of the special joint committeeof the
two houses of the General Assembly ap¬
pointed to consider the matter of tobacco
inspections took place in the Senate chamber
last night, Hon. Robert L. Montague, cf
Middlesex, occupying the ch.iir.

ricksburg, and Baltimore.'

Planter and Farmer.

4. That so much of the report of tbe Ex¬
ecutive Committee as relates to a *. business
system " for the Order be referred to the
Committee on Constitution and Dy-Liws,
to report at the next annual meeting, or to- a
called meeting ol the Grange.

5. That we approve the business arrange¬
ments entered into by the Executive Com¬
mittee, but to render tbt-m etl'ectual for the
good of the Order your committee recom¬
mend that in buying and selling, all local
Granges should combine and act together re¬

spectively, and through the local ogcucics
established by the Executive Committee, as
far as practicable.

6. That so much of the report of the Ex¬
ecutive Committee as relates to the subject
ot fertilizers be referred to a special commit¬
tee of five members, with instructions to re¬

port to the Executive Committee as soon as

practicable.
7. That so much of tbe report of the

Executive Committee as relates to printing
is approvid by your committee, aud espe¬
cially that portion of the same which pro¬
poses a committee to prepare u uniform sys¬
tem of by-laws for subordinate Granges. S:t.

S. In regard to questions and appeals the
Executive Committee seem to have dis¬
charged the duties imposed on them in a
faithlul and judicious manner, and your
committee have r.o suggestions to make upon
that >ul jeet.

9. On the question of salaries your com¬
mittee do not entirely concur with the Exe¬
cutive Committee, but considering the feeble
condition of the Order at present recom¬
mend tbat a special committee of three mem¬
bers be namud to consider the subject and
report to the next annual meeting of this
u range.

SUBJECTS FOK TIIE NATIONAL GRANGE.

Q'lite an animated discussion arose during
the morning bourupoti sundry propositions
memorializing the National Grange to so
ajter tbe law as to allow other than Ma>fers
of subordinate Granges to represent tbem
in the Slate Grange. The memorials were
finally adopted.

tkansportation committee's report.
The Committee on Transportation made

(he following report; which was unani¬
mously adopted and ordered to be pub¬
lished:
The Committee on Transportation have

had under consideration the subject referred
to them, and*beg leave to submit the follow¬
ing report to the Convention :
One great evil under wbieh tbe agricul¬

ture of our State and of the whole country is
languishing is the want of proper facilities
for transportation. The expenses of trans¬
portation in some instances are so great as
to absolutely prohibit the movement of the
products of the soil; in others, a large pro¬
portion of tbe value of such products is piid
to the transporter. 1> the remote West and
Northwest it is not uncommon to burn corn
lor fuel. The farmer cannot atlord to send
his corn to the Eastern marker, and he can¬
not alford to pay the cost of moving* to his
farm the coal or the wood which he requires.
We are told in the report (*ee page 117) of
the Senate Select Committee on Transporta¬
tion Routes to the Seaboard that it
costs now more than 45 ceuts to send
a bushel of wheat from the Missis¬
sippi to the seaboard; and the Western
larnier represents that, with proper trans¬
portation facilities, it ought not to cost more
than 20 cents. This is tor a distance of (saj)
1,200 miles. Forty-live cents a bushel for
1,^00 miles is §15 a ton, and I j cents per Ion
per mile. This tbe Western farmer complaius
of, and justly ; for it is perfectly true that the
woik ought to be done, as he alleges, for 20
cents a bushel, which is but little over 5
mills per ton per mile. The Virginia farmer
pays on his wheat, and corn, and other pro¬
ducts, on an average, froqj 4 to 5 cents per
ton per mile lo get tbem to maiket. For a

hundred miles the average charge is about
$5 per ton, or about 15 cents a bushel. If
the charge for transportation were only 1
cent per ton per mile, in-teadof 5, tbe sa vim:
ou each bushel for 100 miles would be 12
cents. If we suppose the average wheat
crop of Virginia to be 10.000,000 bushels,
and that only oue-tbird of it is moved
one hundred miles, the annual tax on the
farmer in this article alone amounts to §100,-
000. The' exorbitant charges ou our corn,
and our tobacco, and all of our other farm
products, are to be added. It is a reasonable
conjecture that the farmers of Virginia, in
their present struggling and impoverished
condition, pay an annual tax of this sort of
a million and a half or two millions of dol¬
lars to tbe railroad-!. It is replied by the
railroad companies that they cannot work at
lower rates and maintain their roads. It Is
true, however, that at the preseut time the
Chesapeake and Ohio railroad is transporting
wheat from Huntington to Richmond for 15
cents a bushel, which (the distance being 421
miles) it! about 11 mills per ton per mile.
And yet from Louisi Courthouse, or Char*
lotiusville, or Staunton, the charge is, we

