E. Lee in most appropriate and compliment¬
ary terms, which frequently brought forth
loud and prolonged applause. And further on
he mentioned General Gordon as a great
man, and cited a circumstance related to him
by the General, the substance of which is
that at about tbe time of the surrender, when
Generals Gordon and Sheridan were riding
along the lines, a Confederate soldier raised
his rifle to shoot Sheridan, but that Gordon
lowered it with bis sword.
Then returning to his subject, the speaker

referred to Sidney Johnston, Joe Johnston,
l'at. Cleburne, General Adorns, General
Granbcrry, and paid a beautiful tribute to
each, and, referring to President Grant, said
he was strong but not immortal; General
Sheridan less so, General Emory still less,
and General I>e Trobriand still, still less;
and in noticing the difference between peo¬
ple he gave sonis of the customs of the dif¬
ferent people. Here, he said, if one man
calls another a liar a duel is the result.
(He did not approve of duelling; that
his church was against it, but if the
church was for it he was, too.) In tbe
W'c^t if you call a man a liar he knocks you
down. In New York he will call you another,
but away down Kist, if the term is applied,
the retort will be, "I'll bet you five cents
you can't prove it.'' This brought down tbe
"house, and it was some moments before the
lecturer was able to proceed. This lie finally
did: though again referring to General Lee,
who, be said, were he here, would advise tbe
people to be calm and patient ; and again al¬
luding to some of tbe prominent men of tbe
South, he baJe the audience good-night, and
retired amid loud and prolonged applause..

NEW TRIAL FOR WREN.

DECISION OF THE SUPREME COURT
YESTERDAY.

JUDGMENT OF THE HUSTINGS COUBT
. ;r - REVERSED.

A large Dumber of citizens assembled in
tbe room of the Supreme Court ef Appeals
yesterday to bear the decision of that tri¬
bunal in the case of John Wren versus The
Commonwealth.
Judge Christian rendered the opinion, as

follows:
This is a writ of error to a judgment of

tbe Hustings Court of the city of Richmond.
The plaintiff in error Was tried and convict¬
ed as accessory after tbe fact to one John
Dull, who had been convicted in the same
court of a.felony. The indictment in this
case, sfter setting out thfe felony committed
by John Dull, charged that John Wren, of
said ckv, well knowing the said John Dul!
to have" committed tbe said felony in form
aforesaid.to wit, since the said felony was
committed in the year aforesaid in Ihe city
aforesaid thesaid John Dull did then and there
unlawfully reccive, harbor, and maintain ,

against the peace and dignity of the Com¬
monwealth of Virginh.
After tbe evidence was closed and the case

submitted to the jury, and after some time
passed in deliberation, they returned into
court and propounded to the Court a writ¬
ten inquiry In tho following word*:
"Are we considering the question againstJohn Wren, or John Wren a detective offi¬

cer; if a detective official, doe3 the fact that
he allowed Dull, after the compromise, to go
unarrested make him accessory after the
fact 't ¦¦

To this inquiry the Court responded :
"If you believe from the evidence that at

the time of the transaction detailt d in the
evidence John Wren was a detective officer
and police-constable of IIj 2 city of Rich¬
mond it is proper for you to consider and
weigh lh:it fact in determining his guilt or
innocence, it being his right and duty ts
such officer to arrest soy feion upon knowl¬
edge of bis felony. If you believe from the
evidence that the prisoner, a police-consta¬
ble and dctcctive, with notice that John Dull
bad committed a felony, permitted him to
go from his presence after the alleged com¬
promise without arresting him, intending to
allow him to go free arrest, it is a material
fact to be considered by the jury in connec¬
tion will) the other conduct of the accused
in determining upon tbe guilt or innocence
of the prisoner."5
The Court is of opinion that these instruc¬

tions in the form in which they were given
were calculated to mislead the jury, and
were, therefore, erroneous. They were given,
as will be observed, in response to an inquiry
made by tbe jury upon a single point : " Are
we considering the question against John
Wren, or John Wren a detective officer. If

a detective official, doci the fact that he al¬
lowed Dull, after the compromise, to go un¬
arrested mike him accessory after the fact?"

It is apparent that the jury were seeking
at the hands of tbe Court a definition of
what in law constitutes an accessory after the
fact; and the particular point of tho inquiry
to which the Court was called upon to.re-
spond was: if they were to consider the case
against John Wren as a detective officer, andbeing a "detective official " does the fact that
he failed to arrest Dull make him accessory
after the fact ?

This inquiry plainly ought to bave been
answered in the negative.
The questiou propounded by the jury was

not whether the fact that the accused was a
detective "officer and police-constable of the
city of Richmond was a fact which tbey
ought to consider and weigh in determining
his guilt or innocence, nor whether, being a
detective officer, and having notice that Dull
had committed a felony, the accused permit¬
ted him to go from his presence without ar¬

resting him, was a material fact to be consider¬
ed by the jury in connection with the other
conduct oftheaccused in determining hisguilt
or innocence. If the inquiry had been di¬
rected to these poiiffe the response of the
court would have been eutjrely unobjec¬
tionable. But the single inquiry pro¬
pounded by the jury was, in effect, 44 Does
the fact that the accused, who is a detec¬
tive officer, failed to arrest Dull make
him accessory after the fact to the
felony committed by Dull?" This was the
single aud pointed inquiry, and to this there
ought to have been a negative respouse. *The
jury ought to have been told by the Court, in
response to their inquiry, that the fact tbat
the accused was a detective officer, and al¬
lowed Dull to go unarrested, did not of itself
make hioi an accessory after the fact to the
felony committed by Dull. If such declara¬
tion bad prefaced the instructions given they
would have been in all respects proper and
unobjectionable ; but the failure to give
such negative response to the single inquiry
of the jury, and giving the instructions with¬
out such direct response to their question,
was calculated to mislead them.
Now, it cannot be questioned that a mere

