Was this movement of Buti.kr's his own,

and altogether without consultation, or had

it approval from high quarters? If the lat¬

ter, it was very foolish, and proved futile ; if

the former, we would as soon construe ii to

be an act of unfriendliness to Grant as one

of friendship. Butler is a beaten man, and

his very nature would lead him to do all the

de\ilment he can before be returns to his
shell. Certainly there is no such thing as

confidence to be placed in the man; and

what be is about nobodf kuow-*, and, but

that he may speak for Grant, nobody care?.

It has been generally believed that Ghant
has been scheming to continue in his clfise

thr^e or more term". His southern cam¬

paign, it Is most sagaciously suggested, is to

familiarize his officers with the business of

subverting State authority in order that if

that be necessary to his n election he may
csntrol the next presidential election. That
would be a successful mode of doing tbe

thing if be shall not by that time have made

himself a " necessity " by tbe domestic and

foreign troubles he will have brought upon
the country.

Butler's support of this third term comes

in at tbe nick of time as a feeler. Like a

big snail be was compelled to draw in his
antenrse quick enough. The}' touched very
«li-agreeable objects. But the movement
must attract general attention. Tbe impu¬
dence of radicalism is unlimited. Tbe icy
coldness with which Butler was treated was

enough to fretzu him to death if be were en¬

dowed with ordinary sensibility. But be
cares not at all. He has nothing at stake.
There is more in the "third term" than

appears upon the surface. Tbe measures of
the Administration plainly point to it. They
are in no sort intended for tbe public good,
but, as General Grant would say, for "self-
necessity."

The Civil-Rights Bill.

We have talked with southern white men

I would paaae ere iatrudiag too
soon upon tbe sacred altar of domestic grief
to mingle my sorrow and t«rs with their?, j et
lknow and feel that whilst their grief is more
poignant than ours it is common to us all,
and with them we will ever cherish the mem¬
ory bis life inspired.

Second Auditor in reply to a" query by tbe
House was read: "When parties holding
fractional oprtiti.-ates of tbe funded de'»t dated
July 1, 1871, funded before March 7, 1872,
amounting to $100, present them here, we do
issue coupon consul bonds for that sum
with coupous receivable for taxes from July

' IMPORTANT INQUIRY, 1

Under a suspension of the rules the fol¬
lowing resolution was agreed to : '

" lietolced, That the Treasurer of the Com¬
monwealth he requested to report to the
General Assembly whether any, aud if any,
what measures have been adopted by bira to
insure the safe custody of the unperfected
bonds of the Commonwealth and the cou¬

pons thereto annexed, which were printed
and partially executed under the provisions
of the act commonly known as the funding
bill. Also, whether, in his judgment, it
would be advisable to cancel or "destroy a

portion of said partially executed bonds ;
and if so, what portion of said unperfected
bonds should be preserved for the future use
of the Commonwealth."
Mr. Stcart stated, under the operation of

the fuuding act, $120,000,000 of bond; had
been prepared, signed, and partially exe¬

cuted, and tbe coupons upon them perfected.
The coapons, which, if abstracted and held
until maturity would be good against the
Commonwealth, are 6aid to be kept very in¬
securely in tbe basement. It is important to
have the information asked so that the
General Assemblj may determine whether
any legislation is necessary to protect the
Commonwealth from loss.

DEATH OF MR. MATHEW HARRISON.

At this point the proceedings were sns*
pended, and Mr. J. A. Carter offered the
following resolutions in reference to the
death of the late Mathet? W. Harrison, of
Londoun county:
"The painful intelligence of the death, at

his home, of Mathew Harrison, late one of
the delegates from the county of Loudoun,
having juft bee'a anuounced, it becomes the
mournlul duty of the House of Delegates to
euter ilie tecl upon iU Jcurual, and to ex*

prow Its high appreciation of tbfi manly ?Jr»
tnes and public servicrs o( the deceased.
"Resolved, That as a member of this

House at its last -session lie was diligent,
faithful, and conscientious In the discharge
of bis representative dntle«, always exhibit¬
ing an integrity of purpose and a force and
ability which won for him the respect,
esteem, and friendship of his brother mem¬

bers.
"Resolved, That we tender our condolencc

and profound sympathies to the family and
friends of the deceased, and as a mark of re¬

spect to bis memory the officers and members
of the House of Delegates shall wear the
usual badge of mourning for thirty days. '

" Resolved, Tbat tbeseresolutions be com¬

municated tc tbc Senate and to the family of
the deceased, and that the House do now

adjourn.
Having presented the resolutions, Mr.

Cabtkr said :
Mr. Speaker,. It becomes my painful duty

to announce to the members of this House
the death of my colleague, Mathew Habbi-
son,of Leudoun.

It is true, sir, that the State of Mr. Harri¬
son's health for several months past, and his
extreme illness for the last three or four

weeks, as made known tt> his friends here
from day to day, somewhat prepared ns for

this sad intelligence. Still, sir, hopingalmost
against hope, we had lingered on the expecta¬
tion tbat be might be permitted again to oc¬

cupy his place in this House, aiding us by his
counsels and teaching U3 by his example in the
faithful discharge of our representative du¬
ties; but, sir, He who sees not as man seeth
had ordered otherwise, and we bow ia hum¬
ble submission, saying in our hearts and with
our voices, " Thy will be done."
Mr. Harrison was a native of Loudoun

county, where his ancestors, both on the pa¬
ternal and maternal side, had been leading
and distinguished families, and identified
with every interest of the county. After
the usual academical course he entered the
University of Virginia, and there laid the
foundation for his subsequent usefulness.
Graduating there, he commenced the study
of law as a. profession under the instructions
and example of bis late most worthy father,
Burr W. Harrison. After due preparation,
and under the "gladsome light of jurispru¬
dence," he entered ou the practical and re¬

sponsible duties of his profession.
The great leading trait of Mr. Harrison's

professional character was his indomitable
energy, and faithfulness to every trust con¬

fided to him. A/ an advocate be became the
peer of such men as Robert Y. Conrad, John
Randolph Tucker, Henry W. Thomas, R.
Taylor Scott, and others no less distin¬
guished, and at the time of bis death held
the leading practice in all his courts. But,
sir, in the midst of his usefulness and his
honors he has fallen by the hand of death, a

loss to bis friends, a loss, to his State, and a

loss to this House.
Mr. Speaker, amidst this sorrow, it gives

me great satisfaction to be able to tell this
House that Mr. Harrison's friends do not
sorrow as those without hope; in his meri¬
dian life, with all his honors and success
clustering around him, he sought tbat wis¬
dom that comes from above, identified him¬
self with the Episcopal Church of the dio¬
cese of Virginia, and became, and continued
to the day of his death, a working, living
member of the same. lie can reap no more

honors or success in this world ; the mortal
life i3 gone : but bis friends have the assu-

j ranee that he reaps immortal honors, and
: tbat what isibeir temporal loss has been his

eternal gain,"
Eloquent tributes to the memory of the

deceased were also paid by Messrs. Magbu-
deb, CocKEMLr.E, and Taliafebbo; after
wUicb tbe resolutions were unanimously
passed and the House adjourned.
