A WARNING TO KOGUES.
4 Bl'KtiUR KILLED BY MB. RUSH

BL'KUFSH.

The Homicide Declared " not only Jus¬
tifiable, but Commendable."

Mr. Rush Burgees/ C9llcctor of Internal
Revenue for this Dlsfrfct," on Sunday morn¬
ing shot and killed a burglar on his premises,
in Henrico county, about a mile north of the
city. His house is so constructed that the
entrance to it from the front porch is through
a wide hall or sittiug-room. On one side of
the sitting-room is his parlor and ou the
other his chamber. Doors connect all three
rooms. The following statement made by
Mr. Burgee, and fully corroborated by cir¬
cumstantial and other evidence, give3 a good
account of the occurrence:
For some time past thieves have been visit¬

ing my premises, and have broken into my
stable-yard and ben-honse on four occasions
and carried away each time quite a number
of valuable fowls as well as some other artf.
iclcs, corn, Ac. I found it necessary to take
the few chickens left and placc them under
my dwelling-house each night in order to
save tbem from the thieve*. As the iesult
will show, the thieves came one night too
many; for on .Saturday night, or Suuday
morning last, at a few minutes past 3 o'clock,
Mrs. Burgess awoke me and informed me
that some one was in the house. I listened,
and beard some one in the sitting-room ad¬
joining our chamber. Quietly getting out of
bed 1 soon bad my pistol id band, and started
for the room from which tbe noise emanated.
As I about to leave tbe chamber the
front door was s"but by some one so loudly
that it led me to think that it was my father
(who is staying with me) moving about, and
f so said to my wife; but, to be sure, [ ran
as quickly as possible to the front door and
milled it open, when some one sprang from
the side of the door directly in front ofinland
I demanded, " What are you doinj; here?"
It bdog very dark I could only see tbe figure
of tbe man, and as I challenged hirfc saw
him raise his arm as though to strike, when
I Miieamed out " You villain, you," and
shot. Tbe man sprang from tbe porch to
the ground and attempted to go under it,
Out only succeeded in getting about half way
under it when he died, tbe ball having en¬
tered his body near the centre and just op¬
posite the lower point of the shoulde.i -blades.
As this man went down another ran from
the corner of tbe house near the chamber
window, when I shot at him also, but pro¬
bably missed him. Then 1 c riled my father
and two colored meu on the place, who came
with lights and found tbe body to be that of
a colored man named Cornelius Robinson,
who lived on the Mecbanicsville turnpike
half a mi;e or more from my bouse. Imme¬
diately after daylight I bad tbe officers of

. be law in the county notified, when Justice
Larus called a jury of inquest.
Acting Coroner Larus and the jury of in¬

quest summoned by Constable Harper (col¬
ored), after thoroughly examining the pre¬
mises, could fled no locks or bolts broken,
r»ut in the pocket of the deceased there was
found a key which when applied to ouo of
the back doors readily opened it. If entrance
was not effected in that way It is thought
probable that the man who escaped Mr. Bur-
iress, hut who has since been captured, car¬
ried nippers, with which be turned the key
in the lock of tbe frout door. In the sitting-
room there is a stove, in which a tire was

burning all night, and il afforded the only
light.very iDSignificmt indeed.Mr. Bur¬
gess had.

*

The examination of the premises
and of several witnesses- members of Mr,
Burgess's family and some of his servants.
corroborated his statement in every particu¬
lar as far as tbeir knowledge extended, and
induced the jury to render the following
verdict :

.' Henrico county -lo wit : At an inquisi¬
tion taken at the nouse of Mr. Rush Bur¬
gess, in this coauty, ou the 31st day of Janu¬
ary, 1875, before me, P. C. Larus, a justice
uf the peace for said county, upon the view
of the body there lying dead, the juryrs
sworn to inquire when, hosv, and by what
means Cornelius Robinson came lo his death,
upon their oaths do say that the deceased,
Cornelius Robinson, came to his death by a

pistol-shot fired at him by said Rush Bur¬
gess and taking effect on the right of tbe
spinal column near the fifth rib, penetrating
the vitals, and producing death instautly,
the deceased then escaping from the house
of the said Burgess he had unlawfully en-
-rcred in the night-time for felonious pur¬
pose?, and that tbe act was not only justifia¬
ble, but commendable.
[Signed] "P. C. Larus, J. P., and J. W.

