The President's Message—Audacious.

The message sent by President GRANT 1O
the Uniled Stites Senate on the suhjncr.'of
the tronbles‘in Arkansas is the most offensive
and insolent paper ever sent by the Execu-
tive to the Legislstive Department of our

Goverantent. CrLayTox,of Arkaosas, moved

the resolution in the Senate in answer 1o

swhich this unparalleled message is sent to

that dods. It asked for such informgation as

the * President posdessed with regard to

Arkansas, and for “such Tecomnrendations

as he may deem proper in reference ‘thereto,’
Mr. Jouxso, of Virginis, remembering that:
it was not customsry Yor Coungress to cafl

upon the Presideat for recomtmendations,”

moved that that part of the resoiution be

stricken ont.

CLAYTON, Dot thre most medest nor yet the
least serviceablc of the tools of the Atwin-
istration, had not the imptiience to resist the
very proper ameadment, znd accepted it.

This resolution was ‘dictated most proba-
bly by the Executive, but the strikfag cut of
it of the part General Graxt especially de-
gired (us thet would tave afforded sowe
apology for Kig gratuitous recoommendations
concerning Avkanassd)ould not<hut bim of.
And we baye his brief, summas¥, and sweep-
ing missive, 5o likew military order, which
insults Congress with suggestiens outrugeous
in their mature, At'wvar with*trutb, and wut-
terly contradictoryof the repert of the Hotse
committee--the brst Republican authority—
upon Arkinsas shiirs, matle upon sworn
testimony- gathered at thewery scene of the

The reasons are good 1o suspect that the
President has>a.plan to gatber about bim
power enough to emable him to cowtrol all
the seutherntF utes, —their 138 wvotes—and
that the Arkansas caseds the pretextfor dra-
gooning Cengress inte the pasage of bils
for this parpose : ‘ameeding the election'lows
of the southern States, authorizing the sus-
peasion bf the writ of habeas otmes at 'the
Presidentesyill, and-strengthening the gros
cesses for punishieg kuklux ((that ‘being
the generel phrose for all allegdd outeages
and altsuspected plots for outrages o ‘the

Eoulh). 'The President bas bevn widely. ac-
cused ofdevoting anost of his time to ettend-
ance in an aote-csamber of the-cupitol, using
all hisspower— bis patronage sod his favor—
to bring Congress to the sticking point of
passing vuch lasws us will easce him diclator
and place theStates under his.contrel.

The message uncovers the apess that the
maestro of the'White House ‘hus been cosk-
ine for the pesple of the TUpited States—a
mess of poison—a mness that weuld dedroy
the present -body politic aod put un ond to
free government. Buch a wessage sent by a
President to Congress Lhirty years ugo w-ould
have eaused the immediste impeachment and
eviction from oftice of its author.,

Under the Constitution (article b, ecction
8) * no seoator or delegate during the term
for which he shall bave been elecred shall be
appointed toany civil office of profit under the
Commonwealth which has been created, or the
emoluments of which have been increised
during such term.”

Now, is it not clear
that if these tive circuits do not now exist
they must be created by thit Legislature
which briogs them into existence by ap
enuctment of theirs, whether it be by wulti-
plication or addition? And if so,is it pot.
equally clear, under tbe Constitution, that no
sevator or delegate who is a member of the
Legislature that createsthee new judgeships
is elizible to the office of judge in any one of
the new circuits ¥
