Part of Liis trip will be on the ocemn steam-
ers, during=which time he will mike up, his
daily average by walking on shipbourd. He
wiH be accompanied by Mr. Macarthy and
<ome person Lo be sent out by the other par-
ties to the wager. The exceptions inclnded
in the agreement are delnys occasioned by
assault or unavoidable accidents. Mr, Grason
is twenty-cight yeurs old. five feet seven
inches high, weighs one bhundred and thirty-
nine pounds, aud has been known in Rich-
wond in the various espacities of an actor,
author, and pedestrion,  Durlog the excite-
ment oceasioned by Weston’s walks he start-

ed ou!in the pedestrian line, and soon ic-

complished 2 walk of one hundred miles 10
twenty-four hours.
