Tax on Sample-Merchants.What TnE
New Tax-Bill Proposes.. In tbe new tax-
bill just reported to the House of Delegates
it is proposed to tax each non-resident sam¬

ple-merchant $100. Any "sample or other
merchant who sball permit auy person ex-

cept a duly-autlioiiz^d ageutor salesman to
sell under bis license otherwise than for his
exclusive use aud benefit shall be fined $30."
The bill further provides " that no agent

or salesman shall be permitted to sell, or offer
to sell, except he have with him at the time
the license granted to the person for wbom
lie acts, and a duly executed power of attor¬

ney from said person constituting him his
agent or salesman for the time being ; wbicli
said licence and power of attorney shall b»^
exhibited whenever required by any officer
of the law within whose district the said
agent proposes to operate.''
The bill is not to " be construed to allow

non-resident sample-merchants to sell to any
person other than a manufacturer or licensed
merchant without takiutj out the additional
license required of resident merchants. Nor
shall it be lawful for auy manufacturer or li¬
cenced merchant to purchase goods, Ac.,
from any sample-merchant without tirst hav¬
ing seen the license and power of attorney
required of said sample-merchant by the
next succeeding section. Any manufacturer
or licensed merchant who shall in any way
violate this section shall for every otience
p»y a line of one hundred dollars, one-half

! of which tine shall go to the informer under
the provisions, restrictions, aud limitations
described in this section in the case of in¬
formers against simple-merchants.'-'

Senator Smitu's Hypothecation Bill..
The Senate yesterday passed Senator Smith's
(of Nelson) bill atneuding the hypothecation
warehouse act of last winter so as to allow
all unmanufactuied tobacco, iuspoctcd or

not, and whether deposited in a public or
private warehouse, to be hypothecated on the
same terms with all other commodities. Tbe
patron of this bill claims that it will lurnisb
hundreds of thousands of collaterals for
banking purposes, and is especially for the
benefit of farmers and commercial men.
This action of the Senate looks as if it did

not propose to accede to the report of its
Finance Committee on tobacco inspection,
especially as Senator Smith's other tobacco
bill in relation to abolishing all compulsory
inspections of tobacco was (immediately after
said report was u.ade and not agreed to)
made the special aud continuing order for
next Thursday.
Legislative Notes..But live days of the

time allotted by tbe Constitution for the
ses>ion of the General Assembly now re¬
main. A proposition to extend the session
thirty days from the 1st of March, m;ide in
the House yesterday, failed to receive the
requisite three- tifths vote. Yet it is evident
the session will be extended.
The House Committee on Agriculture and

Mining is yet hearing argument on the pro¬
position to repeal tbeoGtb section of the pre¬
sent law providing for the inspection of
tobacco iutended for export. The Senate
Committee ou Finance got rid of the whole
matter yesterday by presenting a report ask-
ing to be relieved from the further conside¬
ration of the subject, and that all the tobacco
insj)ection laws be placed in the hands of a

commission for revision. The report was

placed upon the calendar. To-morrow it
will probably be brought up and placed in
competition with the bill of Mr. Smith, of
Nelson, which is the order of the day.
The House of Delegates yesterday by the

votes taken on the bill to n Arrange the judi¬
cial circuits of tbe State, expressed its deter¬
mination to make but one additional circuit.
It ordered to engrossment the substitute of
31 r. Neely making Accomac aud Northamp¬
ton counties" a new circuit, to be numbered
17. Judge Garrison's present circuit.No.
S.will thus lose those two counties, but,
as pioposed, will have attached to it Surry
county, now in the First district. It is in¬
tended that Judge Garrison shall be judge
of the new (17th) circuit.
The Senate Committee on Privileges and

Elections, Colonel John E. Penn chairman,
met again yesterday evening to coosider the
charges agaiust Senator Graham. The ac¬

cused was represented by Mr. Boiling, of
Petersburg, Captain George L>. Wise, and
Captain Jotin McCaull. Couusel for defence
wauled the committee to draft specific
charge? and specifications against Mr. Gra¬
ham, but the committee did not agree to do
so. At the earnest request of counsel the
eii>e was postpoued until to-ni >rrow after¬
noon at 4 o'clock, wheu the investigation
will certainly be commeuced.

