THE END OF A BUSY LIFE,

Colonel Thomas H, Wynne died about 10
o'clock yesterdsy of disease of the heart
alter an illness which lksted forscveral weeks. |
At one time his condition was so much jm-
proved that he was able to walk about his
room, aud on one sunshiny day he rode out
{or excreise. Bat = relapse followed, and for
& week or more he was gradually deelining.
On Sunday last, being then in complete pos-
session of his fuculties, be made his will,and
resigned bimself to the end he felt was fast
approaching. Monday and Tuesday were
passed by bim in unconsciousness, and in
that state his lite closed. ;
Colonel Wyone was a very remarkablé
wap, He possessed uncommon talents, and
was one of our most active citizens, The
sphere of his usefuluess will, without a
doubt, lovg be unoccupied.
EARLY EDUCATION,

He was the son of Willium Wynne, was
born in this city January 22, 1820, and was
a direet desesndant of Captuin Roberd
Wynne, of the House of Burgesses of Vir-
winiy, who was a npstive of Wales,  His
mother (Agnes Hards) was a native of Pas.
quitank county, N.C,, and wus a descendant
of Governor William Harvey of colonial
Limes.  His father, who was a native of Din-
widdie county hiad bad a cormfortable fortune,
but died when the subject of this skeleb was
only ubout thirlcen years of uge, leaving his
fumily in very moderate circumstances,
Colonel Wynne received his education at
the old Lavneasterian School, and at an early
uwe wasapprenticed to Messrs, Burr & Samp-
soti, [eunders and machinists, of this city.

After the ovacuntion Colonel Wynne aided
and eneouraeed Henry Rives Pollard to re-
vive the Eramincr. Hearraveed the finanees
for Mr, Pollurd and started him forth as the
cditor of that journal, which, under the
dircetion ot Jotu M. Daniel, had acqoired
muen celebrity, The enterprise brousht
no peeuniary  profit to Colonel Wynne
and Mr. Pollad’s  mwouetary  emba rasse
ments and other trouvles foreing him to
sell, to save himselt Lhe puper was of neeessity
purchased by Colonel Wyune, and eurly in
1866 he was annouuccd us sule proprietor,
Subsequently Messrs. A, M. Kedey and E.
8. Braneh beeame his partners, The paper
did not mect with suceess, and the irm sold
out to i ccliperative uassociution, aud the
paper sotoe time afterwards was merged iuto
the Enguirer, Colonel Wynne removed to
Baltimore, atd wus engaged in busivess there
@ year or two.

POLITICAL AND OTHER SERVICE.

After wresidence of a vear or two in Bulti-
more he returned to this city, and wus again
eleeted superintendent of the Richond and
Petershurg Weilroad  Cowpuny.  Subse-
quently the oflices of president and superio-
rendent were consolidated, and he was chosen
to fill the new position.

He was several times eleeted councilman
from Monroe Ward, and wus once president
of the body,

In 1872 he was elected to the Seoate from
the city of Richmound and county of Henrico
ou the ticket with Messrs, A, Q. Holluday
and John K. Conually. He wus u fuitbful
represedtative, snd studied to please and
<erve his constituents,  As cbairman of the
joint cowwittee on the State Library his
oflorts were peeuliarly valuible, Having
the active codiperation of Colonel Gilmap,
Colonel MeDongld, and Dr. Bagby, be
brought the State Library up to a stundard it
pever beld before. It bad been pillaged at
tbe evacuation, and subjecjed to heavy
losses i otber respeets. Colonel Wynoe
set to work to repair these, Uunder bis ad-
mipistration the ibrary-room wus iwiproved 3
thousands of valuable books were added to
the list3 portraits apd busts of distinguished
Vircinians and rare historical documents
were gathered togetber. His lubor there
will beup enduring memorial of bim. Notbing
that be ever undertook was more congenial
to hisinind and ebaracter, and no service of
his was more thoreugbly, intelligently, and
satistactorily performed.

Maddox, ot Chestertield county, charged
with wrongfully and illegally obtainlog 248,
the property of Robert Beatlie, & brother-
Republican of Manchester, appearcd hefore
the Police Justice for examination yesterday
morning, Captain George D, Wise was pre-
sent as his couusel, and Mr. Simuel M. Page
represented Mr, Beattie and the prosecution.
The evidence of Hon. John Ambler Smith
was given on Saturday. Yesterday Mr. Bt
tie; Mr, Jenkios, cashier of the Planters
Savings Bauk; Colonel Shelton C. Duvis, clerk
ol the Semate ; and Dr. J. D. Pendleton, assicl-
ant clerk of the Senate, testified,  Itappearcd
that Mr. Maddox was indebted to Hon, John
Ambler Smith in the sum of $225, wiich
debt was represented by a nete, due in <ix
montbs from September &, signed by aceusvd
and made payable to Jobn Ambler Smiti,
Mr. Maddox gave Smith an order for $150un
the clerk of the Senu'e, pavakle in three in-
stalments, and this $150 was credited on the
note for 2325, The order on thie clerk of the
Senate was not formully *facecpted ™ by thot
officer, as that is not the custonz, anct he could
not do so without taking the risk involved
hirself, but a memorandum to the c¢ffect that
it had been made was placed on the pay-
book by Dr. Pendleton, und it was under-
stoad toat the order was all right, Un the
80th of January the first instalment of the
2150, amounting to §48, becawe due, and on
that duy Mr. Maddox handed the elerk of the
senate the following revoeation ot his order,
and got the certificate for all Lthe pay due
bim:

He was told that there was notbirz to the
eredit of Mr. Maddox, Mr, Beattic soon
afterwards had Mr. Moddox arrvested.

