Hold 'em Down a Little.

We were struck with the motion to amend
the Constitution submitted by Mr. STUART
on Tuesday fn the Virgioia House of Dele-
gates, He proposed tbat representation * In
4 poth houses of the General Assembly shall
# be apportioned on the mixed basis—thatis,
«gecording to the number of inhabitants
« oontained and the amount of all State taxes
«paid in the several counties, cities, and
«towps of the Commonwealth, deducting
s therefrem all taxes paid on licenses aund
¢ Jaw processes : Provided, That no county
¢ or city <hall bave more than three sepators
« apd five delegates.”

We do not mean to charge Mr. STUART
with illiberality to classes of the commu-
pity : because we thiok that it is probable
that he framed his amendment with & view
to its paseage, and feared that without a re-
striction upon the commercial communitics
it would mot pase, We give Mr. STUART
credit for liberal views geperally, and also
for the scuteness to discern tbat Yirginia
policy bas not been favorable to commerce.

These restrictions would deprive Rich-
mond of several representatives, and we
think unjustly. If taxes are to show in-

terests that peed 1epresentative protection |

thero can be no good reasor why all the taxes
paid by one eluss of people ghall be repre-
sented, and a large amount of taxes paild by
another shall be exciuded. The basis of re-
presentation should be fuir and equal, and
applied to all classes alike, Taxes are taxes.
They are not to be evaded, apd must be
paid. The bundred dollars paid by a mer-
chant is justly entitled toas much represen-
tation as the hundred dollars paid by any
other citizen, Any basis of representation
is partisl and wrong which Is not applied to
all alike. The basis must be universal or
ought not to prevail at all.

Every county or city is entitled to her full
weight in the Legislsture of the State ac_
cording to the basisof representation—what.
¢ ver that may be. Any basis which bas to
be partially applied to the cilies is wrong,
and should not exist.

But, as we said, wesupposc any basis which
should be entirely jnst” to the commercial
communities would bave a doubtful chance
of success, at least In Mr, §rrar?’s estimation.
le may be right., We hope be errs; but
judging from past legislation in Virginia he
has good reason for his idea—t. e., if he Las
this idea at all.

. Taoxas H. Wyxkg, Esq., one of the sena-
tors from theeity of Richmend in the Legis-
lature of Virginia, died at hig residence, in
this city, yesterday In the filty-seventh year
of bisage, le bad filled several positions
of publc trust—been superintendent of
transportation on the Richmond and Peters-
burg railroad, been president of that road,
superintendent of the Gas-Works, raember of
the City Council and presideot of Lhat body ;
and Isstly, senator of the Virginia Legislature
from this city.

[ Mr, Wys~e commenced life as anappren-
tice in the iron establishment :.of” Messrs.
Burn & Saxrsoss Whileserving out hisap-
prenticeship be found time to devote t»
study and reading, and acquired a wonder-
ful amount of knowledge, literary and sci-
entitie, which brought him rapidly into no-
tice. He.became a master of his art, a8
draughtsman, and was placed in prominent
positions in literary societies, He was alead-
ing member of thé Literary and Philosophi-
¢1l Society of Virgiais, and took an active
part in the collection of historical and anti-
quuriat information. No man for his oppor-
tupities ever scquired in this city so honora
ble a position for learning and research.

He was at one time very intimate with the
late Jomrs M. DaxierL, who was attached to
bim by his bighly creditable literary attain-
ments. Mr. Wyssg, by the results of his
{abors and studies, furnished a very fine ex-
ample for the emulation of the young and
/mbitious, They behold in bis rise, with
very moderate opportunities, a high incen-
tive to indunstry und perseveranece. They see
that learning and distinction are nol exciu-
sively the property of those who are fortu-
pute enough to he able to pass tbrough the
colleges.

How
little do those within and witbout prison-
walls know one another. ~Oue class—the co-
lored—particularly commend themselves to
your care, because they are so psor and so
pitiably helpless from lsck of kunowledge to
care for themselves. They make more than
two-thirds of our prisoners, and on inquiry
you will tind that they go to the peoitentiary

for crimes Lhat are small indced. Ilearn this
from the officers at our penitentiary. This
is the fault of our criminal laws,

During the war very ill soldiers from the
hospitals were often put in tentsin the street,
The verse * Is it nothing to you, all ye that
pass by #?’ seemed alwiays mutely spoken.
