Gentlemen,.As you seem from your edi¬
torial notice of my proposition to incorpo¬
rate a principle of apportionment of repre¬
sentation into the 'Constitution of Virginia
to bave misunderstood my motives und pur-

! poses, I beg leave to pffer a word of espla-
uation.
Xbe primary objects of fi Slate Constitution

are to distribute appropriate powers among
the several departments of the Government;
and to impose limitations upon r^cb In tbe.
exercise of tjiose power?. WitSout auob

jlu liuiiUiUOii iii«j *

)y whatever nouie you may call It, is essen-
lally despotic. It is n well-settled propo»
ition lu pQusU'-Uilonjil luv thatjwMc a U0-.
rerntneot of derivative power?, like that of
:he United States, posse^es only such pow¬
ers as are granted to It, ia- primary govern¬
ments, like those of the geveral States, they
possess all powers which are not withheld
from them by the Constitution. The Con¬
stitution of the Upited States ls[a grant of

power, while the Constitution of Virginia is
a limitation of power.
For the first time In the history of Vir¬

ginia, and J,believe in the history of all our
sister States', we hive a Constitution in which
there is no limitation on the power of the

Legislature in regard to the most important
function of rcKoportionin": representation.
No rule is presetbed in our State Constitu¬
tion for the government of the Legislature
in performing this duty. The whole put jpet
is left to their arbitrary discretion. When
the. time for the next r» apportionment comes
'be Legislature may. ir it chooses, assign to

Richmond, or any other city or couDty, one

delegate, or it mav elve to it ten or fifteen 1

They are not bound to b«ve reference either
to population, or taxation, or any other in¬

terest of society as a basis of apportionment.
They may, for party purposes, give to par¬
ticular localities a preponderance which is

not due to it on any principle of justice or

sound policy. Should such a power as this

exist in any constitution unrestrained by any
limitation on its exercise ? ¦

But it may be said no fear need be enter¬

tained that this power will be abused by the

Conservative party. Admitting this to be

true, we must remember that a constitution
is a thing not of to-day or to-morrow, but

destined to be permanent. Who can give us

an assurance that the Conservative party will

always remain in power? Who knows what

parties may arise in the future and to what

vile ends thev might prostitute this great
prerogative? Who can doubt that if such a

power had been given to the Congress of the

United State'*, unrestrained by a fixed rule
of apportionment, it would have been per¬
verted for the perpetuation of the power of
the Radical party? Nay, who can doubt
that if, by divisions in the Conservative
ranks or other unfortunate causes, the Radi¬
cals were to get a majority in our Legisla¬
ture, they would u<e tbeir temporary and
accidental ascendiucy to bring us under the

permanent dominion of the worst classes of
society. Distrust of power is the nurse of
liberty.
To avoid contingencies like t.ese, as well

as to do justice toall sections, and classes, and
jwrtles, I wished to incorporate a fixed rule
of apportionment in the Constitution, which
would bold all parties in check; and as per¬
sons and property are the two great interests
of society, and subjects of legislation, I
thought reference should be had to both in

fixing the rule of apportionment so as to af¬
ford protection to both.
Another reason why I wished taxation to be

an element in the rule of apportionment was

to hive some guarantee of fjir assessments
of taxable property in the various counties
and cities by providing for a loss of repre¬
sentation to those counties #nd cities which,
by undervaluations, sought to shirk their
just share of the burdens of taxation.
Your suggestion that the restriction of the

number of senators and delegates to be al¬
lowed to any one city or county to tbree or

five respectively savored of hostility to the
commercial interest doe$ me injustice. I cer¬

tainly do not think that, under all circum¬
stances population and taxation should be
adopted as an inflexible rule of apportion¬
ment. Take Maryland as an Illustration. If
-uch were the rule there the whole Slate
might be brought into subjection to Balti¬
more ! Aud so, at seruefuture day, without
some restriction, Richmond, Petersburg,
Lynchburg, and Norfolk might dominate
Virginia !

But, I acknowledge. I had another contin-
gency also in view. We all know that the
tendency of the colored population is to con¬

gregate in our citie-. Very few of them ire

bound by strong ties to the country, and the
amusements and social pleasures and other
inducements to be found in densely-popula¬
ted districts constantly tempt, to the cities.
Now, if you concentrate political power in
two or three cities, thi* temptation will be

ureatly augmented. Richmond, Petersburg,
Norfolk, and Ljnchburg already find it diffi¬
cult to keep the management of their affairs
in the bands of the better classes of their
people. But if you were to offer the ad¬
ditional inducement to the rural popula¬
tion of African descent to flock to the
cities which would be presented to them
by enabling them tc capture the political
power of the State by getting possession of
.» few cities, in addition to thecounties which
they now control, it would prove irresisti¬
ble. a few thousands of this class of popu-
lifi'tu, imported from the rural districts and
judiciously distributed in the cities named,
would enable the Radicals to cairy the elec¬
tions iu those cities, and thus control the
state.
My restriction, therefore, was dictated by

no spirit of unkindness to the cities. Ua the
contrary, it was framed in toe interest of
conservatism, and to save the cities from
the dangers of capture and >ack by an igno¬
rant populace, led on by unscrupulous ad¬
venturers.

matter. If there can be more circuits
for more ambitious aspirants, less
terms . far tbe convenience of the
court, and 4be inconvenience of the peo¬
ple, and a 4ieompeD3atjoo," vulgarly called
salary, largeeoough to make things comforta¬
ble, his co-libwers may yet be happy.

Tbis
throws grestf obstacles in tbe way of the
transaction of the important business of
tbe people, and iu felony cases entails
heavy expense upon the State for the sup¬
port of prisoners during loDg confinement.)
In tbe hundred jails or this Commonwealth
there are confined prisoners datly eating
up all tbe promised saving by the cutting
down of tbe county courts, and who have
long since consumed in the cost of their
keeping twice the sum attempted to be saved.
Then, if there is no econoqjy in the matter,
we suppose the people who own the State may
tave some choice in the manner of executing
iU laws. They choose the county courts.
