Ahrest ok a JS'otkd Prisoner who
Fj.kd from Justice.Tub Case Against
Him..During the mouths of December
and J.muury, it will be remembered* a num-
her-of daring robberies were committed in
this city. Among them were those perpe¬
trated upou Messrs. Longley of the Lfouse
of Delegates and Mr. C. A. Pulling of this
city, the former on the lfJth of January and
the latter on the Qth of the same month. So
numerous were the depredations by thieves
that the police force was doubled in some
instances, and the men made unusu il efforts
to arrest the offenders.
On the 13th of February a negro named

Henry Wiley was carried before the Police
Court on the charge of stealing or having in
his possession a large number of cigars stolen
from Wood & Co. lie was sent on to the
grand jury, and subsequently a writ of
habeas corpus was sued out and the accused
was bailed. When Wiley's case was called
for trial he had lett for parts unknown. His
wife heard that he had gone ever to Peters¬
burg with a woman, aud she immediately
set out on foot aud walked over to
the Cockade city, look out,'a warrant, aud had
him arrested. The authorities in Petersburg
telegraphed immediately to Richmond to
know whether Wiley was wanted. Captain
Disney then went over to Petersburg, and
yesterday returned to Richmond with his
prisoner. Upon leaving Petersburg Wiley
packed up the clothing he had in his posses¬
sion and brought it over with him.

Yesterday atternoon Sergeant Hall, of the
Second district, overhauled the clothes, aud
thought he identified some of the property
lost by Messrs. Longley aud Pulling. Mr.
Longley was sent for, ar^d as soon as became
into the station-house identified a shirt
which the negro had brought over as the
one which he (Lougley) had worn ou the
day preceding the robbery at his room*. It
was lying in a chair at the time with a set of
studs in it. He picked up the shirt in the
station-house, and remarked that his wife
had sewed ou the buttons, and that they
were similar to those on the garment he then
wore. A comparison settled that fact be-
yond all doubt.
Mr. Pulling was then sent foj\ and he at

once recognized a pair of his pants, which
were stolen from his room on the night of
the 9th.
There are circumstances which also con¬

nect Wiley with another robbery, and Ser¬
geant Hall was last night forging a link which
will probably be the means of the grand jury
finding four indictments against him instead
of the three robberies with which he now

seems to lie clearly connected, it is said that
Wiley has already served out one term in the
penitentiary.

PnrtnerHblp Amociatlons.Tbo New
Lav on tbc Hub|ect.

The new law " to authorize the formation
of partnership associations, in which the
capital subscribed shall alone be responsible
for the debts of such association, except un¬
der certain circumstances," being of much
importance to the business-men otf the State
we give herewith its full text, notwithstand¬
ing we yesterday gave a very fair and full
synopsis of it:

1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly
of Virginia, That when any three or more

persons may desire to form a partnership
association for the purpose of conducting
any lawful business or occupation within
this State or elsewhere, whose principal
office or place of business shall be established
and maintained within this State by sub-
scribing and contributing capital thereto,
which cipital only shall be liable for the
debts of such association, it shall
be lawful for such persons to ' sign
and acknowledge before some officer com¬

petent to take acknowledgments of deeds, a

statement in writing, in which shall be set
forth the proper names of such persons, and
the amount of capital of such association sub¬
scribed by each j the total amount of capital,
and when and how to be paid; the character
of the business to be conducted, and the lo¬
cation of the same; the Dame of the associa¬
tion, with tbe word " limited " added there¬
to as part of the same ; the contemplated
duration of said association, which shall not
in any case exceed twenty years: ana ttoe
names of the officers of said association se¬
lected in conformity with the provisions of
this acl, and any amendment of said state¬
ment shall be made only in like manner-
which said statement and amendments shall
be recorded in the deed-book of the county
or corporation where said principal office is
establis&ed ; and in such statement each part¬
ner shall agree to waive the benefit of the
homestead exemption as to any debt he mav
at any time owe said association. And said
statement shall be published once a week lor
two weeks in some newspaper published in
the county, cily, or town in which the prin¬
cipal office of said association is established.

2. The members of any such partnership
association shall not be liable underunyjudg¬
ment, decree, or order against such associ*-
tion, or for auy debt or engagement of such
association, further or otherwise than is here¬
inafter provided. That is to Pay, if any exe¬
cution or other process in the nature'of ar

execution, either at law or in ecpiitv shall
hu\e been issued against the property or ef¬
fects of the association, and if there cannot
be found sufficient thereof whereor to en¬
force such execution or process then such
execution or process may be issued u"ain<t
any of the members to the extent of his or
-heir portion of the subscription to the capi¬
tal of such association not then paid up-
provided, however, that no such execution
or process shall issue against any member
except upon an order of the court in which
the action was pending ; and the said court
may compel the production of the books of
such association, showing the names of its
members and the amount of capital remain¬
ing unpaid upon the respective subscriptions
of its members, and from them or other
sources of information ascertain the truth in
regard thereto, and may order execution to
issue accordingly. Aud the said association
shall be required to keep at all times a sub-
scription book for that purpose, and the same
shall be open to inspection by the creditors
and members of such association at all rea¬
sonable times.

