LOCAL MATTERS.
Tcg-Boat Seizkd by the United States

Marshal..The tug-boat Gr&ce Meade, for¬
merly the Agnes, was seized at Petersburg
yesterday by United States Marshal Rams-
dell, acting under orders from the Secretary
of the Treasury. A few years ago the
Agnes exploded her boiler while engaged on

James river near City Point, and was almost
completely wrecked. After the lapse of some
time she was rebuilt, and but little of the old
timber was left in her. Her owners applied
to the collector of customs of this port to
have her registered by the name of Grace
Meade. The collector referred the applica¬
tion to the Secretary of the Treasury, and
that official decided that the name of the boat
could not be changed except by special act of
Congress. Her owners, however, got her
registered at Norfolk under the new name.

This, it is charged, was In violation of the
laws of Congress. The case will probably
be investigated at an early day.

A New Road Dehanded..Some of the

citizens of Henrico have petitioned the
County Court to grant them a road from a

point on the Williamsburg turupikc about a

mile below the toll-gate to Blukey's mill.
They complain that in order to get to the
millthey now have to come through Fulton
and pas's through WTickersville, over a road
which is often very bad.sometimes almost
impassable. They represent that by the pro¬
posed road they would gain about a mile and

a quarter, and 'that this improvement would
not only give them a road to the mill, but
would also shorten their route to the city
very materially. The case was called in the
court yesterday, and some opposition being
manifested, the Judge ordered the commis¬
sioner of roads for the township and the
county surveyor to present at the next term
of the court a diagram of the proposed road
and the probablelimount of damages which
would be claimed.
