BDoctors and Preachers, Again.

The article of Dr, Parker in the Dispat-h
of yesterday contains much to which we do
not ofject ; but also some stutements that
merit a votice. The Doctor says that he
wis *opposed to the resolution looking to
the chargivg of winisters of the gospel for
wedical services™ adopted by the Academy
of Mudicine, Weare not surprised that he
was 3 especially as it was proposed to alter a
“gconstitution or rule” which bad no exist-
ence, and which, if it existed, was disre-
garded, if we are rightly informed, by the
mover of the resolution,

The Doctor desires lo correct our mis-
tukes, and we ought to be thankful for their
correction: * The Acadewy did pot intend
to visit the sins of these gentiemen (Jeter &
Dickinson) upon the heads of ministers gen-
erally. Tbeir * certiticate > was the occasion
not the canse of the resolution.” We ecan
only say #hat we were led into the wistake
by tbe publisbed report of the procecdings
of the Academy. * In consequence of a tes.
timonial gieen * * * by the editors ol the
Religious Herald, an efforl o secure the
change of the rule was mad+”  (Lalics
ours),

In regard to the custem of doctors not to

charge preachers for medieal services, we do
not perecive that we made any mistake, It
bs prevailed extensively, not universally
but whut motives bave icfluenced dogjorsto
adopt it, neither Dr. Parker vor we ¢an eer-
tainly say. Doubtless, some are governed
by a benevolent, some by a politie, some by
an ambifious motive, and sowe by u sease ol
reciproesl oblization in following Lhe cus-
tow. *“Should a minister become ensaged
in any secular ewployment,” says the Doe.
tor. * he forfeits this elaim upon the Facol-
ty.” Certainly not; there is no law, oo ob-
ligation, requiring this service of doctorss
and consequently no cliim to forfeit. It
must be added, however, that muny winis-
ters, thrown out of the pastorate by various
catises, of pecessity deyvote themselyes partly
to seeular pursuits, but chiclly to the winis-
try of the Word, to whom it would be quite
us charitable, though pot so politic and ad-
vuntageous, to render gratuitous medival ser-
vices is to the pustors of large and wealthy
churches.
\We expressed the supposition that the cus-
tom “under consideration originated in the
reciprocal seryices of wivisters und doctors,
« This is not true,” suvs the Doetor, “ he-
cause the minister’s services are u part of bis
pastoral work, which is paid for by pew-
rents apd other eontributions.”  This ex-
planstion may be good in some cuses, but it
is noL inall, Many siclans are potchurei-
members, and pty n werents, and they
r,re not less ready than o to render grua-
tuitous services to ministersX@Ve have, how-
ever, no speciul ioterest in gding  what
considerations have influenced. @etors 1o ex-
empt ministers from medieal fees. Muuny of
them do it. That is all that 1t concerns us
to koow, {

We fully sympathize with the doctor in
the wish that the best feeling shall prevail
between ministers and doctors. We bave

cust no reflectiyu upon the faculty, Many

laHy-conyinced of ils efficacy by observation

of them are among our best friends, and we
honor them for tbeir intelligenee and libe-
rality, It may be disgraceful for doctors to
ask ** a certiticate of charucter and skill,”” but
it is sorely not disgracelul for Lhose wbo
bave knowledge of their skill and generosity
to bear testimony to them in such manner as
wmay seem proper. Nor is it pecessary that
one should have experimentaievidenceof the
efticacy of a * cough mixture” before“he
should yeeommend it. He may be as ratioz-

or testimony as by experience. He may be
fully persunded of a mmn’s. competency to
teach * German” svithoul Enowing a word
of the langwage.

Jeter & Dickinson “ certified that thi
stranger in Riehmond ‘cun gure cancer and
copsumption.”” They cerliied no such
thing. Dr. Wollard advertized imoor paper,
3t is quite common for editors to call atten-
tion to the advertisements in. tbeir columus,
and we appro¥e the custom. We stated no-
thing in the notice which i3 not true. We
suid : ¢ Judging from what we hear of bim, he
hus been very suecessful in"the treatment of
caneers and scrofula.” The'testimoninls on
which we relied were pitent Lo our readers.
We called attention to thefo the more cheer-
fully because the ¥ucully admitted thelr ina-
bility to cure cancers. Not helievfogin the in-
fallibility of their judgment, we deemed it
right to invite notiee to a remedy wkich many
witnesses, believed to be bonest, proclaimed
to be eflicacious, A drowning man will
catch utastraw, Let the poor sufferers have
a chance of relief.

“The mioister should be the lst,” szys
the Doctor, *to array bLimself against the
medical profession.” Certaioly. We were
pot first in this controversy. We are merely
respondents. Ministers, as other men, should
be cuutious in tormirg their opinions and in
giving advice; but we maimtaio our right
and the right of all men to form opinions,
and to express them on all subjeets siiecting
the interes:s of humanity. We shall not be
deterred from exercising the right by the
dresd of * quackery,” or the daoger of pay-
ing doctors’ bills, i

The resolution of the Academy of Medi-
cine has placed the ministers of the city in
a perplexing situation, To some of the doc-
tors it s evidently a burden snd a grief to
render graluitous services to ministers;
there are others, and many, we are quite
sure, who not only render such service, but
render it with pleasure. It would, no doubt,
be agreeable to muny ministers to know to
whomw it is and to whom it is not a pleasure
to render the service, For ourselves, we
wish it distinctly urderstood that we desire
gratuitous services from no physiciun at the
sacrifice of our own judgments in regard to
the commendation of medicines or doctors,
whether sanctioned by the Academy of Med-
icine or nnt.
