of the Affair.The Fiend Attempts
feticide, bwt Falling to Hill Himself
In Taken Ooi and Lynched.

shocking and revolting outrages which hu¬
man aature is caj/zabte of perpetrating, tbe
crime »l' rape,' was eoommmated la?S night in
Prince George c.umty, Md., immediotel.v op¬
posite this city, by a negro named Jerry
alias J"«*hn Scott, upon the person <»f Airs.
Julin Nelson, the wife of Scott's employer.

It had been the cswtom of Mr. Nelson to
pay periodical ly business visits to Washing¬
ton city, and having implicit confidence in
the integrity of Scottr ontrvisted to his pro¬
tection the: caie of his- wife and cbild^ Be¬
fore going to Washington yesterday eveaing
31r. Nelson gave Scott hi» revolver foa bis
better security in protesting the property,
with directions to takecace of the place uatil
his return this morning-
At the d?ad hour o? the night Scott,

whode custom it was to sleep in the same
house with bis employer,, entered the room
of Mrs. Nelson, carrying the revolve*,
aDd by threats and forie committed the
most dastardlj outrage known in the calen¬
dar of crime. Tbe cries, te&ps, and entreaties
of Mrs. Nelson, whose condition was tbe
most delicate, were unheeded and unavailing
to thwart the dreadlul doom to which the
lustful passion of the desperate fiend hud
consigned her, and she was compelled to
remain with biox antil newly morning and
submit, under fear of death, to his outrages.
After the accomplishment of his desires be

placed the revolver to bis left side and dis¬
charged its contents, producing what is sup¬
posed would have proved a fatal wound.
Mrs. Nel*on, supposing that Scott was dead,
hurried as fust as she could, in her night-
clothes and barefooted, and almost frozeD,
to the nearest house, which was occupied by
a colored man named Henry Morris, who,
upon being informed of what bid occurred,
spread the new3. and in a short time a party
proceeded to tbe house, where they found
the negro not dead, but weltering
in his gore. A rope was soon

procured, aHd he was carried about a

hundred and fifty yards from the house, and
at daylight this morning the rope was tied
around his neck and thrown over a limb of a

poplar tree, and the dying villain was hauled
up and suspended in the air, where at the
last report be was still hanging, an exempli-
fi .ration of just retribution. Among the
crowd who were assembled at the house pre¬
vious to the hanging were many colored
people, and of all present they were tbe
most intent upon meting out to the criminal
the justice he deserved, and but for the white
people would have kindled a fire and laid
him upon it.

Nelson, recently from the North,
outlasted Nelson's wife, in Prince George
county, lust, night during the absence of her
husband.

The news of the crime soon snread
and a crowd gathered at Mr. Nelson's house.
