Beckoning to one of the colored
waiters, he ordered breakfast. broiled steak,
fried potatoes, toast, and coflee. His colored
brother of the immaculate apron looked at
him with a furtive glance, and then over to
Mr. Burke, who had observed the object of

j so much legislation when be came in. The'
darky waiter smiled perceptibly, winked
knowingly at Mr. McKee, looked wistfully
at Mr. Burke, and then walked up to thelat-

| ter at the cashier's desk. Then the following
i dialogue eusued :

Waiter: Well, Mister Burke, shall I wail
on him ?
Burke: No, sir; you needn't act in any

half-way manner iu this matter. It is not
consistent with* our business to serve the
gentleman. Tell him he cannot be served
here.
Waiter : All right, sir.
And the waiter tripped over to the waiting

guest and informed Lim that he could not
serve bin). McKee arose and quietly de¬
parted. lie went straight to United "Slates
Commissioner Hoyut's office, and ou the ar¬
rival of that official swore out a warrant
charging Mr. Buike with a violation of the
civil-rights law in refusing to serve bijn with
food and drink. The warrant was quickly
served and promptly answered to by Mr.
Burke. Toe commissioner was compf lied to

of the law in the city. It is exp<cted that a

copy will be here by Monday.
Unlike the Aldermanic Whyland, Mr.

! Burke proposes to test the constitutionality
of the law which dictates to him the con¬
duct of his business. In a brief interview
with a Tribune reporter yesteiday the fol¬
lowing conversation ensued:

Reporter: Mr. Burke, I have learned of
your arrest for an alleged violation of the
new civil-rights law, and desire to learn
what you have to say in regard to it.
Mr. Buike: Yes, I was summoned before

Mr. Hoyne, and the matter was continued.
Reporter: Did you refuse to serve Mc¬

Kee ?
Burke: Certainly I did. The waiter came

to me when be gave his order, aud I told
him not to serve bim.

11. : On what ground?
B. : If I should serve colored people here

mv business would be ruined. I have pro¬
bably the best class of patrons in the city,
a id d<» a tit»e business; but if 1 should serve
colored people here, I would lose It. I can-
uot afford to let my business go down for
the sake ot serving a few colored men, and
those coming here for the simple take ol
testing this new law. There are some white
people I would not serve, and if I did it
would itj ire my business.
R. : Well, do you propose to nuke this a

test erase !'
B.: I do, aud shall employ some of the

ablest counsel in the city to defend me.
R. : Do you intend to refuse all colored per¬

sons who ioine here for a squ ire meal ?
B. : Yes; I am not going abouttthi.s mat¬

ter in ar.y hall-way manner. I think it is
better to act in a definite aud decided way
than to go beating around the bush. I wiil
not serve colored men uules9 forced to do
so.

A Volcano in Nevada.. [From the Vir¬
ginia Entcrprist\ February 21.]--A consul-
(¦ruble volume of smoke rolled up from the
pirkof Mount Davidson forsome hours yes¬
terday arieinoon, attracting great attention
in the city. Crowds were to be seen ou

every street gazing iutently up at the sum¬

mit of the mountain, and in passing these
the words "burning lava, clouds of ashe»,
and hot rocks '' were constantly heard. The
whole face of the mountain toward tue cit v
being covered with snow, the column ot
snnke rising from its top and wafted
otl- to the southward was strlkmglv
volcanic in appearance.

| bupt:z 'd Justinirno Roxas by Fr. Isidro Sa-
lazir, O. S. F. Roxas was then forty years
of age. and perhaps even somewhat over

j forty, so that he was at least one hundred
and twenty-three years old when he died.
The record of his baptism is still preserved
in the register of the Catholic church, so that
there can be no doubt concerning the truth
of bis extreme age.

Little is known of his career, as he ha*
outlived those who were children when he
was already very advanced in years. It is
probable, however, that he belouged to the
Aptos tribe of Indians. For soaie time he
had been quite feeble, and bis death was ex¬

pected to take place at any moment. Three
days ago the Rev, Father Adam administered
the last sacraments. At the hour of bis
death Roxas was attended by the Indian
who has been his guardian for some time
past. Lie remained conscious until witbia a
