For tbe only part of tbe new law
which touches internal business is the tirxt
sentence, which is as follows :

Section 23. No railroad, canal, steamboat,
steamship, or transportation company, or

other common carrier chartered by or doing
business in this State, shall charge, take, or

receive a greater sum for tbe transportation
of any person, or passenger, or matter of
freight over a portion of its line or route,
whether such shall tn whole or only in part
be witbin tbe limits of this State, than is

It is obvious that under this new law the

Internal commerce of tbe State is at tbe
mercy of tbe railroads, restrained alone by
tbe maximum of fares and tolls prescribed
by law. Tbe same sum may be charged
from Danville to Lynchburg that is charged
from Danville to Alexandria, and the same
sum may be charged from Bristol to Lynch¬
burg that is charged from Bristol to Norfolk.

many dees as people, showing of itself a state
of civilization not tbe highest. Not lone ago

a plaintive appeal was sent to Nashville from
one hundred and forty-three colored peop e

of Rutherford county saying that last year s

dry weather cut off 'he crop, and that they
were in a starving condition. Someonewent
through one of the poverty-stricken districts
of that county, and bis business being to
enumerate the population be enumerated
the dogs also, and found more dogs than peo¬
ple. What was led the dogs would have fat¬
tened enough hogs to have furnished tbe
population with a reasonable amount ol

meat. But instead of raising enough meat
for home consumption they scrape up what
few remaining dollars rf main in tbe country
from last year's cuttcn crop and send it
North for bacon.
Curse the worthless dogs ! Wherever you

find tbem in greatest numbers you find the

people correspondingly poor and the coun¬

try wretched. I wish the tax was twentj-
five dollars on each dog. and the proceeds
«iven to eccouraging the raising of sheep.
Here is a great central State, adapted by na¬

ture to the production of wool, and wool,
too. of such superior quality that it has taken
the premium.more than once at tbe World's
Fair, yet on account of tbe myriads of worth¬
less curs which prey upon tbe sheep there
is not one quarter enough wool produced
for home consumption, and the country is
drained of money to send to more civW'zed
and prosperous communities to purchase
wool and woollen clothing. And tbe people
complain of being poor.

to sell and everything to buy.

In twenty -stven counties of this State-
average counties.tbe dogs la>t year killed
11,469 shtep. In tbe one county of Giles
they got away with 1,7>*i0.

A northern farmer who settled in Cone
county was telline me a few days ago of tbe
tine location be had lor sheep-raising as com¬

pared with the North. It cost only ont-

quarteras much to winter sheep here as in
the Nortb. The told weather never killed
his lambs, no matter what month of the year
they were born. But there was one draw¬
back that spoiled all that was promising and
tine. The worthless dogs killed bis sheep
aud destroyed all tbe protits of wool-grow-
ine. lie was powerless to remedy the mat¬
ter, The country was fairly alive with dogs,
every family bavins from two to a dozen, tbe

poorer and more wretched and ignorant and
worthless the family the more dogs they kept.
The other day I was reading a card from

A*a Faulkner, one of the most useful citi¬
zens of Tennessee. His life bus been spent
in a warfare against ignorance, idleness, and
dogs (they all uo together), and in building
up tbu manufacturing interests of the State.
He bis a family worthy of the man. They
rake hold with their bands, and a county full
ofsuch would in a few years become worth a

whole congressional district of the average
population. He said that two of his sons

had established a woollen fictory in Warren
county. Tbey utilized the water-power,
with which nature has so abundantly pro¬
vided every section of the State, aud gave
work to

*

fifteen hands.no small item
where a very large per ceot. of the populu-
lion are without regular employment. This
little woollen mill saved tbe country S25.0U0
annually ; that is, kept that amount of mc-
ney at home, which would have been other¬
wise sent out of the country for woollen
cothicg. But the mill bad to stop, aud
why? Because the worthless dogs- and
there seems to be about a million in Warren
county- killed the sheep, and thus cut otl
the supplv of wool.

All honor to the Tennessee Legislature for
passing the o'<n;-!aw. It is :m irupoi taut step
in the direction of progress udiI eivilizition.
Looking over into dog-cursed Georgia we
tin (I the wool inreiests prostrate from tbe
.wine causes wbicb operate here; but tbe
Legislature have not uot up to the point ol
passing a dog-'aw. They will work up to it
after awhile, mean time buying their wool
and woollen goods in ot hi r sections, aud
complaining daily that there is .' no uiouey
in the country." No, there is no money in
tbe country, but plenty of dogs.