believe, ubout 5 cents a ton a mile. It
is the same with coal; The Chesapeake
and Ohio road is delivering Quiunimont
coal at its wharves here in Richmond to ves¬
sel* at tlie rate of 1 cent, per ton per mile

for tlie transportation. Tt appears, there¬
fore, tbat our railroads are working for 1C
or 11 mills per ton per mile for tho'e
outside of the State., while our ovyn peoplehave to pay fivo times these prices for the
transportation of their products and that ol
the commodities purchased and consumed
by them. It is evident that either the rail,
roads can work for 1 cent per ton per
milder that the losses incurred by them on
their through traffic are made up by layingadditional burdens on the farmers of the
State. In the State of New York the Erie
canal has always been the regulator of the
railroads, and invariably a<» the winter sets
in, and the canal is blocked by Ice, they
put up their rates 40 per cent. It
is believed that the completion of the
James River canal would have a similar ef¬
fect in- Virginia. The rates of transportation
by water are nece-saHly cheaper than the rail¬
roads can afford ; and a river- course or a canal
has this marked advantage over a railroad or

a number of railroads: tbat the latter invari¬
ably become a monopoly, while the water¬
course is like a public highway, on which all
may travel. The rates of transportation on
the Mississippi and the Ohio rivers when
there is plenty of water are not more tban
1 £ or 2 mills per ton per mile. The present
rate3 on the Erie canal, exclusive of tolls, are
about 8 mills per ton per mile by the horse-
boats. But the rates on tbis canal are con¬
siderably greater tban they would otherwise
be", in consequence of the boats being coin
pelled to lie idle four and a half montha
in the year. The 6eason of navigation in
only some two hundred ani twenty-five
days. The charge on a bushel of wheat
from Buffalo, to New York has been for
the past live years about 12 ceuts, in¬
cluding tolls. A great revolution is now
in progress, however, on the Erie canal.
After contiuutd experiment? for four years it
has been demonstrated beyond all doubt that
steam can be successfully substituted for
animal power, and already there are some ten
or twelve steam-propellers running on the
canal. rl besc during the past sea-on have
been, it is stated by a Hew York paper, car¬

rying wheat from Buffalo to N< w York for
E> cents a busbei, which is less thau half
the ehajyes by the horse-boat*. These
steamers inal«.e also double the speed made by
the horse-bouts, and are securing rrturn car-

jof? of general merchandise which have
Heretofore beeu monopolized by the railroads.
The scbemc lor the completion of the

Jan^ s lihtr j-uci Kanawha canal contem¬
plates much larger boats than those now
use;*! ou the Erie canal ; and this will also
materially diminish the cost of trausporta-
:;ol. It is believed tbat with boats of 345
:ons and steam on the canal the charges, in¬
cluding tolls, would not exceed 1 mills
[>er tuu per mile; w hile the opening ol such

i communication between tide-water aud the
ron-lieids of Virginia and the coal-fields of
West Virginia would develop branches of
ndustrv in the valley of the James river
whose beueficentirfljences would strengthen
md add to the prosperity of the whole State.
Every day is adding new confirmation to the
wonderful character of the mineral depo¬
sits which extend from Louisa, «ind Orange,
iud Buckingham, to the capital of West Vir*
(inia. The Quinnimout coal veiD, which has
jeen just opeued between the Hawk's Nest
md Meadow river, is yielding a coal which

* regarded as superior to the Conoellsville
;oal for coking purposes, and as superior to
he Cumberland coal lor steamirg purposes.
L'he tobacco manufacturers in Richmond are

liscarding the Cumberland coal and using
he Quinnimout. One iron Inrnace, yield-
ng lu,000 tons of pig-iron a year, is said to
>e worth $100,000 in the way of annual reve¬
nue to a railroad which passes by it. And
t' it be true, as we have reason to believe it
s, that pig-iron on the line of the canal can
K* manufactured for far less than the present
lost outside of Virginia, we may fairly calca-
ate on seeing many such furnaces springing
ip, as they are now doing on the line of the
Jhe^-apeake and Ohio railroad.
While it is obvious from the foregoing

jtaiemeut that the completion of the water-
line to the Ohio river would greatly diminish
he cost of transportation in and through
:lie State, it is equally plain that it can only
be constructed by the Federal Government,
for not only is the State prohibited by its
Constitution from making appropriation? to
works of internal improvement, but the im¬
poverished condition of our people renders
:ill investments in any such enterprise hope¬
less. Nor will it do to rely on tbc old and
bacUneyed recourse of appealing to the local
communities, in or out of the cities,
to guarantee the bonds of a bankmpt
company that has long ceased to meet
its obligations, and whose receipts
barely suffice to meet its necessary ex¬

penditures. Indeed, other considerations
apart, the interest on the debt of the incor¬
porated cities becomes every year more and
more onerous, and no hope can be enter¬
tained of constraining or inducing them to
make such guarantee except by arraying the
united vote of the pauper class against the
property-holders. If any appropriation cau
be made to works of internal improvement
by the General Government it is easy to
demonstrate that this great water-line is en¬
titled to paramount consideration by that
Government as it must become the chiet
tiighwav trom the great West to the sea-
uuuru.