failure to make arrest of a felon taken by
itself does not in law constitute tjie party an

accessory after the fact.
Accessories after the fact, by the common

law, are those who, knowing& felony to have
been committed by another, rcceive, releaset
comfort, or as>ist the felon. 1 Hale P. C., sec¬
tion 618 ; 1 Whar. Am. C. L., section 146 ; 1
Bishop C. L., sections 633, 634. The true
test, says Bishop, for determining whether
one is accessory after the fact is to consider
whether what he did was done by way of
personal help to his principal with the view
of enabling the principal to' elude punish¬
ment.the klud of help rendered appearing
to be unimportant. Thus he is an accessory
who, with requisite knowledge and intent,
furnishes the principal felon with means of
escape, money or victuals to support him, a
bouse or other shelter to conceal him, or
offer force or violence to rescue or protect
him. So likewise to convey instruments to a
felon to enable him to break jail, or to bribe
the jailor lo let him escape, make a man ac¬
cessory to the felony. Ib., section 634.
But when the thing done amounts to no

more than the compounding of the felony, or
a misprision of it, the doer will not be an ac¬

cessory, Thus, a person will not be such
who merely neglects to make known to the
authorities that a felony has been colnmitted,
or forbears to arrest the felon, or agfees not
to prosecute him. Ib., section 633.
4\Any assistance," says Wharton, " given

to one known to be a felon, in order to hin¬
der bis apprehensioB, trial, or punishment,
is sufficient to make a man an accessory after
tbe fact." The author then gives various
illustrationssimilar to those given above, and
adds: "Merely suffering the felon to escape,
however, will not fcbarge the parly so doing,
such amounting to a mere omission." 1
Wharton, section 146, and cases there cited.
We do not believe tbat tbe able and effi¬

cient Judge of the Hustings Court of Rich¬
mond intended by his instructions to con¬

trovert or deny these acknowledged and well-
settled general principles. But in the hurry
of a jury-trial his instructions were so shaped
that we arc bound to say they might have
had tbe effect to mislead the jury as to the
law of tbe case. ^

Now, the failure of a police officer to make
an arrest when he knows tbat a felony has
been committed is certainly a gross violation
of duty and a grave offence sgainst the law ;
but this does not constitute him an accessory
after the fact to the felony committed. Whe¬
ther it does or does not is a question of law
which it' was the province and duty of the
court to decide when propounded either by
the jury or tbe prisoner's counsel.

^

Tbe jury had asked whether such failure
to arrest did in law constitute the accused
an accessory to the felony committed by
Dull. To tbis no direct response was given,
bnt tbey were told it was a material fact to
be considered by them.
The failure to give a negative response to

this Inquiry, and simply submitting it to
tbem as a material fact to be considered by
tbem, might have misled them as to the 1 iw
upon the subject.
The jury, composed of men (as is mostly

the case) without knowledge of legal prin¬
ciples, might have been led to believe that
the judge (when he gave no negative re¬
sponse to tbeir inquiry, but left it to them
as a material fact to be considered along with
other conduct of the accused) intended, in
effect, to affirm the proposition that the fail¬
ure to arrest Dull constituted "Wren an ac¬
cessory after the fact to the felony commit¬
ted by-Dull.
At any rate, the inquiry propounded was a

question of law to which the court ought to
have responded, and not a question of fact to
be submitted to the jury.
The institutions given by the court would

have been proper and unobjectionable if
they had been preceded by the declaration
that the mere failure of the accused to arrest
Dull did not constitute him an accessory to
the felony committed by Dull. But because
the failure to mjke the declaration might
have misled the jury as to tbe law of the
case this court is of opinion that for this rea¬
son the judgment of tbe said Hustings Court
should be reversed, the veidict set aside, and
tbe ca.se remanded for a new trial to be had
therein.
Judges Staples and Bouldin. while not

concurring in all respects in tin details, con¬
curred in tbe conclusion reached. They
were inclined to go even farther than Judge
Christian.
As soon as the judgment of tbe Supreme

Court is certified to tbe Hustings Court the
counsel for Wren will apply lor bail to be
allowed him.

Washington, January 22..The sever-

ending Louisiana question was again before
the Senate to-day, and Mr. Sherman con¬
cluded the speech which he began last Satur¬
day, taking strong Administration ground,
abusing Wiltz, and defending Sheridan,
whose telegrams be said were all true. The
speech created no sensation, but is considered
as exhaustive of the Radical view of the
situation in Louisiana.

Senator Johnston, of Virginia, got the
floor, but bad ofcly spoken a sBort time when
be yielded to a motion for executive'sessioQ.
In the few remarks he made the senator chal¬
lenged a comparison of Virginia with any
State in the Union with respect to obedience
to the laws and a proper obedience of the
rights of all citizens, and scouted the idea
that certain senators have endeavored to set
up "before the country that there is a feeling
extant throughout the South in favor of a
new rebellion, saying emphatically tbut be
doubted the sincerity of the senators who
have stated it.
Mr. Pincbback is getting to be very much

of a white elephant in the RadiciU' posses¬
sion. They are afraid to give him bis seaf,
and doubt the propriety, in a partisan point
of view, of uot admitting him, so that to¬
day, pursuant to a caucus determination, bis
new credentials were referred to the Com¬
mittee on Privileges aDd Elections. This
was hardly expected, and was a rare disap¬
pointment to Pincbback ; but bad tbey not
been so referred a debate would have opened
that would have equalled In bitterness auy
discussion that has taken place for a lotig
time. It is certain that there are several
Republicans who would join with the Dem¬
ocrats in protesting against Pincbback's
admission.