Lewellyn (foreman), and I. H. Allen, W.
X. Merryman, John T. Aeree, Philip Kep¬
ler, Harry Donohue, William H. Brauer,
I). F. Ward, Jacob Siegle, Joseph Johnston,
William P. Jones, and John B. Davis, mem¬
bers of the coroner's jury."
Robinson was of dark gingerbread color,

about thirty-five years of age, and was em¬
ployed in Gentry's tobacco lactory in this
city. He lived about half a mile north of
Mr. Burgoo's residence, on the Mechanic- -

ville turnpikf. His character has not been
above suspicion, and on two or three occa¬
sions he fell into the bauds of the Richmond
police, but was not convicted of any ottence
more heinous thau being drunk and dis¬
orderly in tbe streets. He was, however,
watched by the police, and was regarded in
the light of a thief. The clothes upon his
body were not those usually worn by him,
nor those he had on when he weut home
from tbe factory Saturday night. The change
was intended, no doubt, to prevent recogni¬
tion should be chance to meet on the road
any one likely to know him.
James Thomas Brown, stepson of Robin¬

son, and believed to have beeu his compan¬
ion in the expedition, was arrested Sunday
night by Captain James M. Tyler and
Sergeant Daniel Wren. He had been to the
keeper of a noted resort tor thieves here, and
posted bim to prove an alibi in ca*e of his
arrest. This the officers regard us almost
proof positive of his complicity in tbe at¬
tempted burglary. Besides, be is a well-
kuowu rogue, and if not engaged in this
transaction will aeitber -gaiu nor lose much
in reputation by this notice of him. He was

turned over to the Henrico authorities and
lodged in jail, aod wYil probably be exam¬
ined to-day or to-morrow.. * .

Mr< Burgess is collector of internal reve¬
nue for this district, and was the Republican
caudidate for Cougress at the last election.
He deeply regrets that any emergency should
have arisen compelling him to take life, but
that he was entirely justifiable under the cir¬
cumstances tbe verdict of tbe jury and the
opinion of bis neighbors fully establish. Mr-,
Burgess's residence is in a suburb. .called
BowliDg Green, which lies adjacent to tbe
Mecbanicsville turnpike, near to the Bishop's
buryihg-ground, and about a mile from the
inhabited portion of tbe city. The house
he lives in was once owned by Hon. John
Minor Botts.

Escape and Recapture op a Murderer
under Sentence of Death..A telegram was
received in tbis city on Sunday by tbe Gov¬
ernor from William E. Goodwin, sheriff of
Priuce William county, conveying tbe Infor¬
mation that Jwse lfouks tbe colored 'man
condemned to be bung on March 19tbforthe
murder of tbe Herndorn family, of that coun¬
ty, had broken, jail.

Afffr
effecting his freedom tbt;? far he came down
stairs, with his clothes and shoes arranged
in a bundle, and with nothing on his feet but
his stockings, and proceeded cautiously along
tbe passage leading, to tbe out*door,"which
was locked with the key on tbe inside, when
the jailor's wife bearing tbe noise started tp
see what it was. With remarkable self-pos¬
session she seized hold of Fouks and called
loudly for help, but before any assistance ar¬
rived tbe prisoner threw ber down and ran
to the door and unlocked it. By tbis time
she bad gotten up and seized him again, and
attempted to bold bim until help came, but
after pcvera 1 struggles he got loose. The
jailor was liot at home and the two guards
were at supper.
The Governor yesterday offered- a reward

of $100 for the capture of Fouks. We re-!
ceived a telegram -yesterday evening an¬

nouncing rtlaa tbegaiior bad found him a
few. -miles from Lbo jail hidden In a straw-
stack and taken bi'm into custody. Fouks
then for the first tlmo acknowledged to the
jailor that be was accessory to the murder.
He was returned to the jail, and extra pre¬
cautions were takeu to prevent another such
exploit on bis part.

Taxes upon Merchants..The Committees
of Finance of the two houses of tbe General
Assembly, sitting in joint session, bave re¬

solved so to frame the tax-bill as that mer¬
chants will have to pay a small specific
license and be taxed upon sales instead of
upou their purchases, as at present.