Tnt? FrBB-TEM50RA.rH.--A few minutes
after 6 o'clock last evening: the gons:s Id the
engine-bousesandpoHce-MaMona commenced
striking in the most incoherent manner, and
kept it up until after midnight. At 6.10 the
gongs struck 52; but there is nosucb box in
the city. At 8.20 Boxes 23 and 13 were

sounded, and the firemen on Church Bill
rang the engine-bouse bell for Box 23. After
striking. 23 about one hundred strokes fol¬
lowed in quick succession.
The firemen at the Broad-Street engine-

houve hitched up their horses and waited to

get the alarm distinctly, but not being re¬

peated, the horses were put back in the sta¬
ble. , .

A little after 10 o'clock the gongs com¬
menced striking again ; this time, however,
indicating no box. A few minutes after il
the signal was again repeated, the gongs
striking three times, and then about fifty
strokes very rapidly.

This Is quite a serious matter, and if the
fire telegraph wns tampered with by de3ign-
iug panie?, it is hoped they will be arrested
aud punished to the full extent of the law.
It waB the theorv of some of the fireaa^n tbat
two of tbe boxes bad probably been opened
and an alarm u pulled in" at oue of them.

Washington, D. C., February 23, 1875.

Reaijtuation or Brlttov and Fish, of
tbc Cabinet, Talked Of.

Tbe rumor is afloat, acd tbere Is good rea¬
son to believe that it is very will founded,
that if the President persists in a policy to¬
wards tbe South consistent' with tbe force
bill, prepared recently by tbe Radical cau¬

cus, two members of tbe Cabinet will cer¬
tainly resign. They are Messrs. Bristow and
Fish. A careful count indicates that there
will not be sufficient strength in Congress to
pass such a bill.
Mr. Coburn will to-morrow make an at¬

tempt to get up the force bill in the House,
but Mr. Gai field will antagonize it w{th one

of the' appropriation billy, and will be re-

cogn"z»d by the Speaker. 1

Tbc Pacific Mail Steamship Subsidy.
The Senate, to-day, by a vote of 52 nays to

11 jeas, refused to strike out the clause in
tbe House bill granting additional subsidy
to the Pacific Mail Steamship Company. This
action was brought about by the report of
the Judiciary Committee to the effect that
the Government was not legally bound by
the act of 1872, granting tbe additional sub¬
sidy to the Pacific Mail Company; they hav¬
ing failed to comply with the terms of the
contract.

Tne Clvll-ItfgbtA Bill.
It was expected to-day that the civil-rigbts

bill would be taken up after the comple tlon
of the army appropriation bill, Mr. Ed-
munda having expressed hi* intention <t
calling it up then.

ments. They therefore ask Congress to em¬

power the President to suspend tbe writ of
habeas corpus in certain contingencies in
order to preserve tbe r^ce in tbe southern
States. Referred to the Committee on Privi¬
leges and Elections.
The post-office appropriation bill was bken

up and pasted. An amendment to strike out
the clause repealing tbe Pacific mail subsidy
was lost-yeas, 11 ; nays, 52.
The Senate is in session to-night. The

army bill was passed.
The admission of Colorado was then taken

up. Mr. Edmunds staled tbat a majority ol
bis party desired this action ; otherwise he
would have pressed civil rights.
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Tbe Louisiana special committee reported

resolutions unanimously coodemning the
Returning Board fjr awarding seats in the
House of Representatives to persons who
were not entitled Jo them, and depriving
others from seats who were entitled to tpem,
and by a majority of four to three recom¬

mending the Louisiana House of Representa¬
tives to take immediate steps to remedy tbe
injustice done, and to place tbe persons
rightfully entitled thereto in their seats;

from foreign countries, an addition ol
25 per cent, on tbe present duties. It re¬

stores the ten per cent, on manufactured
goods, and provides that tbe increase of du¬
ties shall not apply to goods actually on

shipboard for the United States oo 'or before
ibe 10th of February, 1875, or to good* ou

deposit in warehouses or public stores at the
ihte of the passage of the act.