Referring  to the personal explanation
made by Mr. Maddox in the Senuate, in
which he said that his ovder.to Smith was
without consideration j that it wuas given
to him when in need, snd fioding his couvti-
dence wisplaced be had snoulled it, Mr,
Leattie offcred in evidence the followiog
copy of a letter from Houn. Jobn Ambler
Smith to Mr. Maddox :

THE PRISONER'S CONFESSION.

On Tuesday the accused appeared again
in the Chesterfield Circuit Court in the cus-
tody of the sheriff, when his counsel argued
the motion made on Monday for a new trial.
The motion having been overruled the pris-
oner was retorped to.-the jail in this city.
Yesterday at'noon be was again carried over
to Manchester,-dn this occasion to be sen-
tenced by Judge Welsizer. '

The Clerk : Hildrey Page, stand up.

The prisoner rose and looked the clerk
steadily in the face as he read the verdict of
the jury :

*“We the jury find the priconer guiity
under the third count of the within indict-
ment—viz. :

It would be more grateful to we on this
sad occasion to shmply pronounce upon you
the judgment of law upon the oflenee, but it
would ot be: just to you, your race, or this
community, if I did not embrace this oppor-
tunity to warn your race, as well as ull other
evil-doers, that, bowever secret the act may
be, there is a Divinity overseeing all our ac-
tions, and that sooner or liter erime will be
discovered and puuished, In this case ther:
is an utter abscnee of apy adequate motive
in excuse or exteniuition, and can only be
aecounted [dr as the offspring of that educa-
tion which, wtile teaching freedom, has fuiled
to teach that freedom does not mean license.

The evidence has shown that the gentie-
man so miich wronged by your act was Lo
vou a kind and generous protector—shelter-
ine, protecting, and feeding you in heuith,
awd nursing you in sickness.  He is now by
wour act an exile from his own home, with
h‘:ly the privilege of %efioction upon the
stgouldering ruins of the incendiary torch.

I now exhort you to employ the time al-
lowed you in preparing to mect that God
against whose luws you biave so seriously of-
fended. Be not deeeived by any false hope
of pardon or escape, but rather seek for hope
through the blooid of “the Lamb shin for
the sins of man.”

And now I prononnes as the seoteree of
Jaw that you be remanded to jail. and there
securely kept until Friday the 30th duy of
April, 1875, and on that day, at sowme conve-
nient place in the county of Chestertield,
between the hours of sunrise and sunset,
you be hung by the oeek until you are dead,
And may God in His infinile werey sive
your soul,

The Necessity of Extending the Streets
Leading out of Richmond on iis
Northern Slde. :

The last severe weather has putin very
striking light the disabilities under which
this city so painfully labors in respect to its
deficiencies for direct commupication from
point to point within its own limits as well
as to the country: A person coming from
the country cannot approach to the centre
of the city on its northern side on any gireet
between Second snd Seventeenth, A peti-
tion, signed by a number of tax-.psyers, was
brought before the Council about two
months ago, praying that evena thorough-
fare suitable for pedestrisns be constructed
from Ninth streetto tbe morthern part of

Seventeentt street, and by that y re-

ferred to its Commit{ee on Streets, where i

geems to bave remained. That committce has
treated with contempt the desires of the eitl~
zens signed to that petition, at the samelime
are refusiog to haye an improvement made
that would be of such essential convenience
to the public at large, We ougbt now to
have Ninth and Tentband those streets run-
ping parailel with them extended to the very
outside limits of the city. With these im-
provements, the useless expenditure of time.
and trouble in travelling would at once be
vastly decreased, and the value of contigu-
ous properly would, of course, be greatly
enhanced. . That these streets will have to be
extended i time is certain, but it is a great
misfortune to extend that time, and 8o pro

tract the period of our deliverance from the
annoyanees at present so intolerable. The
streets between Fourth and Teoth streets
are divided by a ravine that could be
bridged or filled up at a trifing expense, and
why the proper city authorities canoot or
will oot see the pecessity’ of doing this is

something that surprises me. Time to be

economized by such an jmprovement is as
valuable to us-as to the inbabitants of other
cities, where they have made similar im-
provements at enormous cost,

It will not do to sit dowa idly and dresm
of the grand future in store for Richmond—
we must prepare for. it. Such a future may
be invited, fucilitated, and rapidly.sccom-
plished, Itmay on the otber band, be re-
tarded or indefinitely” postponed. We bave
it in our power either to basten or impede
it, und the-choice is open whetter we will
tuke an enterprising or indolent course. By
all means let us tauke the enterprising one,
and commence by removing ali obstructions
that prevent free truvel to.all parts of the
city from without, and baviog places within
made as.easy of access to euch other as possi-
ble. Then, with the completion of the
James River snd Kanuwha canal and the
building of those contemplated lines of rail-
road and tbe reforms and improvements
which a swelling population forced into an
exceptional situation demands, Richmond
would indeed he the Queen city of the
South. She would not be only a great muart
of trade, but a moce! of taste and con-
venience. The misfortune is that this grand
realization is unlikely to be as nesr as it
should be to our own immediate time.