3. The word "limited" shall be the last
word of the name of every association form¬
ed under the provisions of this act: and eve-
rv such association shall keep painted or
affixed its name on the outside of every office
or place in which its business is carried oik
in a conspicuous position, in letters easily
legible; and shall have its full name, in legi¬
ble characters, in all notices, advertisements
and other official publications of such asso¬
ciation, and in all bills of exchange, promis¬
sory notes, checks, orders for money, bills of
lading, invoices, receipts, letters and other
writings used in the transaction of the busi¬
ness of such association: Provided, That the
omission of the word "limited" in the u*e
of the name of the partnership shall render
each and every person participant in such
omission, or knowingly acquiescing therein
hable for any indebtedness, damage, or lia¬
bility arising therefrom.

4. Interests in every such association shall
be personal estate, and may be transferred
under such rules and regulations as the asso¬
ciation may prescribe; but no transferee or

representative of any decedent, or of anv in¬
solvent or bankrupt, shall be entitled there¬
after to participate in the subsequent business
of said association unless he be elected there¬
to by a vote of a majority of the members
in number aud value of their interests'
and any change of ownership, whether
by sale, gift, death, bankruptcy, or other¬
wise, which shall not be followed by elec¬
tion to the association, shall entitle the
owner only to his interest in the association
at a price and upon teims to be mutually
agreed ; and in default of such ageeement
the price and terms shall be fixed by an ap¬
praiser or appraisers agreed on by the par¬
ties, or appointed In term or vacation by the
judge of the circuit or corporation court of
the county, city, or town in which the prin¬
cipal office of such association is located-
Provided, That notice be given of the applii
cation lor such appointment to the associa¬
tion or party interested at least live davs be-
fore the same is heard.

*

G. There shall be at least one meeting of
the members of the association in each year
at one of which there shall be elected not
less than three nor more thau five managers
of said association, one of whom shall be°tbc
president, one the treasurer, aud one the
secretary, or one may be both treasurer and
secretary, who shall hold their respective
offices lor one year, and until their succes¬
sors are duly installed ; and no debt shall be
contracted or liability incurred foresaid asso¬
ciation except by one or more of said mana¬
gers, and no liability for an amount exceed¬
ing two hundred dollars, except against the'i
person incurring it, shall bind said assoeia-
Lion, unless reduced to writing and signed
by at least two managers.

G. The association may from time to time
divide the profits of its business in such man¬
ner, and to such an amount, as a majority of
its managers may determine, which divi¬
dends shall at any time diminish or impair
the capital of said association; and any one
consenting to a dividend which shall diminish
or impair the capital, shall be liable to any
person injured thereby for the amount of
such diminution or impairment.

7. It shall not be lawful for such associu-
tio« to lend its credit, its name, or its capi¬
tal to any member thereof; and any loan
thereof to any other person or association
shall be void, unless the same is made by the
consent in writing of a majority in number
and value of interest of its members.

8. Such association may be dissolved.
First. Whenever the period tixed for its

duration expires.
Second. Whenever, by a vote of a majority

in number and Value of interest, it shall be
so determined, and notice of such winding
up shall be published in at least two news¬

papers, if so many be published in the coun¬

ty, city, or town where its principal office is
located, at leaat six consecutive times, and
immediately upon the commencement of said
advertising, said association shall cease to
carry on its business, except so far as may be
required for the beneficial winding up there¬
of.

9. When any 6ucu partneranrp association
shall be dissolved its effects shall be applied
and distributed as follows :

First. To the payment of all debts for
wages of labor.
Second. To the satisfaction of all its other

liabilities and Indebtedness pro rata.
Third. After payment thereof the same

shall be distributed to and among the mem¬
bers, In proportion to their respective Inter¬
ests, in the following manner.namely :

Tbre« liquidation trustees shall be elected by
the members of the association, who shall
have full power and authority to wind upj

said concern and distribute the net assets
thereof among the members; said trustees to
state and settle tbetr accounts from time to
time as is now required by law of other
trustees.

10. No amendment, modification, or re¬

peal of this act shall affect anything duly
done, right acquired, liability incurred, or

penalty, forfeiture, or other punishment In¬
curred, .or to be incurred, in respect of any
offence against the provisions of this act, be¬
fore such amendment, modification, or repeal
comes into operation.

11. This act shall be in force from lis pas¬
sage. [It went into effect by the approval of
the Governor on March 2d.]
Grand Sunday-School Mass-Meetino..