The abuses of tho present raifroad system
arc- too notorious to require proof. They are

run in the interest ol companies.most of
them foreign to the State.and they have
never beeu known to have been visited by a

generous impulse, or to (eel either remorse
or pity. They arc ready (it is the genius of
trade) to sacrifice the State, the cities of the
S'.ate, and the individual citizen, to any ar¬

rangement which will benefit the limited
rings who coutrol them. One of them has
spent (on paper) fabulous sums of money to
reach its terminus.a sum so great that none
of us (who are mere lookers-on) can by any
ingenuity account for the expenditure. The
city ot Richmond was frightened into making
it a present at the last moment of £300,000.
In favor of unoihcr the State has practi¬
cally surrendered within a few years £4,000,-
000 on the express condition that it should
complete a connection runuine west ; and the
first spade ha- not yet beeu stuck fn the
grouad. although the period set fur the com¬
pletion of the work has parsed. One is
owned in Baltimore, two iu New York, a
fourth in Pennsylvania, and two others are
owned by a majority of stock holders residing
in the northern Slates and in Europe; aud.
while remote from each other, are under the
same management aud coutrol. One of them,
having beeu guaranteed by the State against
competition for thirty ytars, uetds no pro¬
tection uotv. and defies opi>osition. Mo-st ol
them disregard their obligations aud utterly
ignore the maturity ot their bonds; and
turee of them have lulled to meet iheir in¬
terest; whilea fourth only accomplished this
labor by systematically neglecting to pay its
employs. One of them pays neither intcresl
nor employ ds, and came among us origftally
with a p trade of virtue which the othei
northern company did not pretend to.

It is a notorious fjet that notwithstanding
the exorbitant charges on transportation
over uJl of these roads no effort is made to
economize their expenditures, but, on the
coutrary, the cost of administration is increas
ing steauily and enormously. No dividend*
are declared to the stockholders, as the ten>

dency of exorbitant charges is necessarily tc
drive oil' business, and the management,
which absorbs ah of the profits, seems to b<
satisfied if their salaries are paid. On some
o! these roads tbe salaries have been greatlv
increased, if not doubled, since the close ol
the war, and are greatly disproportioned tc
those paid for similar, and in many instance;
greater, service*, requiring higher quahtica
tions aud the uiscuarge of more itupor
tant duties to Lhe State and the coun

try. The salary of the Governor of tht
State is $5,000 ; that of the Attorney-General,
$2,000; tbe Judges of tbe Court of Appeals,
$3,000 each, with the addition of $200 to th(
president; while tbe salaries paid to railroad
presidents in tbla State before tbe recen!
panic ranged from $5,000 to $25,000 ea«h per

annum ; the counsel for the railroads are paid
as much as $5,000 per annum, with assistant
counsel at tbe rate of several thousand dol¬
lars in addition. And some of these roads
have vice-presidents, also receiving large sal¬
aries, besides members of the Boards of Di¬
rector?, who are also paid officers. In addi¬
tion to these extraordinary expenditures,
each road has an army of friends riding ad
libitum on free passes, and, perhaps, subsi¬
dized thereby to sustain tbem whenever and
wherever necessary, and burdening the cost
of transportation to the detriment of those
who pay for it in vioney. These privileged
classes embrace officers of Government,and particularly members of tbe Legisla¬
ture and their families during their term of
serviee. Is it remarkable that the legitimate
owners and patrons of these roads should
reap little or no profit under the above con¬
dition of aflairs, or that our legislative bo¬
dies should present a scene of bitter and ac¬
rimonious railroad contests and struggles,
periodically, concerning which charges are
rife, and generally credited; impugning the
honor and integrity of members and degra¬ding our State in the estimation of tbe
world? Is it not manifest that large sum-
of money are expended by these railroad
corporations in paying lawyers and lobby¬ists, if not in bribing members themselves,
to promote their schemes by corrupt legisla¬tion ? Where does the money come fror-i
for. these purposes if not from tie
earnings of the roads? And -when
and upon what road b3ve tbe 8t< ckboldev*
authorized srucb expenditures ? The fact is
that the people in many counties of the Ste'e
elect, bnt do not control, their delegate's,wbo practically take servicc uuder the se«
veral railroad organizations in the?tate,ai.dlook to tbem for reward in one shape or an¬
other. Public opinion has ceased to he
[strong enough to prevent or control this
evil, and one of tbe paramount duties of tin?
Patrons of Husbandry i3 to u^e their iru-
Imense powerto cleanse the legislative bram u
oi the Government of this festering sore and
moral leprosy.