One of the largest and most enthusiastic
Sunday-school meetings ever held in this
city was held at Trinity Methodist church
last night, under the auspices of the " Sun¬
day-School Union of all denominations".
Mujor Robert Stiles (president) in the chair,
Mr. C. P. Rady secretary.
The meeting was opened with singing by

the large congregation, led by the scholars
of Trinity school, and prayer by Rev. H. T.
BacoD, ot Nicholson-Street church.
Major Stiles opened the exercises by a

statement of the aim and objects of the So¬
ciety, and the purpose of the present meet¬
ing. He congratulated the Society on the
great interest exhibited in this cause, as

shown by the larg^attendance. He was glad
to see representatives from all schools and
all denominations, and knew that all would
be benefited by interchange of idjpus and
experience. The question, u What is tbc
Best Method of Teaching the Scriptures in
theSundav School?" was then announced.
Mr. J. B. Winston, president of the Bap¬

tist Sunday-Scool Society, commenced the
discussion. He announced bimself as a

teacher of an infant class in the Second Bap¬
tist Sunday school, and therefore would dis-
cuss the question as it relates to infant
classes. Method is a very essential element
in teaching, and it is not always fully appre¬
ciated. While it is true that tbe Scriptures
is the rule and guide of all teaching yet we
have tbe example of the Saviour, for
Illustration, parable, and allegory in
impressing trutb. Tcnchiug is

. taking
one's own thoughts and transplanting
them in the minds and hearts of the
pupil. Surely iu doing this every
teacher should'bave a method and think the
very best. If we would be successful teach¬
ers, we must keep in mind the great object.
the salvation ot the children, and then use the
very wisest means. A teacher should alsu
trv and learn the peculiar needs of each pu¬
pil. A teacher should learn the art of at¬
tracting and keeping the attention of hi3
scholars, aud this can only be done by pro¬
ration. A teacher should ask and answer

questions : use variety in presenting a sub¬
ject: sec that the seholar understands the
thing designed to be taught by the lesson;
use illustrations more than logic, simple, but
apt and powerful to impress. In the Second
Baptist school the " international Series of
Lessons" is used.
Mr. William H. Williams, superintendent

of Venable-Street Baptist Mission school, said
he thought thefirstaud mostimportant thing
necessary is to feel tbe importance of tbe
work in the Sunday school ; feel that it is a

personal matter. He didu't find the lecture
system beneficial. lie tried tbe International
Series, and,found it very good. As an ad¬
junct to tbc lesson tbe scholar should be re¬

quired to repeat a passage ot Scripture bear-
ins: on the subjoct before tbe class; should
not follow the lesson as laid down too long,
but try to make a personal application. The
teacher should supplement his work in tbe
Sunday school by an example of piety and
consisteut living.

Colonel Thoma3 J. Evaus said tbat he
teaches a class in the Third Baptist Sunday
school. He thought that as men who teactt
geography and history in our schools use
illustrations and questions, and have system
and methqd, so should the Sunday-School
teacher be as wise in his generation, and use
method and system in inculcating Scripture
truth. Use well-made illustrations of a pic¬
torial character. Teach by questions, illus¬
trations, and pictures, but maiuly teach the
Scriptures by example. Children, particu¬
larly young children, should commit the
Scriptures to memory. Use method, not
perhaps all tbe same, but whatever you
teach do it earnestly, honestly, faithfully.
Teachers' prayer-meetings before tbe assem¬

bling of the school are really almost indis¬
pensable.
Mr. Thomas Potts, a teacher in the Monu¬

mental Episcopal Sunday school, said in his
class they take up some important event or
character in the Bible and follow it up. He
was now engaged in following the history of
Moses. He did not think the uniform sys¬
tem thorough, though, -of course, system
and method are indispensably necessary.
Teachers should have freedom in thought
and action, with liberty to improve every
opportunity. Teachers who are not prompt
cannot expect to reap gceat results.
Mr. James H. Peay, superintendent of

Union Statiou Methodist Sunday school, said
he thought a thorough preparation was the
duty of tbe Sunday-School teacher. Union
Station school uses the Nashville system of
uniform lessons., published by theMetbodfst
Church. It i9 a good system. Children
should be taught to memorize tbe Scriptures.
There must he a great deal of method in
teaching.

Rev. R. H. Mullen, editor of tbe Suruiay-
School Iiccord, claimed to be aunionSun-
day-Sehool man. He had been attached to
some school of all the various denominations
in his life. The teacher must have a prayer¬
ful heart. He believed in the prayerful
method. Earnest, practical teacbiug is
really necessary.
Mr. J. B. Watkins thought it was indis¬

pensably necessary that a teacher should
know the peculiar temperament of each
scholar, so as to apply the truth understand-
ingly.
Tbe President gathered up the results of

the discussion in an earnest appeal to all the
teachers to be systematic, methodical, prompf,
earnest, -zealous, and prayerful in all their
Sunday-School work.
The meeting then adjourned after sinking,

with the benediction by Rev. A. C. BletUoe,
pastor of Trinity church. .