Tub Dill Case-A New Trial Refused
Him by tde Supreme Court..Jn the Su¬
preme Court of Appeals yesterday the Presi¬
dent, Hon. R. C. L. Moaeure, delivered the
unanimous opinion of the judges in the case
of Dull 05. Commonwealth. Dull was tried
by the Hustings Court in November last,
Tb(i specific charge was that he " did steal,
take, and carry away divers notes of the na¬
tional currcucy of the United Slates for
8570, the property of one Joseph M.
Fowlkes." The testimony was published at
the time, and is famdiar to most of our|read-
ers. The accused was tried, convicted, aud
sentenced to three year.v confinement in the
penitentiary. His counsel, Mr. Jumes Nee-
son, applied to the Supreme Court for a writ
of error to the judgment of the Hustings
Court, which was granted, and the case was
argued here by him and tne Attorney-Gen¬
eral.
The following errors were contended for

as existing in the rulings of Judge Guigon:
I. That the indictment ought to be quashed

for errors on the lace thereof.
II. That the Hustings Court erred in

giving the followiug instructions :
1st. That if the jury believe from the evi¬

dence that Robert Purdy, Dr. Lewis, or any
other persons at the bou-e of the accused, by
the use of false pretences obtaiued f/om one

Joseph Al. Fowlkes the sum of $570 the
jury cannot find the accused guilty of
the larceny alleged in the indictment
unless they are satisfied from the
evidence, beyond all reasonable doubt, that
the prisoner was present, aiding and abetting
therein, or suU'rred or permitted the said
jjersons so using the false pretence to use
said bouse with knowledge that such persons
intended to use Lhe said hou-e for the em¬

ploy uietit of such tradulent pretence. But
if the piisouer was within easy call to aid or
assist them'in their purpose, or in escaping,
or in getting rid of or misleading the per¬
son from whom sujIi money was obtained,
th it is a presence, aidingand abetting, and the
pn-oner is as guilty a3 if be were personally
present.

2d. The Court further instructs the jury
that if the said Robert Purdy, Dr. Lewi--, or

any other person, used fraudulent prctcoccs
in* the defendant's house, aDd thereby ob¬
tained from one Joseph M. Fowlkrs the sum
of $570, the defendant being abseut will not
render the defendant liable under this in¬
dictment though the defendant himself may
have used the same house for unlawful gam-
iDg, iiu less the defendant permitted tbesaui
Robert Purdy, Dr. Lewis, or other persous.
to use bis said house for the employment of
such false pretences and with knowledge that
such use was to be made of the said house.

3d. If the jury believe from the evidenc-j
that the prisoner and others concerted and
conspired together to induce, by laNe repre¬
sentations, the witness, Joseph M. Fowlkes,
or any other person who might be induced
b)' such representations to euter the house
of the prisoner, and to obtain the money of
such person by false pretences, or rented his
house to be used for such purpose by said
conspirators, atd that in pursuance of such
concert one of the prisoners' confederates iL-
duced the witness, Joseph II. Fowlkes, to
'go into the said hou^e, and by false repre¬
sentations aud pretences did obtain a large
sum of money Irnni J. 3J. Fowlkes, and that
the prisoner was present or within easy call
to aid or assist them in their purpose, or in
escaping, or in gettiug rid of or mi-deadiDg
the person from whom such monry was ob¬
tained, then the prisoner is as guilty as if he
himself bad obtained the money from the
sa'd Joseph M. Fowlkes.

Further, it was assigned as error that the
Hustings Court refused 10 sec aside the ver¬

dict and award* the prisoner a new trial,
which was ask.'d for on the following
grounds. first, that the court erred in giv¬
ing the instructions above mentioned; and,
second, because the- coarge of the juuge to
the jury was wrong touching the measure
of punishment, as the evidence against the
prisoner tended to prove a case of false pre¬
tences, and not larceny, otherwise than as

resulting from such false pretences.
The Supreme Court decided vtbat there

was no error in the judgment of Hie Him*

tings Court, and affirmed tbe «une ; tbe ef¬
fect of which is that Dull Is to be confined in
tbe State penitentiary forthe period of tbree
years unless .there to an intervention of Ex*
ecutiveclemency.
